FEWER WOODS 
FIRES TALKED 
By New Organization; 
Forestry Association 
Sets Community Meets 
The orgtmization of the Floyd 

County Forestry Association here 
recently brought to 72 the number 
of community-level forest fire pre­
vention groups formed in Eastern 
Kentucky cotmties in the last two 
months, according to Gene Butcher, 
director of the Division of Forestry. 

Butcher said that more county­
wide committees were in the plan­
ning stage and are scheduled to 
hold organizational meets in the 
near future. The Floyd county group 
has ah·eady held two meetings at 
the courthouse here. Representa­
tives of many agencies concerned 
with conservation attended the 
meetings here. 

At the meeting here Wednesday 
evening of last week it was decided 
to hold community rallies to pro­
mote the forestry meeting. It will 
be beld, Tuesday evening, Nov. 15. 
A speaker is slated by the Division 
of Forestry and films will be shown. 

Organization of the county and 
local groups came as a result of 
planning at the Southeastern Ken­
tucky Forest ire Prevention Con­
ferei1 Ce held in Berea in last Sep­
tember, and at a state conference 
at Lexington last December. 

The conference stressed that pre­
vention of forest blazes and an ade­
quate fire control organization are 
basic to Kentucky's programs for 
industrial expansion and increased 
tourist business. 

The Berea meeting was called by 
the Kentucky Forest Fire Preven­
tion Committee at the request of 
Lieut. Gov. Wilson W. Wyatt and 
Butcher. 

Butcher said that a similar sec­
tional forest fire prevention confer­
ence is planned for February in 
Western Kentucky with the goal 
of setting up groups of local forest 
fire prevention groups in 35 coun­
ties in that area. 

SUIT ENJOINS 
STRIP MINE 

Harlan Action Taken 
Under New Statute; 
Permit Is Demanded 
Frankfort, Ky., Oct. 31. (Spl.)­

For the first time since the 1960 
Kentucky Legislature strengthen­
ed the law governing strip min­
ing, a mine operator has been 
enjoined in the courts from con­
tinuing operations until he has 
complied with the statutes. 

Conservation Commissioner J. 
0. Matlick announced today tha.t 
the Attorney General has obtain­
ed a restraining order in Harlan 
circuit court against C. M. Wal­
len and Cranks-Mason, Inc., op­
erators of a strip mine near Ca­
wood, Kentucky, halting their op­
erations until they have obtained 
a permit and posted the required 
bond with the state. 

The Division of Strip Mining 
and Reclamation, which supervis­
es strip-mine operations in Ken­
tuck'Y, -is a part of the Depart­
ment of Conservation. Henry Cal­
lis is director of the division. 

Action against Wallen and the 
Cranks-Mason Company was 
brought under the Strip Mining 
AICt, Section 350-990, and, in addi­
tion to asking that they be re­
strained from further operations 
until they · have complied with 
requirements of the law, seeks 
civil penalties totaling $22,500. 

Tre penalties, provided under 
the Act, were fixed at $250 a day 
for five days a week since the law 
went into effect, which was June 
16, 1960. 

A restraining order }vas grant­
ed by the Harlan court }:luring the 
pendency of the actiofJ, or until 
such time as the de.ffndents ob­
tain a permit and execute bond.

The same report noted that 
production was up all over the 
United States. The estimated 
United States bituminous pro­
duction last year to this time was 
327,543,000 tons but this year it 
is 334,998,000 tons. This is an in­
crease of 2.3 percent. 

Production for the Big Sandy­
Elkhorn field is figured in 50-
ton car Loads .and production sta­
tistics show that 5,447.2 cars were 
loaded. 

Most mines in the field for 
which the report was issued are 
working four or five day weeks 
with a few exceptions which 
work only three days.

A move launched by the Drift 
Woman's Club to effect community 
beautification in line with the gen­
eral plan for keeping Kentucky 
beautiful resulted Tuesday in the 
first systematic garbage collection 
system ever introduced to three 
Left Beaver Creek communities and 
the opening of a central garbage 
dump. 

The garbage dump is of an ap­
proved type and is similar to that 
in wide use over the country. Waste 
accumulations are dumped into a 
trench excavated by bulldozer and 
when this is filled the coliected 
debris is covered over with earth, 
thus not only concealing_ the un­
sightly collection but also making 
it sanitary. 

The garbage dump and collection 
system will serve the communities 
of Drift, Hunter and McDowell. 

Hitherto, promiscuous dumping of 
garbage created roadside eyesores 
and constituted a health hazard. 

When the Woman's Club became 
interested in the project its leaders 
and members solicited the help and 
advice of county health department 
officials, county authorities and on 
one occasion had as a guest a san­
itary engineer from the State De­
partment of Health. The support of 
business leaders was solicited and 
gained. 

Then came the matter of acquir­
ing a site for the garbage dump. 
Finally, an acre of land near the 
Turner Elkhorn Mining Company 
tipple was leased for five years and 

' a systematic plan for garbage col-
lection was developed. 

The county contributed the use 
of a bulldozer which scooped out 
a trench 14 feet deep, 13 feet wide 

and 140 feet in length. The old 
dump, near the new one, is no lon;~­
er used, and its unsightliness is be­
ing removed. 

Tuesday morning, one man, own­
er of a ·truck but unemployed, went 
to work as garbage collector at 
Drift, McDowell and Hunter. His 
pay depends upon the cooperation 
of residents of the area. Monthly 
garbage collection fees are= for res­
idences, $1; for business firms, $3; 
for service stations, $5. 

Mrs. W. L. Reed is president of 
the Woman's Club, and Mrs. Ben 
Martin is chaitman of the club's 
garbage disposal committee of six 
women. Last week Mrs. Martin 
broadcast details of the tri-com­
mun!ty plan and called on all resi­
dents of the area to cooperate in 
the undertaking.

LOWER-PRICED BEEF CUTS 

Many lower-priced beef cuts, such 
as chuck and round, till'n out just 
as tasty and tender when broiled 
or roasted as when braised or pot­
roasted, according to Miss Frances 
Howland, county home demons1;ra­
ti n agent. 

In the past, dry-heat methods of 
cooking (broiling and roasting) 
were used only for tender beef cuts 
-those from the rib and loin sec­
tions of an animal. Moist-heat 
methods (braising, stewing, pot 
roasting') were thought necessary 
for good results with chuck and 
round. 

NOVEMBER IS THE TIME 
TO "WINTERIZE" PLANTS 

November is the month • when 
many . ornamental and flowering 
plants, unless protected, becaus·e of 
the alternating freezing and thaw­
ing during winter months. 

Chrysanthemums that are 18 to 
24 inches tall should have all the 
old, dead bloom stems cut about 6 
inches above 'the ground. Destroy 
these stalks as they may carry in­
sects and disease. Then, spread old 
fertilizer bags or some other kind 
of loose-woven burlap over the six­
inch stems; this gives protection 
and still permits air to circulate. 
Poultry droppings or fertilizer may 
be spread lightly over the burlap. 

The small, bunch-type mwns also 
should have the old blooms cut and 
removed. A light mulch of old straw 
or . hay should be worked in among 
the plants with just a little over 
the top. 

Hybrid tea roses. if left unpro­
tected, often kill to the ground. The 
roses will grow next year, but the 
plant will be a wild, non-descript 
rose. Soil, ground corn cobs or straw 
may be used to protect roses. 

Soil is very good for :protecting 
roses, but mulchihg soil must be 
brought in and this takes quite a 
bit of work. Do not pull up the soil 
from the roots to mulch arund the 
stems; this subjects the roots to 
winter injury, About lfl bushel of 
soil is needed for each rose. Pour 
the soil down over the plant, mak­
ing a mound about 10 to 12 inches 
high on the stems. 

If ground corn cobs are used, 
mound them up around each plant 
until they are 12 to 14 inches high. 
If the cobs are coarsely ground. a 
few leaves may be scattered over 
the mound of cobs. Old hay or straw 
can be placed around the plant un­
til the mulch is 12 inches high; us­
ually, wire netting or something to 
prevent the straw from blowing 
away will be needed. Leaves are 
not good for mulching roses as they 
become wet and freeze ag·ainst the 
stem of the plant, injuring the 
bark.

(Amyx), Jr., who died in Burkes­
ville, Ky., in 1832. Matthew was a 
Revolutionary War soldier and was 
wounded at the Battle of Guilford 
courthouse. 

We do not know when Peter 
Amyx came to early Floyd county 
and settled on White Oak Creek, 
a section later made a part of Mor­
gan. Members of his clan were mov­
ing about on the westward moving 
frontier and many of them went to 
Indiana and Kentucky regions. 

A surveyor by profession, he ran 
Jines around countless thousands of 
acres of Eastern Kentucky land for 
himself and others. He turned his 
surveying instrument in the direc­
tion of Cincinnati and between 
Floyd county and the young Queen 
City he became possessed of im­
mense tracts. His mountain barony 
of land was so huge that it could 
not be properly cared for and it fell 
apart under the incessant harrass­
ment of settlers. 

Came the years when Alexander 
Campbell and Barton Stone were 
preaching the need for the "restora­
tion" of the New Testament doc­
trine and one of his most outstand­
ing disciples, "Raccoon" John 
Smith invaded the outer fringe of 
the ~ountains to teach the doc­
trine. Peter Amyx became a con­
vert of Smith's and helped found 
the White Oak Christian Church. 

Peter Amyx never aspired to high 
office in the new county of Floyd 
for he was busy carving out a great 
mountain estate . He served as dep­
uty surveyor for years in Floyd 
county and was elected surveyor in 
1819, being formally sworn into of­
fice on August 17. He must have 
surrendered tile office of magistrate 
to take the position of surveyor for 
he had been inducted Into the mag­
isterial office, June 21, 1819. He wa 
more absorbed with running lines 
through the near-wllderness, than 
trying· petty judicial cases. 

Before Amyx became a Floyd 
county surveyor or magistrate he 
had served a year as constable for 
Madison district. Today, the office 
of constable is of little importance 
in law enforcement, but in the first 
few decades of the nineteenth cen­
tury, it was the main bulwark of 
law enforcement. 

Madison district was large, cov­
ering a large segment of the pres­
ent Morgan county. Morgan county 
was created in 1822 and Amyx was 
no longer a citizen of the county 
in which he probably surveyed a 

· greater acrea3'e than any other per­
son with the exception of John Gra­
ham who ran lines around most of 
the 100,000 acres granted to John 
Preston and thousands of other 
acres for himself and the land 
hungry settlers of Eastern Ken­
tucky. 

With the creati !.11 of Morgan 
county, Amyx contributed his ser­
vices in many capacities. He Jived 
through the anarchy of Civil War 
in the mountains and died in 1865, 
the year it ended. 

He was born in 1784, almost coin­
cidential with the birth of the na­
tion, and died when that nation had 
settled by force of arms the ques­
tion of whether it united or divided 
into sections. 

His sons and daughters were Mat­
thew, III, Joseph, Andrew, Ange­
line, Nan and Betsy or Elizabeth. 

He lies buried at White Oak on 
the estate he wrought from the wil­
derness.

I was reasonably well pleased with 
our game against Florida State un­
til I had a chance to study the 
movies closely. Of course I am still 
happy about the score, 23 to 0, but 
we will have to come up with more 
effort and sharper play execution 
to beat Vanderbilt. 

our running game looked better. 
It was good to see the boys main­
tain that first-quarter drive, mostly 
on the ground, and go on in with 
the ball. Far too often this year we 
have failed to sustain our attack. 

But after that drive our ground 
game sputtered. We made some 
good gains, but then a play or two 
would get stopped cold and mess 
up the· drive. This was particularly 
true in the second half, when our 
play generally was a bit sloppy. The 
first half was much better in most 
phases of the game. 
· I am especially disappointed that 
we weren't able to take the ball 
over in the third quarter.

We failed to make short yardage 
for a first down entirely too often.

KENTUCKY'S COMMISSIONER OF REVENUE 

Q. Are charitable institutions or 
educational institutions required to 
pay sales or use tax? ' 

A. These institutions in Kentucky 
are exempt from any form of use 
tax by Section 170 of the Kentucky 
Constitution. To prevent discrim­
ination against Kentucky merchants 
in favor of out-of-state merchants, 
these institutions have been made 
exempt from sales tax by recent 
regulation. 

Q. Should a charitable institution 
or an educational institution have 
a sales tax permit, 

A. If any institution sells tangi­
ble personal property to the gener­
al public, it needs a sales tax per­
mit. If it makes no sales to the 
general public, it needs no permit. 

Q. What type of sales by these 
institutions ·would be subject to the 
tax? 

A. Any sale made by these insti­
tutions to the general public is sub­
ject to sales tax. Examples would 
include sales made by cafeterias, 
snack bars, bookstores, etc., to the 
general public. If the s-ales of ad­
missions to athletic events, school 
plays. catnivals or other events are 
made at a stand or gate open to the

that gate or stand are taxable. 

Q. Does a charitable or educa­
tional institution need both a sales 
tax permit and a purchase exemp­
tion aubhorizati0n? 

A. If an institution. makes sales 
to the general pubhc, it needs both 
a sales tax permit for making sales 
and a purchase exemption authori­
zation to make tax free purchases. 
If it makes no sales to the general 
public, it needs only the purchase 
exemption authorization. 

Q. If an institution has a pur­
chase exemption authorization, what 
should it do about its sales tax 
permit? 

A. (1) If the institution makes 
sales to the public and its sale.s tax 
permit has been cancelled, the De­
partment of Revenue should be no­
tified to have the sales tax rein­
stated. 

(2) If the institution does not 
make sales to the general public and 
its permit has not been cancelled, 
the Department of Revenue should 
be notified to cancel the permit. 

Q. Must each individual school 
under a county or city school board 
file for separate purchase. exemp­
tion authorizations? 

A. All of the schools under one 
city or county school bot".rd may use 
the same purchase exemption auth­
orization. The same rule applies to 
schools in one dioscese or other 

1 classifications.

Writer Finds Reds 
Moved Into Guinea 

While United States officials vac­
illated, Soviet agents put themselves 
in virtual control of Guinea in West 
Africa says Charles Stevenson in 
a lengthy November Reader 's Di­
gest article. "How the Soviets Stole 
a March on Us in Africa." 

"Not until flve months after 
Guinea had declared its independ­
ence " reports Stevenson, "did our 
Stat~ Department get around to 
sending over one of its old China 
hands and a young assistant to open 
up an embassy." The wri_ter says a 
reques-t to the State Department !or 
side arms for Guinea police went 
unacknowledged. 

"While we vacillated," he writes, 
"the Kremlin eagerly leaped for­
ward ... Vlithin weeks Soviet-built 
airplanes piloted by Czechs were 
bringing in firearms, ammunition 
and police uniforms. En route, the 
planes laid out a new airline-to 
link not only Guinea but neighbor­
ing Ghana to the Soviets. Iron Cur­
tain and Red Chinese embassies 
were established. Trade pacts ex­
changing manufactured goods for 
Guinean bananas, pineapples and 
grapefruits were negotiated. 

"Today czech operators are key 
influences in the ministries of 
Economy and Plan and Finance. 
Czechs control and operate the air"­
ports. A Czceh military mission has 
been instructing the army. A key 
man in the Bureau of Mines is a 
Pole. At least 60 Chinese specialists 
have moved in on the country's 
agriculture.
