Hubert Davis, specialist in vege-
table production, also with the
University, were in Prestonsburg
Monday contacting leaders rela-
tive to the proposed plant.

McGill explained the proposal
at a meeting at the courthouse
| here Monday evening. The pro-
i cessor, Carl Abbott, Bedford, Ky.,
would install the plant for the
1962 crop of strawberries if the
acreage warrants it, McGill said.

He mnoted that the project was
up to the people of the area and
the plant can come to Prestons-
burg if this and nearby counties
will grow berries in sufficient
guantities. It was the concensus
of the farmers at Monday eve-
ning’s meeting that approximate-
ly 60 acres of strawberries could
be grown in Floyd county for the
1962 season,

A 60-mile radius of Prestons-
| burg would include all or part of
| the counties of Floyd, Pike, John-

son, Knott, Martin, Magoffin and
Iperhaps Breathitt. The counties,
with the exception of Floyd,
would presumably need to grow
only a total of 90 acres assuming
'that Floyd would produce 60
acres, it was pointed out.

The Bedford processor would
assume all costs of the plant here |
| and offer a daily market during |
| strawberry season.

The project has been referred |
| to the Industry committee of the |
Prestonsburg Comimunity Devel-
opment Council headed by Clif-
ford B. Latta. The two Extension
 specialists discussed the matter |

Trial of Woman Here
First of Five Cases
Docketed for Month

The jury in the murder ftrial of
Mrs., Cora Ratliff Slone, charged
with the slaying at Sugar Loaf, a
few miles from here, of her husband,
Allen Slone, was dismissed Tuesday
as hopelessly disagreed, and so a
second trial of the case may be held
at the January criminal court term,
The woman's trial is the first of
five murder cases docketed for
closing days of the November court
session. Other defendants and dates
set for their trials are: Bennie
Blackburn, Nov. 23: Ballard Flem-
ing, Nov, 25; Zean Warrix, Nov. 28
Croshy Francis, Nov. 29.

These comprise the heaviest mur-
der docket to be faced by the Floyd
circuit court .in several ‘years.
The Commonwealth in the trial
of Mrs. Slone emphasized the point
that her jealousy led to the slaying,
while the defense, represented by
the law firm of Tackett & Tackett,
contended she was under attack by °
her husband and that his slaying
was not contemplated.

WAS FORMER REPRESENTATIVE

The funeral of Henry
64, onetime writer for The Courier-
Journa] and a state representative |
four terms, was held at 2 P.M., Tués- |

day at OId Friendship Church on |
Greasy Creek in his native Johnson
county.
Burial was in the Pigz family
cemetery at Boon’s Camp.
Arrowood died Saturday at Vero |
Beaeh, Fla., where he had lived

since 1853, He had been in ill health

The story of this veteran news-
paperman’s life is a saga of success

degpite the physical handicaps that
dogged himi more than half his |
colurse.

In the 1920's, Arrowood was busi-
ness reporter for The Courier- |
Journal, working what then was |
called the Main Street beat. 1

He reported the main stream of

banking and business failures after
the stockmarket crash of 1929 and
ending in the far-reaching collapse
of Banco Kentucky and the Bank
of Kentucky.

In 1831 physiciansg advised hu‘n.

News, weekly newspaper, in 1934 and
it proved a finaneial success.

Health Depgriments
Warn of Diptheria;
Immunization Urged

The Floyd County Health De-
partment and the Kentucky De-
partment of Health voices con=
cern over the recent outbreak of
diphtheria in the state. While no
cases have been reported in this
county, health officials were
keeping their fingers crossed and
urging immunization.

“The situation is serious,” said
Sara C. Stice, Division of Health |
Education, 'Frankfort, in a letter |
to the local health authorities.
“Two people have already died
from diphtheria in Scott county
and the disease has now spread
beyond Scott. As you know, prop-
er immunization could have pre-
vented these cases.”

Earl Compton, sanitarian with
the Floyd County Health Depart-
ment, explained immunization
procedure this week,

*Immunization against diphth-
eria should begin at the age of |
two or three months,” he said.
“Diphtheria toxoid is usually
given to infants in combination |
with tetanus toxoid and whoo- |
ping cough wvaccine. This Te-|
quires three injections, one
month apart, for best protection.
Another injection three to 12|
months after this primary serle%|
Is recommended,

“It is only through proper im-
munization that we can be pro-|
tected from diphtheria,” Compton
added. “If anyone in your family
looks or acts sick, has fever or
complains of a sore throat, eall
a physician at once. If your ehild
has diphtheria, his life may de-
pend on your alertness and your

Jacob Eversole, the pioneer: and
Elizabeth married William Camp-
bell.

Following the death of Rhoda
Cornett and William’s remarriage
to Mary Everage, in 1796, they
came to Kentucky, settled near
Bull Creek, later Perry county,
Ky. Here they lived the rest of
their lives.

It seems that Mary Everage
was also twice married and that

William Cornett died, as the
Texan correspondent of Mr.
Ewell’s said, Nov. 26, 1836, and
his second wife, Mary Everage, |
survived until Jan, 28, 1852, Both
were buried in the Cornett ceme- |
tery near their old home. An in-
teresting story is told by his|
descendants as to why the old
Revolutionary soldier selected
this particular place to be buried. |
He had dreams of driving a wag- |
on under a giant sassafras tree on
the hill and was unable to get
the team to move from under it.

Traditionary accounts of the
first visit of William Cornett to
the Eastern Kentucky wilderness
are preserved in the Cornett
family. Cornett and Gideon Ison,
while residing in Virginia, heard
stories of the game-filled valleys
over the mountains in the new
state of Kentucky. They left for
Southeastern Kentucky in 1796.

Fear of Indian attack was not
completely gone by 1796 and the
pair, with their provisions and
equipment for a Ilong sojourn,
took precaution from possible at-
tack. Crossing Big Black Moun-
tain, they moved slowly down the
westward flowing wvalleys, and
after four davs of struggle over|
the rugged, almost trailless land,
came to the mouth of Beech Fork
of Big Leatherwood Creek.
Around their camp were acres of
level land, covered with giant
{rees and everywhere was the
sign of game,

What a place to live, they mus-
ed and talked. But there were
questions to be answered, practi-
cal auestions every pioneer asked.
Would the land grow crops, like
those in Virginia? How long was
| the growineg season? To test the
seasons in East Kentucky they cut
down a beech tree, planning to
return in June. Their theory was
that if the bark had bursted by
then from the effects of the
spring sunshine, it would be a
sure gsign that Virginia crops
would mature in Kentucky.

They returned the next vear to
make permanent homes, although
there is no traditionary account
of what happened to the beech
tree, William Cornett’s first son,
William Bustard Cornett, was
born in the new land the next
year,

BENGE FAMILY

the Benge family, particularly of
David Bange, Revolutionary War
soldier and early Kentucky set-
tler,

marle County, Virginia 1760, died

Unless vou have a fireproof safe in
your home, keeping valuable papers
in a safe deposit box may save

Most banks rent safe deposit hox-

needs: the cost usually depends on |
the size. The box can be opened
only during banking hours. How-
ever, the disadvantage and the ex-
pense of the box may be outweighed
by the safety it offers.

To open your safe deposit box, a
guard key kept by the bank and
vour key both must be used; since
you must identify yourself to a
bank employee before the box is
opened and no other Person can
open it but you. You can appoint
someone to open the box in your
absence, but you must come in with |
him first and introduce him to the |
bank official,

‘Keep in your safe deposit box
anything of value that cannot be |
replaced. You may also want to in- |
clude items that would be difficult
or expensive to replace.

Among the papers you may want
to store there are: wills, stock cer-
tificates and bonds: insurance poli-
cies; property deeds; titles; bills of
sale: leases or mortgages or real
property; copies of birth certifi-/
cates; naturalization papers; mar-
riage, adoption or divorce papers,
ete.

Have at least two lists of the
items stored in your safe deposit
box. Keep one list in the box and |
the other handy at home.

Comfort beging with a bed that
has a good frame, The steel side
pieces of the frame should overlap
5 to 7 inches. The kind of
casters you select will depend on
whether the bed will be placed on
a rug or on a wooden floor. Casters
with brakes are available.

Choosing the right sprinzgs and
mattregs is important. Consider the
two together, because the springs
and mattress should be built for
| each other for comfort and long
wear. Remember that each sleeper
needs 39 inches width for maximum
sleeping comfort. And choose the
type of mattress—soft, medium or
hard—preferred by the person who
will be sleeping on it [

Hundreds of springs, well-secured |
and well-padded, are the major
features to look for when shopping
for springs and mattress, Also check
the handles on the mattress, the
ventilators and firmness of the edge.
Note how the side wall is held in
position; poorly-built side walls may
give way quickly.

When buying sheets, choose either
a fitted sheet or one long enough
to stay tucked in. Good quality per-
cale sheets last longer than medium
quality muslin. You have a wide
choice of fibers for blankets; several
light-weight ones give more warmth
and are more comfortable than one
| heavy blanket.

Don't forget to read labels and
know just what you're getfing when
you shop for any kind of bedding.
