MAGOFFIN JOB 

Holbrook Family Hold 
On County Is Broken 
By 82-Vote Majority 

The tight hold of the Holbrook 
family on Magoffin county poli­
tics was broken in last week's 
election when Ben Patrick, Re­
publican, defeated the Democra­
tic candidate, Roy Holbrook, son 
of the late Magoffin political 
leader, Kash Holbrook. Patrick 
won by 82 votes in the race for 
sheriff. 

The defeated candidate for the 
unexpired one-year term of Dona 
Arnett, who was killed several 
months ago, is a brother of Coun­
ty Judge Ray Holbrook and a 
nephew of Mrs. Grace Henry, 
whom County Judge Holbroo~ 
appointed · as interim sheriff. 

The Magoffin election was, as 
are most elections there, a hot 
affair and it ·developed some un­
usual voting patterns. The situa­
tion which developed there was 
d·escribed by Fred Luigart, Cour­
ier-Journal writer, in this way: 

Democratic paJrty factional 
fight for control of state patron­
age in Magoffin county is credit­
ed for some of the unusual voting 
patterns revealed by the vote 
count. 

Early returns from the first 
few precincts tabula.ted after 
Tuesday's election showed the 
proposal to call a limited consti­
tutional convention passing at the 
ratio of 18 to 1. 

And the total vote on this issue 
was greater than that cast for 
president of the United States in 
some.

J~>J acs was considerably dis­
turbed Wednesday night about 
the way the vote was going. He 
threatened to call in the Federal 
Bureau of Investigation, since it 
was a federal election. 

He said a ballot he had not 
cast had turned up during the 
counting with his name on the 
stub. The ballot showed that 
Isaacs, a Democrat, had crossed 
over to vote for several Republi­
cans. 

Isaacs said the stub had been 
removed from the ballot he voted 
at the polls, an infraction of elec­
tion law which he called to the 
attention of precinct officers. He 
sajd stubs are not supposed to be 
removed until after a voter marks 
his ballot. 

ThE' vote count attracted more 
than normal attention here Tues­
day night when :Magoffin county's 
first three precincts reported 
huge pluralities for the constitu­
tional convention. These three 
precincts reported 1,331 "yes" 
votes but only 73 "no" votes. 

This reporter observed the 
tabulation of Tuesday's election 
Wednesday night and Thursday. 

When we arrived at the new 
$500,000 , Magoffin county court-~ 
house Wednesday night we found 
the Constitution and bond issues 
bouncing along to huge victories. 

Magoffin countians, so the offi­
cial tabulation showed, were more 
interested in these two questions 
than they were in all other races. 

Salyersville Precinct No. 1 
gave the constitutional proposal 
a combined vote of 537-521 for, 
16 against.

Education of the problem drinker 
is one of the chief concerns of the 
Kentucky Commission on Alcoho­
lism and in this week, the Yale study 
Center of Alcoholic Studies, through 
a massive research program, has 
developed a small leaflet, "The Pro­
file of a Problem Drinker", now 
widely recognized as among the 
most helpful of all available liter­
ature in a-iding indiYiduals who sus­
pect but usually do not admit they 
have t!'lis problem. 

The "Profile" traces progress of 
symptoms from pre-alcoholic state 
to early stages and later stages of 
alcoholism. The Kentucky Commis­
sion has re-published thie leaflet 
and it is !\Vailable on request. More 
than 2,0()(} copies already have been 
distributed in Kentucky. 

Many of these copies have gone to 
individuals, on request: some to 
families or friends of problem drink-

ers and alcoholics, and a number to 
industrial organizations. 

Using a large chart depicting the 
"Profile", representatives of the 
commission, graduates of the Yale 
Summer School of AlcoJ:wlic Studies, 
have explained the symptoms of de­
veloping alcoholism to a large num­
ber of groups, aggregating 3,5()() per­
sons in Kentucky. 

Some immediate results have been 
obtained in arresting developing 
alcoholism and it is believed many 
other mdiYiduals have been bene­
fitted, though often it is not pos­
sible to offer visual evidence. 

The "Profile" is, in the opinion of 
the members of the Kentucky Com­
mission, the most valuable tool yet 
developed and it will be continuous­
ly used and this phase of the work 
expanded as the problem of alco­
holism. becomes more widely under­
stood.

If there is a blind person among 
your acquaintances, you may be 
able to do him a big favor by pass­
ing tlle following information along 
to him. 

A survey just completed indicates 
that five of six blind persons in 
Ken tucky are not taking advantage 
of an opportunity to borrow "talk­
ing books''-long-play recordings of 
the reading aloud of all kinds of 
books, of which about 10,000 differ­
ent titles have been put n records. 
It is believed ihat approximately 5,-
000 blind Kentuckians are not using 
the service simply because they do 
not know that it exists and that it 
is free of rental charges and also 
free of postal charges on delivery of 
the recordings to the blind borrow­
ers and their later return to the 
lending agency. 

"Talkmg books can bring a stim­
ulating new interest into the life 
of a blind person, offering enjoy­
ment, enlig·htenment and almost 
unlimited opportunities for self­
improvement, according to reports 
from the blind who have used the 
free service," Gov. Bert Combs said 
in launching a movement to ac­
quaint more blind persons with the 
program. "Even \\·ithout such testi­
mony," he added, "I think most of 
us can imagine what a blessing it 
would be to anyone who has lost his 
sight thus to regain acceSS' to the 
world of books." 

Besides suggesting that those who 
read about the talking books' relay 
the informrtion to prospective bor­
rowers, Gov. Combs directed the 
State Library Extension Division to 
send the rules for applying for the 
service to all public libraries in the 
state . Thus anyone wishing to assist 
a. blind per~on in qualifying can ob­
tain the necessary information at 
the nearest public library. 

An applicant for talking-book ser­
vice must supply a physician's cer­
tificate of blindness·. For this pur­
pcse, one is considered blind if the 
sight in his better eye, with glasseS', 
is not better than 20 per cent of 
normal vision. 

In order to borrow talking books. 
a blind person must have a talking­
book machine, a special kind of rec­
ord-player. The machines may be 
borrov:ed for an indefinite period 
by blind persons, at no cost. Appli­
cations for talking-book machines 
should be sent to Kentucky Indus­
tries for the Blind, 2005 Frankfort 
Avenue, Louisville. Kentucky has 
been getting 200 to 250 machines a 
year from the federal government. 
Formerly there was a waiting list, 
involving consiiterable delay, but at 
present applications are being fill­
ed promptly. 

A talking book consists of a box 
and a number of 12-inoh, long­
play records-the number of records 
depending upon the length of the 
book. The box is used for s'ending· 
the records through the mail. It 
has a holder containing a card wi(,h 
the bon·m..,er's name Hnd address 
on one side and on the other side 
the name and address of the lend-
ing agency. When a borrower is 
ready to return a talking book, he 
Withdraws the card, turns it over, 
and puts it back into the holder. 

Braille-printed books also may be 
borrowed from the Cincinnati Pub­
lic Library, but of course they are 
useful only to blind persons who 
have had training in reading braille, 
whereas· the talking books can be 
"read" by anyone who can hear. A 
br!lille book may be kept for 30 days, 
and one 30-day renewal is granted 
upon request.

Even the two candi­
dates for sheriff, Roy Holbrook, 
the Democrat, and Ben Patrick, 
the Republican, were running 
second to the constitutional issue. 

Buck Patrick, Salyersville, was 
keeping the tally sheet. He told

' getting the figures for the Con-
stitution." Mrs. Henry, a member 
of the Election Commission, was 
also in the dark. 

"I don't watch them count." she 
said. She kept some distance from 
the counting table. 

B. F. Holbrook, second member 
of the commission, couldn't ex­
plain how the Constitution issue 
was faring so well. 

"I haven't got any comment on 
that thing." he said. 

Republican Dennie Hensley, the 
third membeer of the commission, 
didn't know who was counting 
and tabulating the Constitution 
vote. 

On November 28, the Departmen 
tof Revenue, with the cooperation 
of the Department of Public Safety, 
will begin a state-wide truck tax 
.enforcement program. These ques­
tions and answers might help to 
explain the program and the way 
it will operate. 

Q. What is an enforcement pro­
gram? 

A. It is a program organized to 
insure that all the revenue due the 
state from a par ticular tax is col­
lected. 

Q. How will this truck tax pro­
gram operate? 

A. Twelve teams have been or­
ganized from the Department of 
Revenue field staff and equipped 
with portable truck weight scales. 
The teams will operate within the 
state varying their positions. It is 
planned that trucks in all counties 
will be checked for possible viola. 
tions. 

Q. What type of violation will 
these teams be looking for? 

A. The program will include the 
enforcement of (1) truck registra­
tion tax, both basic and gross 
weight, and (2) Kentucky MotQr 
Fuels Use Tax. 

Q. What will happen to viola1;ors 
of these la\\rs? 

A. If a truck is found in viola­
tion of the registration tax laws, 
the driver will be caused to appear 
before a local court and subject 
to further appearance if the truck 
is later moved without obtaining 
proper licenses or decreasing the 
load to within the vehicle's present 
registration. The department also 
will adopt a policy applicable to aU 
truckers. both resident and nonresi­
dent, whereby any trucker believed 
guilty of vioiating the mtoor fuels 
use tax law will be cited to appear 
before a local court in adidtion to 
being required to qualify and obtain 
the proper, motor fuels use tax li­
cense or a $10 trip permit. 

Q. How long will the program 
last? 

A. That depends upon the extent 
of the violations. The department 
intends to operate the twelve teams 
indefinitely throughout the state.
