Some 23[]0 intelligent and at-
traetive feen-agers from 50 na-
tions thig year are spending ap-
proximately ‘ten months in U. S.
homes, attending U, S. schools,
and forming lifelong impressions
of the ‘“real” America in one of
the most remarkable educational
experiments ever launched.

Sumnilarly, about 1300 American
teen-agers are living in homes
abroad-—learning new languages,
gaining a new comprehension of
international problems. J. D
Rateliff deseribes the success of
the program in a January Read-
er’'s Digest article, “Let’s Trade
Teen-Age Citizens.” '

Of Holiday Food Care

health oficer, “homemakers need
to take special care of holiday foodg
and left-overs. Christmas stomach
a.r:l_nes_a.re often caused by food
poisoning as well as by overeating.”

Observing a few simple rules of
1f00d safety can prevent ‘spoiling
noliday fun. Prompt refrigération of
all perishables is the best safe-
gtmrd‘ Fowl, meats and all other
fresh foods should be put in the
refrigerator immediately after pur-
chasing. Left-overs also should be
refrigerated as soon as a meal is
finished. And it is wise to check
the‘ temperature confrel on vour
refrigerator. The recommended t:om-
perature for food storage is 45° B
or below, :

When storing left-over turkey or|
other fowl, remove all dreb:Sina'
from the bird and wrap each sep‘:
arate}y, Both the turkey and the
dressing will chill faster and keep
longer when this is done. If left-
overs are frozem, they should be
used within four te six weeks.

ta,l?cls, cream or custard-filled pies. |

Annual Income Promptly

| Approximately 20,765 disabled vet-
| erans and dependents of some 13,-
| 093 deceased veterans in Kentueky
| who receive monthly pension pay-
ments, ‘are being reminded hy the
Veterans Administration tc report
| their annual income promptly and
| avoid the risk of having their pay-
''ments stopped.
| Qlney B. Owen, manager, Veter-
ans Administration regional of-
| fice, Louisville, said that VA is now
' mailing to all pension recipients a
| tabulating ecard upon which @ the
{income of a single individual ex-
| ceeds” $1.400, or $2,700 if the re-
[ cipient has dependents.

Under tne new law, Owen point-
| ed out, pensions will cease if the
| income of a single individual ex-
| ceeds $1,800, or $3,000 if the recip-
| ient has dependents. The amount
| of pension may be reduced if the
[ recipient’s 'annual income rises
{from one of the lower income
| brackets—$600 and $1,200 for a
[ single veteran or widow ‘without
| dependent, and $1,000 and $2,000
| for a veteran. or widow with de-
| pendents,
| Dependent parents who receive
| dependency and indemnity compen-
| sation alse receive income question-
| naires and their payments are sim-
ilarly regulated by the amount of
| their income, Owen added. Regula-
| tions require payment to be stopped
if the income report is not returned
to the VA within 30 days.

No income questionnaire is sent
to veterams or widows who &are re-
i ceiving service-connected benefits,
