JURY URGES 
E FO CEMEN 
Recommendations Made 
On Lower Court Cases 
By Grand Jury Report 
The Floyd circuit court's grand 

jury upon adjournment here last 
week 'filed final report which called 
for more careful handling of low­
er court cases, especially those in 
which defendants are accused of 
bootlegging. ' 

The jury, which usea only seven 
of the nine days allotted it by Cir­
cuit Judge Edward P. Hill, said at 
the outset of its report; 

"It seems to be the general pub­
lic opinion that en. es coming be­
fore the county court are ilandled 
in too loose a manner, especially 
pertaining to 'possession of alco­
holic beverages for purpose of sale,' 
and it is the recommendation of 
this grand jury that future arrest­
ing officers keep a record of ar­
rests and report same to ~'1e follow­
ing grand jury for consideration." 

The report, which was signed by 
J. M. Parsley, foreman, also recom­
mended that "future convictions 
for bootlegging be published in the 
Floyd County Times, giving names 
:>.nd number of previous convic­
tions." 

The gtand jury examined county 
court records dw·ing its session, th 
report said, and as a consequence 
arrived at the conclusion that. "sev_ 
era! cases haYe been lost by the 
County Attorney because the Sher­
iff \ms unable to procure a jury of 
good citizens." The report comment­
ed: ''Everyone wants a good coun­
ty court but hesitates or refuses to 
perform theh· obligation of jury 
duty."

Clark's article, were not legal not 
only because they violated the 
statutes g·overning the appointment 
of all public school employees, but 
were in conflict with the case of 
Reed vs. Greene, 243 S.W. 2d 892, 
decided November 16, 1951, in which 
the Court of Appeals held that the 
recommendation of the Superinten­
dent is a condition prel::edent to 
the right of the Board to employ 
janitors, bus drivers and mechanics, 
as well as all other public school 
employees. 

The records of the Board of Ed­
ucation show that I was employed 
as attorney for the Floyd County 
School System for the school year 
beginning July 1, 1960, and ending 
June 30 1961. However it should 
be reme~bered that both Mr. How­
ard and Mr. Hall voted against my 
appointment as such attorney. They 
voted the same way when I was 
recomnended for the same position 
beginning July 1, 1959, and ending 
June 30, 1960. It is very clear that 
the filing of the suit of which they 
complain did not authorize the 
Board of Education to interfere with 
the performance by me of the dut­
ies as attorney for the Floyd Coun­
ty School System, especially in view 
of the fact that the Floyd Circuit 

_ Court, on Jar..uary 4, 1961, at a 
hearing held in open court, when 
all parties hadr the right to intro­
duce any evidence that they desir­
ed to offer, decided that the selec­
tion of the three men by the Floyd 
County Board of Education, rl!ferred 
to in the article of the County Sup­
erintenqent, were void because they 
were aftempted to be selected ith­
out the prior reco endo.tion of 
the County Superintendent. 

It was my duty, as the attorney 
of the School System, to so advise 
the C o u n t y Superintendent of 
Schools. It was also my duty to 
bring the ouit against Mr. Howard, 
Mr. Hall and Mr. Cooley, in order 
that the power of the Superinten­
dent, as given to him by Kentuc).l:y 
Revised Statutes, could not be cir­
cumvented. It was my duty to do 
this as an attorney for the Floyd 
County School System, and I owe 
no apology to the three members 
of the board who undertook to re­
lieve me of my duties as attorney 
for the Floyd County School System. 

For the information of The 
Times, I have ignored this resolu­
tion, attempted to be adopted on 
January 4, 1961, as void and of no 
force or effect. I will continue to 
perfotm the duties, which I have 
performed for the Floyd County 
School System for over ten years 
until this controversy is determined 
by- the courts.

KEA Asks Recognition 
Of Quality Teaching ; 
J. M. Dodson Comments 

Louisville, Ky., Jan. 9 (Spl.)-The 
Kentucky Education Association has 
called upon teachers of the state 
to recognize and accept the idea 
that "quality teaching" is their 
"main responsibility." In an edi­
torial m the official journal of the 
26,000-member organization, releas­
ed today, teachers were asked to 
"re-evaluate" their work and to 
"re-dedicate" themselves to contin­
uous efforts to provide better train­
ing for the boys and girls in their 
classrooms. , 

Commenting on the editorial, J . 
M. Dodson, KEA Executive secre­
tary, pointed out, "this is really 
what is back of our efforts to se­
cure better physical facilities, more 
instructional supplies, and better­
trained and better-paid teachers. 
Better instruction is the over -rid­
ing desire of professionally minded 
educators, just as it is of sincerely 
concerned parents." 

"This editorial," Dodson continu­
ed, ''is not just the idea of one man. 
It represents a viewpoint we find 
actu:~lly in existence in almost 
every section of the state. This is 
merely a reminder both to teachers 
and to parents of our main re­
sponsibility to the children of Ken-
tucky." 1 

In another editorial in the same 
publication, Dodson rem!nde<i teach­
ers that they have a further re­
sponsibility to improve education 
in the state through the promotion 
of good legislation. He listed the 
seven major actions to be asked 
of the 1962 Legislature. 

The first point in the KEA's leg­
l!slative program involves keeping 
the sales tax in its preS'ent form, 
with no exemptions. In addition, 
the teachers' organization will con­
tinue to work toward the national 
average in salaries for qualified de­
gree teachers; fot• federal support 
for school construction and teach­
ers' salaries; for more state aid for 
school · construction, instructional 
materials, and the colleges, and for 
improvements in the state teacher 
retirement, system. 

However, Dodson noted that the 
achievement of these legiSlative 
goals can result only from "such a 
ground-swell of public supoprt for 
these actions that no legislature 
could fail to hew it."

touch ? Fabric that is cold to the 
touch can be very uncomfortable on 
cold days. 

Make the fingernail test; <l.oes 
the fabric have loose yarns or stubs 
that catch and snag when you run 
your fingernails over it? I s it a pile 
fabric, how dense is the pile? Does 
it look as if it had a lot of yarn 
in it? If it is a flat fabric, is it 
tightly woven and st1.1rdy-looking?

THE "HORSEHAIR SNAKES" 
When I was a boy, an old man 

told me to pluck a iong hair out 
of a h crse's tail and put it in a 
watering trough, then go back in 
ten days, and there I'd see a slen­
der, writhing snake. When I did 
this, and no snake materialized, I 
protested what h e h ad said. Then 
he t old me to get another hair and 
tie it in knots, and it sure would 
turn into a snake. I did this. and 
within about ten days I looked in 
the watering trough and there was 
indeed a siender, writhing hair­
snake. I thought for sure it :Qad 
come from the horse's h air. Years 
la ter, I learned that this was an 
old superstition, and that horse­
hair snake are not true snakes but 
;·lender worms, called hairworms, 
and that they have a most inter­
esting life history. I also collected 
a startling superstition about these 
so-called horseh air snakes. That is, 
they get in cabbage heads and poi­
son them. Some of you may recall 
the cabbage head scare of some sev­
era l ye:~rs back. I t fu·st started 
when a woman found one of these 
writhing hairworms in a head of 
cabbag·e. After that, everybody be­
gan lookin 'l; frantically in their 
cabbage heads for a glimpse of one 
of these poisonous (?) monsters, 
and most· all the people got afraid 
to eat their own cabbage. Millions 
of dollars worth of cabbage rotted 
in the patch that year. 

These slender worms belong to 
the ge~~tus , Gordius, !rom Gordian 
knot, because they are often found 
kinked in coils, or knots. The larvae 
of these worms become parasites in 
the bodies of insects such as grass­
hoppers, beetles and crickets. When 
birds eat these insects, the larvae 
pass out and develop into the slen­
der hair snakes, whicl1 are often 
found in still water.
