The United States government
has named an island off the Ant-
arctic coast for theson of a Pike-
ville woman, The frozen antiarctic
sea bit of terra firma near Wilkes
iSta.tion is officially designated Gil-
ibert Dewart Island.

Elizabeth Mayo Sowards, now Mrs,
Gilbert ¥, Dewart, Cloverdale, Cal-
ifernia, and a nephew of Mrs. Ruth
Sowards, Prestonsburg. He was
henored with the name for his work
as ‘& seismologist and explorer in
1986-57 of Antarctica. He is the
only Americon aftached to the
Wifth Soviet Antarctic Expedition
gurrently seeking scientific infor-
mation at Mirny, a Russian polar
base.

Pewart, taking part in a scien-
fific exchange program with the
RMissians in commemoration of In-
ternational Geophysical Year) 'is
studying seismology and gravity
for the National Science Founda-
tion administered this year by the
California Institute of Technology,
of Pasadena.

This is his second trip to Ant-
arctica, His first, four years ago,
earned him a scientific reputation
and recognition as a man well-
fitted for polar exploration. When
