and Atlanta met here last Thurs­
de.y morning with Floyd .officials 
to do preliminary pt~nning for the 
food stamp ;program which will be 
introduced in Floyd, one of seven 
pilot counties designated in the 
United Stat.Els to try out the relief 
system urged by President Ken­
nedy. 

Recognizing difficulties to be en­
coun tercd in making the change­
ever from direct food relief to the 
stamp system, as did county of­
ficials, the USDA representatives 
agreed that success of the new 
program will depend heavily upon 
the coopenation of the public and 
of retailei·s of foodstuffs. 

' The meeting int.tia ted the weeks 
of intensi.ve prepanation necessary 
for the transition from one means 
of supplying relief commodities to 
th~ ather. It is hoped tha;t the 
stamp plan will be put Into effect 
by mid-June, it was sa.l.d. 

Roughly, the plan is this: 
1. In lieu of .commodity food­

stuffs for distribution, stamps will 
be sent to the county relief of~ 
fice, and ,t..J-tese stamps will be dis­
tributed to relief clients on the 
basis of need. The county will be 
in the role of banker, maintaining 
a bookkeeping system which will 
not only show the value of stamps 
issued to e2.ch a·ecipient but also 
daily balances of stamps and cash 
on hand. 

nvolveA ·in t ma; ter ot rec-
ords will be recei'pts of cash from 
some applicants who will 1:1 re­
quired to pay ·for stamps in an 
amount commensurate with what 
they have been spending in cash 
for foodstuffs not covered by the 
commodities issued them. 

2. The county relief offi::e will 
be charged with the responsibility 
of calculating the value of stamps 
needed to-supply •a family. The il"e­
lief client up on receiving 'his.

A representative in the legis­
lature is one of a group of one 
hundred who make Kentucky's 
laws. One representative cannot 
do the job- alone. She must vote 
for those bills which are in the 
best interest of the people she 
represents. She must convince a 
majority of the others that the 
laws she proposes would be good 
for the whole state. Therefore, I 
cannot promise for certain that I 
can pass any particular law. I can 
only tell you wha.t I stand for 
and what I will work for when 
I am elected. 

I have been concerned for some 
time .with the problem of those 
who ask for old aged assista.Q.ce, 
but are told that the earnings of 
theit children must be considered 
in deciding whether the old aged 
person should have state aid. In most cases these children have their 
OWll financial problems-children of their ·own, mortgage payments, 
medical payments, and other pressing living costs. When I am 
elected, I hope to remedy this bad defect in the law. I look forward 
to our needy old aged receiving aid from the state so that they can 
live decently and not in a state of near poverty. 

Another problem in our area which demands our attention1is that 
of the weekly payday. Our coal miners are debt-ridden because the 
law allows a two-week payday. If the law required a ·payday every 
week, those who are fortunate enough to be Jmployed could operate 
on a cash basis with merchants, and still have money in their 
pockets. 

I hope you who are interested in looking to the solution of the 
many problems we face here in the coal minin~ area will watch this 
columi'l.

FAMILY CAR 
IMPACT HITS 
Floyd County; Figures 
Show 81 Cars To Family, 
Doubling '54 Statistics 

(Special to The Times) , 
New York, March 13-The fam­

ily car is having a growing impact 
on the FloYd county economy. 

With each passing year, as the 
number of cars in local use in­
oreas!"S, more money is spent for 
theil· purchase and maintenance, 
more people are employed in ser­
vicing them and fur.ther problems 
are 'created as roads get over­
crowded and parkin~ bilcomes more 
difficult. 

Locally, all but a small propor­
tion of families are automobile 
owners today, according to a na­
tionwide study of car 1 ownership 
in relation to popula.tion. 

The figures $ow that, in Floyd 
county, there were 81 passenger 
cars in usc per 100 households as 
of the early par.t of last year. 

In 1954 there were only 46 cars 
per 1QO households. 

The findings are from a con­
sumer markets study, covering the 
entire country, released by the 
Standard Rate and Data Service. 

The rise in family car ownerShip 
is attributed to the fact t hat the 
automobile l~as .become an indis­
pensable part of modern living. 

Also contributing to the growth 
In car ownership has b~n th.e 
rise in family income over t11e 
yea:rs. 

The net result, in Floyd COUJ\ty, 
has been a gain of 31.4 per celllt in 
passenger car reg-istrations between 
1954, whe:1 a previous survey was 
madE!, and 1960. The number of 
cars went from 5,600 to 7,360. 

The mileage per car is just about 
under 10,000 a year. With the num­
ber of curs in Floyd county, local 
drivers are doing an estimated 74 
million miles a year, on that basis.

The New Frontier program may 
be considered as consisting of two 
plans. The first is a. long-term plan 
':lased on the depressed areas bill. 
This l,s designed fLo improve the 
economy of certain areas SUJCh as 
Eastern Kentucky by developing 
transpo11tati.on, l!Oil and wg,t;e<r con­
servation and educational facilities 
to a point where ou.r economy may 
become more diversified by the 
esta.blishment of new industries. 

The second phase is more im­
m-ediate. The 19'58 depression which 
resulted in an unemployment fig­
vre of more than 411! million ap­
peared" to have .ended in 1959, but 
unemployment ·refused to drop be­
low .the three million mark. The 
effect of this wide-spre.'l.d unem­
ployment began to show in -early 
1960 when business began a gradual 
decline. Early ill. 1961 the unem­
ployment figure crossed the five 
million mark and is now approach­
ing six million. It has become nec­
essary to take action for immediate 
relief of this condition. The House 
has pp.ssed bills providing for ex­
. tended unemploymejlt insurance 
and .the establishment of state 
programs for aid to the children 
of unemployed workers on the 
same basis as is now provided for 
the children of deceased and dis­
abled workers. This · program for 
dependent children will be jointly 
financed by the states and Federal 
government w it h the Federal 
approprhtions providing approxi­
mately 75% of the cost in the state 
of Kentucky. It is estimated that 
19 ooo children of unemployed par­
en'ts in Kentucky will be eligible 
for this program. 

I have introduced a bill to e~tab­
lish a Youth Conservation Corps 
based on the experience of our ceo 
Camps in the mid-30's. This bill 
is receiving enthusiastic support 
and there appears to be an ex­
cellent ch:mce for the passage of 
some type of legislation based on 
my own bill and .that of Senator 
Humphrey that will not only be a 
great step for the unemployed 
youngsters but will also provide a 
program of lasting benefits for OUl' 

forests and parks in Eastern Ken­
tucky.

Spprts Afield 
By TED KESTING 

It has often been said that to 
be a successful angler one must 
have great prutience. This state­
ment is flatly contradicted by Ja­
son Lucas, Angling Editor of Sports 
Afield Magazine. He says that a 
man should be impatient. Here's 
why. 

An angler who spends holll' up­
on hour fishing, perhaps without 
even a strike, does so because he 
enjoys being out there-it's prob­
able, whether he realizes it or not, 
a love of nature that keeps him 
out. All of wl1ich isn't denying, of 
course, tha;t he'll enjoy it all the 
more if he's getting a reasonable 
number of fish. 

There is a saying among guides 
all over the country .that, granting 
anywhere nearly equal skill, the 
man who stays out six hours will 
catch twice as many bass as one 
who stays out only •three hours. 
In ~act probably in the long run 
tJ:ie six-hcur man will get four or 
five times as many as the three­
hour man. Why? Because often 
even ,the best angler, guide or ama­
teur, will spend perhaps two or 
three hours catching his first bass 
of the day. That is, discovering in 
what sort of spots they're hitting 
that day. what lure and such 
things. Having found out the 
answers, he may pick up his limit 
of very nice bass in less than half 
:m hour-and then keep on catch­
ing· and releasing them, for sport. 

It's in all this that his being im­
patient comes in so usefuL He 
won't spend perhaps hours fish­
ing fruitlessly where there are no 
fish, or at least no feeding fish, 
and he's unlikely to stick to one 
or two methods that are doing no 
good at the time; he'll try many 
methods. 

Which means that for best re­
sults his impatience must be mix­
ed with a strong bump of curiosity, 
a love of experi~ntation - and 
any one who hasn't got that ean 
develop it easily if he tries. For 
he must h'l.ve it if he's to be suc­
cessful co!1Sist2nt1y, not merely 
when the fish happen to want one 
of the two or three methods he's 
been using. 

Wh:l!t about the f2.ct that, nearly 
everywhere, t!1ere are times ,,·hen 
bass seem to feed little or not a,t 
all, when even the best angler can 
do no good? 

That, re:Jlly, is one of the main 
reasons why the good bass fisher­
men will stay out so long. Unless 
the fishing is exceptionally poor 
at the pl:-tce, at least some fish are 
sure to feed sometime during the 
day. By staying out long enough. 
you're sure to be there when that 
happens, so you'll catch some if 
you're working things all 1·ight.
