COAL DECLINE

Operators Group Says
Tonnage off In Field;
Several Work Full Time

Coal production in the field rep-
resented hy the Big Sandy-Elkhorn
Coal Operators Association is now
approximately 18 percent under
last year. The decline reached the
nearly one-fifth mark loss April 8.

The latest report of the Associa-
tion, for the week ending April 29
ghows only a gain of less than one
percent. The exact loss in 50-ton
cars is 14,148 compared with the
same period last yeor.

The tonnage drop is reflected in
the average days worked in the
week ending April 29. Last year for
the correspanding week the Assoc-
iation operators worked an aver-
age of 4.17 days. This year it drop-
ped to 2.88 days.

This decline in tonnage has ac-
tually been under way since Jan-
uary, and to a lesser extent, since
last year. With the exception of two
mines of Princess Elkhorn Coal
Company, Guaranty Mines, Island
Creek Coal Compeany, Turner EIk-
horn, and Regal Elkhorn Coal
Company no mines have operated
the full five-day week and these
only intermittently so for several
weeks, Some have limped along
with only one and two days work
ench week.

The April 29 report notes that
truck mine operators are still hold.
ing their own, even increasing pro-
duction to some extent.

Coal production is off 18.8 per-
cent nationally in the bituminous
and lignite fields, the Association
says. Production nation-wide last
yvear %o April 29 was 119,591,000
tons. This year for the same per-
iod it was only 97,107,000 tons.

The purpose of Senate Bill 86 was to include certain utilities within the
jurisdiction of the Public Service Commission. T he significant change from the former law was
that water districts established by county courts which also operated gas facilities would be
included. Under normal circamstances this would have included the above named cemmun-
ities. However, the system which is composed of these communities is in receivership and the
fixing of rates and tarriffs is exclusively within the jurisdiction of the United States Federal
District Courts. This means that any rate increase or decrease would of necessity have to be
approved by the Federal Court, and Senate Bill 86 did not in any way affect the establishment
of rates for Allen, Bosco, Garrett, Lackey, Estill or Wayland. I, like most of the people of Fleyd
county, sympathize with the consumers of these communities for the very high rates which
they are reguired to pay, but I do not believe that the misfortune of these people should be
misrepresented in an attempt to attract votes. .

| Molds belong to that large fam=
|ily of plants called Fungi. This
| family includes the bacteri:,
| yeasts, mildéws, blights, rusts,
| smuts and mushrooms. None ©of
| these plants produce green chlor-
|ophy11_. so they live as parasites
ypon decaying maiter of many
kinds, :

microscopie spores, which fill the
air and find lodging on many
kinds of goods, on leather, cloth

The growth of molds often ap-
pears as @ greenish coating on the
substanceé on which
lodging. Sometimes these growths
look powdery or cottony. Most
molds live in the soil, in which
they feed upon decaying plant
and animal matter. They are of
great value in helping to build
the fertility of the soil, as they
, break down dead plant and ani-
| mal tissues and add these to the
soil.

ing place for molds, and a whole
colony can spon grow from one
spore fastening on the bread. The
plants send down microscopic
roots, which take nourishment

from the bread. Soon tiny spore
cases begin to lift up; these are
called sporangia, and when they
mature and rupture, they fill the
air with millions of spores.
Molds are of great value to man
in the process of making and
ripening cheese. The famous Ro-
quefort cheese, which is produced

| These molds are made from pow-

dered bread molds an mixed with
the curd.

Perhaps the most important
medical discovery of recent times
was made by Dr. Alexander

| was growing a culture of bacteria
on a slide, which accidentally got
contaminated with a spot of blu-
ish looking mold. When he ob-
served the culture closely, he
noticed that this mold had des-
troyed all the bacteria around it.
He was quick to see the great pos-
sibilities of this discovery, and
from the mold known as Pene-
cillium Notatum, he developed
the antibiotic drug, penecillin, so
widely used today in treating in-
fectious diseases. Since then, oth-
er types of molds have produced
other drugs of great wvalue in
treating diseases.

Some types of molds are of
able areas of the skin, take lodg-
ing there and produce infections,
such as ring-worm and athlete’s
foot.

Moldy grain should never be
fed to chickens or livestock, as
the molds often take hold in the

ious infection.

There is also a mold that lives
in water, the “water mold.” It
lodges on the skin and gills of
fish and produces patches of
grayish fuzz on their skin;
disease is often fatal to fish.

We guote the story of Cornett
and Ison in its entirety:

“About d¢he wvear 1788, William
Cornett and Gideon Ison came
from Virginia to Kentucky to hunt
game,

“After a few days travel they
camped ot the mouth of Beech
Fork in Perry counly, Impressed
with ithe beautiful level land, they
discussed bringing their families to
settle but questioned whether crops
would mature in this country.

“They decided to make a test by
cutting down a beech tree and re-
turnine the mnext month of June
to see if the sun had burst the bark
of the tree. This would be a sure
sign that all of their native crops
would mature.

“After breakfast they tied their
horses and left in different direc-
tion to hunt. Gid Ison had not
traveled for when he came upon @
smoldering fire and other - indica-
tions that Indians had camped
there the night befcre, He hurried
back to his horse and for the rest
