$8,000. At the same time he claims
that he himself did not violate the
act and that no other person vio-
lated it with his knowledge and
consent, He glso maintained that
if absentee voters were present in
the county on election day for any
legitimate reason, their votes
should not be held illegal, because
the veiding of such ballots would
deny the voter the right to vote
and would violate the state con-
stitution.

Goble also contended that if
voters named in certain paragraphs
of Hale’s complaint cast illegal
votes, they were cast for Hale. His
answer asks that the vote cast in
both Middle Creek and Rough and
Tough' precinets be thrown out., He
alleged that 43 voters were assisted
by election officers in Middle Creek
precinet in such a way that secrecy
of the ballot was violated, and that
they were voted for Hale without
the voter making proper affidavit
that he or she was unable to read
or write or was otherwise incapac-
itated.

In Rough and Tough, it was
claimed, the election officers per-
mitted nurmcrous voters to enter
the voting house through a rear

is a Boston surgeon,

teamed with a research engineer to!

devise a unigue machine to revive
tire hwman heart after it has stop-
ped beoting, or to restore strength
to a failing heart.

The surgeon, 33-year-old Dr.
Geoige A. Harkins, now resident
surgeon ot Children’s Hospital
Medical Center in Boston, and the
engineer, M. L. Bramson, began
work on the revolutionary new de-
vice while Dr. Harkins was a sur-
gical fellow at Presbyteriaon Medi-
cal Center, San Francisco, Cali-
fornia. Mr. Bramson is a consult-
ant at Preshyterian’s cardiovascular
surgical unit and is a pioneer in-
ventor of heart-lung mechanical
equipment used in open-heart sur-
gery. The two have continued de-
velopment of the device since Dr.
Harkins transferred to Boston, and
it was first demonstrated before a
scientific aeeting in Boston this
year.

Dr. Harkins is a son o¢f Mrs.
Marguerite Fox Harkins, of Dan-

ville, Ky., and the late Walfer
Scott Harkins, Prestonshurg at-
torney.

The machine which the two have
devised massages the heart from
outside the chest, without surgery.

“The crow doth sing as sweetly as
the lark
When neither is attended.”
—Shakespeare
A man once hid a mike in some
trees where the erows came to
roost, and then he “listened in”
on their talk., To his amazement,

| he discovered that crows talk to

one another all during the night,
in low, guarded whispers, as if they
were afraid of revealing their hid-
ing place.

He also made the discovery that
crows gctually sing. He listened in
during the hours of early morning,
when the crows were beginning to
stir. A number
joined in a e¢horus of warbles that
were soft and musical. This was
something new to him. But it had
been poetically stated by Portia
when she pronounced the
quoted above, as recorded by
Shakespeare.

Crows warble when “nof attend-
ed,” and th"t is perhaps the rea-
son so very few persons have ever
heard t.lem sing. They are elusive
and self-conscious in regard to|
their musie.

When the crows finally discover-
ed the man listening in on their
early morning music, they seemed
as ouftraged as @ prima donna

in
boudoir. They
cry, scolding the intruder, and
heaping upon him abuse because
he had eavesdropped upon them.

Crows also have alarm ecalls. The
alarm is given by the crow sen-
tinel, which stands on guard while
the rest of the flock is feeding.
The: alarm usually consists of two
sharp, quick cries, which Seem to
say, “Cow! Caw!” or “Fly, fly!”

Crows also have food calls, When
one of the flock discovers a feast,
it gives loud ecalls to the others,
that seemy to say:

“Come and get it!” They also
have assembly calls, when they call
all the flock together for a *“con-
ference.”.

The young crows are quife noisy
when being fed, and make harsh,
which seem to
have 'a sort of nasal twang. With-
out dougt, crows are among the
all birds and
very few persons know all their
wisdom and cunning ways. They
make fine pets and con be taught
to say various words and phases.

| THE STARLING, A MOCKER

The much despised starling, a
member of the Sturnidae family,
and much resembling the crow in
sonmie ways, is adept at mocking
other birds. Once in the middle of
winter, T thought for sure I heard
the whistling of a bobwhite. When
I hurricd out to see, I found a
starling perched in a free and he
was giving a perfect imitation of
the bobwhite’s call. T have been
fooled many times by the starling’s
imitation of other birds, including
the woond pewee, the robin, the
meadowlark and others,

The starlings are aggressive, and
so successful where other birds fail
to swrvive, there is grave danger
they will drive out many species;
birds like the purple martin, wrens
and bluebirds are being forced to
leave by the more aggressive star-
lings. These birds congregate in
vast flocks during thc winter, and
often as many as two million may
be found nt o single roosting place!
