1. More voting machines be pro­
vided for those precincts with a 
large voter-registration, so that 
voters in the future will not be re­
quired to wait for long periods of 
time to vote. 

Z. T he Purg:1tion Board "step up" 
its work to see that unqualified 
voters are purged from the reg­
istration rolls. 

3. The Election Commission ex­
ercise more care in the selection of 
precinct officials and require ap­
pointed officials to serve. 

4. The State Legisla.ture "do 
o.way with" the absent voter bal­
lot ::md enact new election laws 
with stiffer penalties. 

At tl1e outset of its report the 
grand jury noted the extreme dif• 
ficulty it had experienced in get­
ting information concetning viola­
tion of the election laws. "We were 

led to beleve," the report said, 
"tha.t large sums of money were 
spent in vote-buying, pa.rtkularly 
in absentee voting." 

Continuing·, the report said: 
"During our investigation /Ne 

learned th:>.t some of 11he deputy 
clerks failed to carry out the duties 
expected of them, and recom.'11end­
ed that Junior Martin be dis­
charg·ed as a. deputy clerk." 

Commenting on the need for ad­
ditional voting machines, the jury 
expressed t!1c belief that the fiscal 
court and "responsible county of­
ficials" should in the imme{tlate 
future make arrangements to in­
sure that voters do not have to 
wait for long periods of time ir 
order to be able to cast their votes. 
"We feel that tlhis could be elim­
inated by allocating more voting 
machines to those precincts with 
large registration." 

"We cannot stress too heavily," 
the jury continued, "the need for 
tl1e Election Commission to exer­
cise more care in the selecting of 
precinct electiOn officials, making 
sure that they can read and write

The Food Stamp Prog·ram 
Deserves Public Support 

The pilot food stamp program which was inaugu­
rated in Floyd county less than a month ago has al­
ready channelled into the cash registers of retail groc­
ers of the county approximately $50,000 which would 
not have come their way, had the old food distribution 
system continued in effect. 

Next month, the value of food stamps issued will 
reach $75,000, it is estimated, and even that figure is 
only half the potential. During this one year while 
the food stamp program is on trial in this county and 
in a few other select spots over the nation it will add, 
according to administrators of the program from one 
to two million dollars to Floyd county's eco'nomy. 

And that is an item not to be taken lightly in these 
days when business is hard-pressed in this depressed 
area. It becomes even more striking when one consid­
ers that, under the direct food distribution system of 
the past, business not only was not helped but was ac­
tually damaged as the federal and state governments 
joined in what might be called competition with those 
who had foodstuffs to sell. Deserving of equal conside­
ration is the fact that the needy, under the stamp plan, 
m3:y buy a wider range of foodstuffs and consequently 
enJOY a more balanced diet. 

This is not the answer to the ills of this area, true. 
Indeed there may not be any one answer. But it is 
surely the most satisfying and most sensible answer to 
the problem of feedh .. g hungry men, women and chil­
dren. Headwaters re ·ervoirs to prevent flood damage 
and to in ure an adequate flow of water in the Big 
Sandy, river canalization to provide a reliable and 
cheap means of transportation, road-building, refores­
tation, the promotion of tourism, a healthier atmos­
phere for industry, even a renewal of something akin 
to the old WP A-these are component parts of the 
answer to the area problem. 

But ·as long as direct governmental assistance is 
necessary to afford a subsistence to human beings­
and that may last longer than any of us now living­
stamps and their resultant flow of trade are far ahead 
of handouts of a few basic items of foodstuffs. 

Would Floyd county like to lose a million or so dol­
lars a year in income? Then, if this stamp program is 
worthwhile, it should be given public support while it 
is yet with us. It will avail nothing for us to wait till 
it is lost to get busy. 

The program is on trial here, as it is in a few other 
strategic spots over the country. Its success or failure 
this year will determine its future. The Floyd county 
program shares the spotlight as the tamp plan is at 
wo1·k, filling the needs of the needy a11d favorably af­
fecting the economy of areas such as this. Its success 
depends not only upon those who administer it. The 
direct beneficiaries-those who need the help and the 
retailers who sell the foodst ffs-have a duty to per­
form, to cooperate honestly and faithfully. And the 
public-individuals, businesses and institutions which 
indirectly benefit-must join in making the pilot pro­
gram work. 

If the program is worth having, it is worth support­
ing, with the individual and public conscience doing 
a big part of the job.

"Award ' 
of contracts for the remammg · 
surfacing and incidental ccmstruc~ 
tion will occur in the e:irly win­
ter months of 1961," depending 
upon the rate of grading and 
draining, the report added. 

It is estimated that the toll 
road, upon which work! began 
last February, will be opened to 
traffic Dec. 1, 1962, ·with all con­
struction completed by the fol­
lowing Jan. 1. 

To expedite construction, con­
tracts on three sections were 
awarded for surfacing as well as 
grading and draining. The· report 
said this procedure permits a con- I 
tractor to schedule his work so 
that surfacing can be started in 
advance of completion of grading 
and drajning. 

All grade and drain work is 
scheduled for completion by May 
30, 1962, the report said. 

A 1 t h o u g h advertising and 
award of contracts for grading, 
drainage and structures have pro­
gressed about- two months ahead 
of the initial schedule, grading 
operations were impeded during 
the spring by snow and wet 
weather, the report pointed out. 
But it added that a dry summer 
and fall would enable the con-
tractors to catch up on this work. 
Award of paving contracts this 
fall will permit contractors to 
stockpile materials this winter to 
meet requirements during peak 
surfacing operations, the report 
said.

often found in open wa-ter. In the 
summer bass spend l"lost d:J.ylight 
hours in water up to 25 feet deep. 
In the fall t::,ey move back to shal­
lower water and a re often found 
along shore lines. 

WJ-lat type of tackle to use for 
I bass fishing depends on the indi­
vidual. Spincnsting is a ;favorite 
with anglers who fish seldom. It's 
eRsy to !e-.'lrn to use and to care 
for., The open, under-Tod spinning 
reel necessitates only a little train­
ing. Casting tackle is the most ef­
ficient and pleasant to use for 
those who t ake their fishing ser­
iously. When bass will take sur­
face or shDJlow-running lures, fly 
tackle is the best. 

Tho choice of lures depends upon 
what depth the bass are located 
and upon what seems to be theiT 
preference for the tlay. If you're 
doing no good with one type of 
lure, try soniething qt:ite different. 

The speed and action with which 
the ang·ler retrieves his lure is far 
more important than the type of 
lure. A very slow, en-atic retrieve 
will nearly always get more bass 
than a fast or even one. 

In phying a bass the first prin­
ciple is to set the hook securely in 
his mouth. Try to keep your rod 
roughly u,t right an8les to the di­
rection of the fish. The wise bass 
f'.ngler will attempt to exhaust his 
fish before bringi:1g it up to the 
boat.
