The Floyd County Board of Edu-· 
cation, at its meetings Friday and 
S:>,turday, had as guest observer, 
Samuel Alexander, assistant state 
superintendent of schools, Frank­
fort, who, after seeing the Board, 
as he said, "fumbling and monkey­
ing around," .assumed the role of 
"Dutch Uncle." 

He pla,yea no favcrites, a.pplying 
his comments to boN1 factions on 
the Board. 

Alexander, who was acco:npanied 
by Walter Roschi, state Department 
of Education finance director, be­
crme critical of the Board's action 
in seeking to abolish assistant 
principals and principals' clerks. 

"This Board has a legal right to 
p::1.ss such action," he said, "but if 
you do you might lose reveral 
thousands of dollars. On the clerks, 
the st?,tc recommends it is much 
more advisable to hire clerks to 
keep booi'.s and release the prln~ 
cipals from such duties: Your mo. 
tion is too drastic." 

He was highly critical of the 
practicalities of conducting a main­
tenance department by contract. 
He agreed that it would be Iega.l 
but thought that emergency occur­
rence might close down schools. He 
said that in no place, none for 
certain In Kentucky, \"tas m!linten~ 
ance opem.ted on contract. 

"L-egal? Yes," he said. "Practical? 
No," he told the Board. "You'd 
close severo.! schools down before 
the terms were out due to emer­
gencif)s. You can't write speciftca­
tions in a contract for every emer­
eency that may arise. I don't know 
how under the sun a contractor 
could bid on tllese contracts" . . . 
The writing of the specifications 
for the contract is rtot going to be 
easy. I t'll take time. Even to write 
a contract on painting. You have 
roofing <;pecifica tions, many others. 
It might be advisable, on some 
work, to have an architect write 
them. You can't bid to put on an X

Chairmnn Ray Howard reminded 
Alexander that he didn't know how 
hard it WflS to get unfit janitors off 
the payroll and a::;ked if 'he expects 
the Board to rehire the unfit. 

"No, I'd buck Superintendent 
Clark if he recommended such a 
man antl go to the state," he re­
plied. "It's time for everybody to 
think of the school system. If you 
have such a man as Ray says, get 
rid of him." Janitorial services are 
contracted in the eatsern part of 
the country. 

Howard noted at one point that 
Clark had never consulted the 
Board on janitor employment. He 
also e&plP.ined that the plan to 
contract maintenance and jani­
torial work is intended to reduce 
expenses. 

"There's not a thing this Board 
can do about having Mr. Clark 
as county superintendent," Alex­
ander told the Board. "Clark has 
three men against him, I believe. 
Be reasonable and come out as 
best you can. We ought not to let 
a difference of opinion destroy a 
school system. Remember, you ha.v~ 
1'!>,000 school kids." 

Alexander belabored the Board 
fer lack of policy, asked that pol­
icies be fon~ulated on many things.

EXE PTIONS ASKED IN TAX 
WOULD COST $32 MILLION 

Exemptions of food, clothing and 
medicine from 11.1-Je much-discussed 
Kentucky sales and use tax would 
cost the state about $32 million in 
revenue receipts during the 1962 
calendar year. 

Within the health and welfare 
program are aid to dependent 
children, aid to the permanently 
and toblly disabled, old age as­
sistance, aid to the needy blind, 
requirements for public health and 
rehabilitation and the support and 
m::>intenance of state tuberculosis 
and mental hospitals. 

These programs, which are sup­
ported by the general fund, would 
be likely to bear a heavy share of 
a reduction in funds resulting from 
sales wx exemptions. If other 
taxes were not increased, the prob­
lem would inevitn.bly arise: Which 
programs must be reduced or elim­
inated?

One wond ers how sincere are those opponents of 
federal aid on these grounds. State funds are welcomed, 
and state controls are willingly accepted. But the same 
people "vho see in this no infringement upon their free­
doni are h orrified at the thought of the federal gov­
ernment h aving g hand in the rna tter. We give tongue 
to those shibboleths, "Freedom" and "Home Rule ," 
but, really, how sincere are we? 

Is not some such influence needed? Indeed, isn't it 
necessary? 

County boards of education fail to meet many emer­
gencies. The Carter county mess, for instance, needs a 
strong hand to eff ect a clean-up. With the federal gov­
ernment ()Ut of the picture, the state will perform the 
Herculean task, if it ever is done. 

Perh2~ps if the f ederal govemment had had its strong 
hand in the Carter situation, such a mess would never 
have been created in the first place. 

Bootleggers, we find, do not fear the counties of the 
state overmuch, are not fear-stricken by the state it­
self-but their respect for the federal government 
amounts to something little short of awe, and they are 
exactingly careful not to scorn U. S. authority and its 
ability. to deal with the situation. 

It is true that this stripe of citizen does not belong 
' with those in the field of education, but this serves to 
to emphasize the point that the people themselves 
would not be losing any of their liberties if the federal 
government had more control of education. The losers 
would be those who would violate federal principles 
of freedom, justice and plain honesty. 

Then the people should take with the proverbial 
grain of salt this propaganda which is so piously being 
peddled by those who profess to fear the loss of "lib­
erty" to their own government.

Mr. Phillips said that Kentucky 
and West Virginia wells also are

the storage of natural gas. During 
the past 13· years, more t11a.n 300 
depleted \"Jells 'have been converted 
into underground stor~tge wells. 

United Fuel and its :1ffiliates had 
approximately 1'47 l:>illion cubic 
feet of' gas stored in underground 
rock fom1ations in th,eir 2'2 West 
Virginia and Kentucky storage 
pools in the fall of 1960. 

During the past winter, a.p,proxi­
ma tely 30 per cent of the stored 
gas was removed from stor age to 
meet heating demands. During this 
summer, the storage pools will be 
refilled witl1 gas transported f1·om 
the southwest via transmission 
pipelines. 

The companies' entire investment 
in underground storage focilities 
amounts to more than $67 million. 

United Fuel drills over 100 wells 
annually in the Appalachian area 
to maintain its local production. 
Sixteen years a.go United Fuel ob­
tained all of its gas from the AP­
palachian r.rea, 'however, increased 
demands have caused this produc~ 
tion to make up a declining per­
centage of the total amount 
needed. 

"Altogether, we now have about 
3,820 producing gas wells," Mr.

.DIED IN INJURIES 
Over the last ten yea.rs 58,000 

rural residents met death and 
two million were injured on the 
highway.

In percentage of salary increase 
for the past 10 years, from 1950-· 
1951 to 1960-1961, Kentucky ranks 
second, Butler said, with an in­
crease of 103 per cent. 

Kentucky'S public elementary and 
secondary schools received 51).3 per 
cent of their total revenue from 
the state during the last school 
year, Butler said, to rank 11th in 
the n ation for state aid. The na­
tional aver~ge is 40.1 per cent r v-· 
enue from the state. In 1959-1960, 
Kentucky schools received only 
44.9 per cent of their revenue f'rom 
state funds. 

Kentucky paid $154 from state 
funds for each pupil enrolled, to 
rank 20th in the nation in this 
cr. tegory; $176 per pupil in average 
daily attendance to rank 21'st; and 
$4,082 per instructional staff mem­
ber, to ran]{ 19th. 

Butler said tha.t in 1957-1958, 
Kentucky paid only $102 from 
state fuads per pupil enrolled, and 
ranked 32nd; $11'8 per pupil in 
average daily attendance to rank 
32nd; gnd only $2,743 per instruc-· 
tiona! staff member, to rank 30th.

Hecla iron. 
The largest gun used during the 

Civil War was an 18-inch, 200 
pounder, used in the seige of 
Charlestown, South. ca1·ollna. · That 
gun was cast of Hecla Iron. The 
gtm became knoy,n as the "Swamp 
Angel." The name was given the 
gun by old slaves near Charles­
town. When they heard its thun-· 
dering echo, the old darkies sang 
"Hark, the voice of the Swamp 
Angel." 'IIbe gun was hidden in a 
swamp ncar the beslged city. 

At t.he time Ironton joined in 
th~ Northwest Territory Sesquicen­
tennial celebration in 193&, this 
writer, with the assistance of Sen­
ator Robert J. Bulkley, of Ohio, 
obtained from the Ordnance De­
poxtment, Washington, a complete 
record of the old gun. 

The record reads: "Swamp Angel 
was known in 1863 as a Parret 
Rifle. It was manufactured from 
iron produced at Hecla, Lawrence 
County, Ohio. It was fired 36 times, 
and on August 23, 1863, the breech 
of the gun was blown out, and the 
barrel t!1ereby rendered unservice­
able. After the war, the gun was 
purchased for its iron content and 
sent to Trenton, N. J. to be melted. 
There it was identified, placed UP­
on a granite monument in the city 
park on the corner of Perry and 
Clinton streets. 

"The gun was fired from the 
Marsh Battery on Morris Island. 
South Carolina, at the City of 
Charleston, 7,000 yar ds away. 
Weight of the gun, )6,500 pounds. 
Charge of powder, 16 pounds. 
Greatest elevation used, 25. Bom­
bardment opened August 21, 1863. 
Burst at 36th, round. Union forces 
comma!!ded by Quincy A. Gillmore, 
USV. Brevt. Major General USA." 
T.hus endcth the official record of 
the gun. 
ELIAS H. SELLARDS 

One hundred forty-one years ago 
Andrew Jackson Sellards left the 
parental roof in Floyd county and 
took employment on the farm of 
John Hr.r;;lcy in Greenup county. 
He was a son of John Sellards, Sr., 
and at the time of leaving home · 
was only 18 years old. He married 
hi.s employer's daughter, Mary Eliz.. 
abeth Hartley, and they went to 
housekeeping ne::tr Oldtown. He 
<lied in 1859 and is buried a few 
miles from Flat Woods. Many of 
his descendants moved westward, 
especially to K!ansas. 

Andrew Jackson Sellards v.as 
the grandfather of Dr. Elias How­
ard Sellards, one of the West's 
great geologists and an outstanding 
anthrOpologist. His scientific work 
did much to disprove fallacious 
theories on the American abor-· 
idines. He has to his credit a long 
list of scientific publications and 
he served with distinction on the 
faculty of tlle University of Texas.

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Similar charges were brought by 
the state auditor's offioe last De­
cember after a special audit of the 
Carter school system. 

Schneider discovered that Carter 
school bus No. 16 ha.d the same 
motor ~.nd serial numbers except 
for those obscured by welding as 
that of a bus bought by the Daw­
son-Bryant Local Sohool District, 
Coal Grov€, Ohio, on l\farch 1, 
1954. 

Title records show that this bus 
WR,S turned over to Harmon Motor 
~ales, Inc., Ironton, Ohio, on June 
5, 1961, for resale. Chris Harmon, 
proprietor of the automobile agen­
cy told reporters that he resold the 
bus to a man who paid him ca.~h, 

but Harmon declined to identify 
the man. 

Similar procedure was followed 
in tracing down the other three 
buses. 

The court-ordered inventory also· 
showed that the four buses in ques­
tion and a fifth bus had welds ob­
literating parts of their serial num­
bers, the newspaper said. 

The state auditor said records 
show ·that two Michigan school 
buses were sold to the Il"Onton In­
vestment Co., Ironton, Ohio, on 
June 3, 1961. The courier-Journal 
s:~.id the sale was made to a man 
who identified himself as D. E. 
Corn, of Ironton, and said he paid 
McFadden Corp., of Lansing, Mich. 
$2,560 in cash for each of the buses. 

Corn's headquarters in Ironton 
a.re in a frame building next to a 
used car Jot. The newspaper re­
ported Corn d€Clined to tell a Ken­
tucky state Police detective and an 
Ohio officer what he had done with 
the two buses . 

C:Orn refused to discuss the mat­
ter with a reporter and was quoted 
as saying: 

"I don't want to say anything. 
I don't want to get mixed up in 
anyth ing. My record's clean in the 
city of Ironton."
