AT MUD SITE 
TO BE MOVED 
United Fuel Oilers 
Materials; Work Cost 
To Be Board's 'Expense 
The United FUel Gas Company 

has submitted a proposal to the 
Floyd County Board of Education 
which, if accepted, will provide for 
the relocation of a 20-inch gas 
transmission line on the site of the 
projected Big Mud Creek elemen­
tary school building site. 

It was theorized that this line 
would seriously cripple construc­
tion plans but the gas company 
offer, requiring Board approval, 
provides that the firm will furnis1:l 
the materials and the Board will 
pay labor costs, estimated by 
United Fuel at $9,600. The sts.te 
Department of Education h a s 
ruled that money for labor costs 
must be used from local tax funds. 

A small pip~line, owned by Ken­
tucky West Virginia Gas Company, 
also runs across the Big Mud 
Creek site but it was relaid around 
the property without cost to the 
school system. E. E. Clark, vice­
president in charge of operations, 
pointed out that it served only one 
well and dead-ended near the 
scll'aduled building. 

'I'he United Fuel proposal envis­
ions relocation in a rectangle 
around the proposed building and 
near Big Mud Creek. It was made 
through the cooperation of John: 
W. Gra.ham, divisional superinten­
dent. 
It we.s pointed out by Charles 

Clark, superintendent of schools, 
that when the Blg Mud Creek site 
was viewed by Paul Therman, of 
the Division of Properties and 
Grounds, Frankfort, he gave ap­
prove on condition t'·. t the United 
Fuel hne be relocnted. 

An eight-inch line of the IUland 
Gas Company crosses the site of 
the proposed Middle Creek elemen· 
tary school, Clark also noted. He 
suggested to the firm's Ashland 
office that the line b~ relocated 
and it was inferred by a telephone 
conversction that this could be 
done. 

Superintendent Clark, in com. 
1nenting on th~ gas lines problem 
in school construction in this val­
ley, pointed out that gas compan­
ies built their lin~s in the middle 
of the valley bottoms several years 
ago and that few big bottoms in 
the g~ s fi•<!ld are free from lines. 

He noted that the minimum 
acreage required by the state for 
the construction of an elementary 
school is five acres, with an ad­
ditional acre for each 100 pupils 
to be emolled. 

"It is obvious," he added, "we 
c:m't get around the problem by 
utilizing hillsides for school si.t;es." 

Clark noted that the Department 
of Education is much more strin-· 
gent in regulations regarding the 
proximity of lines to school bUild­
ings. Wh:>.t would have posed no 
problem a few months ago now be­
comes a big problem. He said that 
gas companies we.re being very co­
operative in relocating lines and 
speci!ically noted the cooperation 
of United Fuel at Clear Cl·eek 
Where a line was near an existing 
building.

TREES ST'AND SENTINEL .. . Two giant silver maples, 
planted as seedlings decades ago by the Layne family, stand sen ­
tinel over the site of the first Methodist churcl1 class, held in the 
Big Sandy valley in 1796. Seedlings of the parent trees are fl our­
ishing over the area, blanketing the historic site with green love­
liness in summer a.nd white-splotched trunks in winter. 

Inside the luxuriant copse, hidden from the view of motorists, 
lie the decaying logs of the Harry Strqtton domestic sla ve house 
that served after the Civil War as a kitchen. The old Harry 
Stratton house, a two-story log house built 165 years 1:go, was 
torn down in the early 1920's by Moses S. Layne. 

It was in this old home that Colonel Harry, Rev. Cornelius Mc­
Guire, members of the Layne, Auxier and Mayo families met to 
conduct the first Methodist class in the valley. Stratton, a broth­
er-in-law of McGuire's, had been converted by his preaching 
only a few days previous and the organization of the church was 
made at his suggestion. 

The site, beside U. S. Highway 23 near Ivel, should be marked 
by the Kentucky Historical Markers committee in commemora­
tion of pioneer church history. 

In the meantime, while recognition awaits, the trees flourish 
and stand sentinel.

Each of these men backed up 
Montgomery's s t a t e m en t by 
pledging their total efforts to geb 
this cleanup job done. 

In pledging their support and 
offering to make, their resources 
available, these officials stated 
however, that for the greatest de­
gree of success, citizens of the 
area and the individual communi­
ties must also give their fullest 
support. 

It was as the Rev. Bob MCClure, 
COuncil president said, "We must 
help each other, advise each 
other, and all work together." 

During the course of this meet­
ing which Roy Royalty of Estill 
county a n d Council mem.ber 
termed as "momentous" a.nd held 
the potential for being "one of the 
greatest meetings ever held in 
Eastern Kentucky," two progress 
reports were heard from Clay and 
Leslie counties. These two coun­
ties have had cleanup programs 
for several weeks. 

Speaking for Leslie county, 
Wade Morgan, president of the 
Leslie County Development &­
sociation, told of cleaning up the 
streets of Hyden; of cleaning up 
the highways of litter in the 
county, and of getting a new city 
government. 

Then Mrs. Margaret Thurman 
told of an intensive cleanup cam­
paign in Clay county which ex­
tended from the lawns of Man­
chester to the fields of the coun­
ty. She told of washing the out­
side walls of business houses in 
the city; of painting store fronts; 
hanging new awnings, rem.oving 
unsightly buildings and junked 
automobiles, and of uncovering 
pavement the citizens of Man­
chester never knew existed. 

In the afternoon session of this 
meeting, delegations from the 
various counties met separately 
an named chairmen to head the 
cleanup drives which will be held 
sometime in August. Another 
meeting of these chairmen will be 
held later this month at which 
time the exact date will be set for 
the drives to begin. A plan of at­
tack will in the meantime be 
formulated and the wh,ole cleanup 
operation will be carried on ,sim­
ultaneously with each county 
doing its bit at the same time.

Bu~ no grebe has 
webbed feet, only appendages on 
their toes. They have flat bodies 
like a bon.t, long leffs, short wings 
and tails so short, they can scarce~ 
Jy be seen. They are clumsy ashore 
and have much difficulty in fly­
ing. But put them in water, then 
they become the swiftest divers 
and fastest swimmers known! 

Grebes build floating homes for 
their oftspring~bulky nests which 
float among the tall water plants 
and ~clges of 11- lake. Young grebes 
can Q.ive and swim the tru>ment 
they PoP out of the shell. They 
v.re often seen placidly riding their 
mother piggy back. When alarmed 
with her young, the mo!Jher grebe 
will hide them under her wings 
and dive!

In studying about how the grebes 
all keep a ball of feathers in their 
insid.es, I r.m reminded of the days 
of my early ·boyhood·, in the days 
when the mountain people let 
their hogs range in the hills to 
feed upon the mast in the fall, jl 
especially the beechnuts, which 
were so plentiful in those days. 
The hogs would eat so many 
beechnuts in the fall, they grew 
fat, and when they were butchered, 
and their stomachs and intestines 
cleaned out to make "soap grease," 
lls the old-·time housewives called 
"hogs' entrails,'' there were always 
found in them round balls, some­
times In t:1e bowles, or sometimes 
in the stcmach. These balls were 
about the nize of a pullet egg, but 
were perfectly round and of a 
brownish color. They were made 
up of a solid m:'ss of fuzz, or 
lint, which had collected in the 
hog's digestive tract from eating 
so many beechnuts. Some of the 
old-timers were suspicious of these 
"round balls" in the hogs, and of­
ten called them "witches balls." 
But I soon figured out that they 
were made up of the f'uzz or lint 
accumulated from eating so much 
mast all the faU; perhaps the balls 
remained inside the hogs for some 
time before passing out.
