Over National Defense; 
General Lloyd Appeals 
For Shelter Protection 
Frankfort, Ky., Oct. 2 (Sp1.) 

Maj. Gen. Arthur Y. Lloyd, adju­
tant general of Kentucky and State 
director of civil defe ns·&, points to 
a growing concem, all over the na­
tion, about civil defense. 

"It coincide·s with the resumption 
of nuclear testing," he said, "and 
th-e> troubled state of international 
relations i:l general." 

Elaborate plans have been made 
through all levels of gov•::rnment 
to cope with the emergencies that 
would accompany a nuclear attack 
on the United States. 

"City, county, state and national 
de·partments and ag'6'ncies have a 
pattern of action t'or such a dire 
event," Lloyd said. "But the average 
citizen remains an enigma. All ef­
forts so far have failed to a.rous& 
him to the necessity for his per­
~onal participatiO:l in the effort 
for survival. 

"A fundamental. aspect of the in­
dividual's responsibility lies in the 
family fallout shelt'CT. This is the 
protection each f'amily is · being 
urged by Washington to provide 
for itself. The fallout shel.ter can­
not protect against a close-prox­
imity blast. It is designed to shield 
th-e> family from the invisible, 
deadly rain of radioactive particles 
that may be carried on the wind 
for great distances. Without such 
protection, milJ.ions o f citizens 
might perish painfully and need­
lessly. With the 'e'xtensive use of 
fallout shelters the casualties ex­
pected from an atomic attack can 
be reduC'Cd tremendously.'' 

Ge!:l'C'ral LJ.oyd described fallout 
as the microscopic dust that is 
belched skyward when a nuclear 
explosion occurs. 

"While the blast travels out in 
all di~ctions, destroying everything 
f'or miles, the typical mushroom­
sha.ped cloud boils up high into the 
atmosphere," he explained. "As this 
immense cloud dTifts apart it be­
gins to release its heaviCl' compon­
ents. Tiny bits of rubbish and de­
bris begin to rain down in a quite 
visible, de·adly showeT of dust, kill­
ing with radiation every living 
thing it covers. Everything in the 
cloud, however, is lethall.y radioac­
tive. Even the invisible, microscopic 
particles that will ride the atn 
phere for perhaps 
miles are constantly radiating

The Need £or a College 
Is Obvious and Great 

No unbiased observer could have noted the interest 
shown in ex~ension classes organized here recently by 
Mcreh8ad State College without reaching the conclus­
ion that a college is needed in Floyd county. 

The Times does not in any sense seek to minimize 
the service offered by Morehead, bu t it must be re­
membered that these educational facilities being of­
fered by the college are night classes, three nights a 
week and that only three subjects are being taught. 

D2spite these limitations, not less than 300 persons 
gathered here for the organizational meeting, and of 
these more than 200 already have enrolled. By year's 
end :350 are expected. The response has been three 
times greater than that expected when the classes were 
first planned, we are told. 

Among these who are enrolling are teachers seek­
ing to earn additional credits; high school graduates 
of other years who did not have the opportunity or 
mean' to continue their education through residence 
work in a distant college or university, and some v.·ho 
were graduated from high school only this year and 
'"ho met the same discouraging, dismaying set. of cir­
cuJTistances faced by graduates of other years. 

This experience Morehead has had here points up 
the inesca uabl!} fact that a college in Floyd county is 
needed. The need is here, the interest is great. And 
that need and interest do not cry out for extension 
clas~es or a so-called "center" operated by anv of the 
existing state institutions of higher learning. They call 
~'or a full-fledged, state-operated college, independent 
of others. a candle in its own right burning in a place 
left dark because of fe'N educational opportunities. 

Flo,·d rountY is just about midway that 175-mile 
-,tretch from the Kentucky-Virginia border to More­
he::l d. \'\·here the nearest state college is located Flovrl 
and surrounding counties graduate between 1,500 and 
~.000 hitrh school seniors a year. Pike county alone, 
··e R''e tole! bv an erlucationalleader who should know, 
harl 500 hirrh. school graduates thh; year who were un­
ab1e to attend college because of the (listance to a 
-,tate rollege and the prohibitive cost of going there 
<tftP'' it v,ras ascertained private colleges in the area 
could no~ accommodate them. 

From the sarne source we learn that these same 
high school graduates would be glad to pool rides in 
an ex1~ense-sharing undertaking to attend a college lo­
cated in Floyd county. 

That is only a part of the picture. One thousand 
voung women and men applied at Caney Junior Col-
1e"'e this vear. Only about a hundred could be accepted. 
"~'hl11 '"llSll·t Cane~r 's fault. Neither was it the young­
sters'. It is Kentucky's fault that they are not in col­
lege. 

The potential of a state college in Floyd countv is 
rUfficult to envision, and predictions are so optimistic 
thev are hard to believe. It has been estimated that a 
college would enroll for its first year in thi county no 
less than 1.500 students. A student-body of 5,000 is en­
visioned within five or six years. 

·Morehead State College and others have in recent 
~'ears enjoyed phenomenal growth. The demands on 
all of them will increase every year. lt is interesting to 
note that Rowan and surrounding counties have an ag­
gregate population of only about 88, 00, while Floyd 
and counties surrounding it have a total of 168,000. 

The state of Kentucky, its General Assembly and 
GoYernor cannot with justice to an area such as this 
continu2 to , pend millions on existing educational cen­
ters, build ing vast educational compleves in a few 
chosen and favored spots, and yet leave high er edu­
ca~ion beyond the grasp of thousands as literally as 
i[ the<:e great centers were on a11other planet. 

Our people must be educated. To do that, educa­
tion must move out to the people.

Dw·ing that time they must 
have food and water, stay healthy 
and keep informed on radiation 
conditions outside so they can 
em'C'r~ as so= as possible.

The lie-· 
orice roots are dried and tied in 
bundles, to be shipped to ,America 
for processing into candy. The 
diggers get only a few cents per 
pound for licorice roots, but they 
retail for ten times as much as the 
diggers receive. Licorice is de­
rived from the .t.atin word, Gly­
crrhiza, which means sweet root.

Atomi~ energy has created 200,-

000 jobs so far and will provide at 
least 75,000 more by 1970, writes 
Robert O'Brien in an October 
Reader's Digest article, "New Ca­
reers :for Americans--Exploring 
the Atom." 

"Radioactive isotopes are 
breaking open research frontiers 
fully as thrilling as those revealed 
by the discovery of the micro­
scope," ~Ys Dr. Nor:qum Hilberry, 
di.r;ecto:r of Argonne National Lab~ 
9rato~-y in Illinois. "Every di.<>­
C9Very raises more questions than 
it a h s we r s. Oppo:rtunities in 
atomic energy are unlimited." 

Siila.ries range from an average 
of about $2.32 .an hour for start­
ing junior technicians up to $8000 
and $12,000 a year for college­
trained men .and women with sev• 
eral year's experience. Top flight 
scientists of proven ability are 
earning $25,000 a year and up. 

A rec~¢nt survey of 158 plants 
with Atomic Energy Commission 
contracts showed thai about 20 
percent of their employees were 
enginee-rs and scientists ; another 
20 percent were skilled mechan­
ics, welders, etc.; 11 J?ercent were 
technicians. The rest were in 
management, mining, atomic-fuel 
production and other branches of 
the industry. 

All are enthusiastic; many work 
50 to 60 hours a week voluntarily. 
And they respect education. A 30-
year-old Ph. D. at Oak Ridge told 
O'Brien: "Nothing should discour-· 
age young peo~;>le from finishing 
their education. A degree means 
more interesting work, bigger op• 
portunities and more money."

Although she· will be working , 
statewide, her main efforts will be 
concentrated on initiating a hear­
ing conservation program in the 
18 counti·c-s surrounding ~oyd coun­
ty. A Heat'ing Conservation Center 
i.s being established at Ashland for 
hearing evaluation among chil­
dren of that area. 

As an audiologist, Miss Gibson 
will work through county health 
departments in the training of 
community groups and volunteers 
who give the initial hearing tests. 
She will then interpret the tests, 
make recommendations to parents, 
and referrals to private physicians, 
as well as a.ssist public health 
nurses in following up cases of im­
paired hearing.

Encouraging needy customETs to 
pay off back bills in small monthly 
payments is a good business prac­
tice for groc:;rs par ticipating in the 
Federal Food Stamp Program. 

This is poir.•ted out by Arvid 
Dopson, of the U. s. Departm~nt 
of Agriculture, supervising tho& pi­
lot food stamp program in Floyd 
county. 

He cites benefits of a small cash 
payment plan to groce-rs who are 
prohibited from accepting food 
coupons in payment of existing 
grocery bills. 

One- ber,efit is in cohnection with 
folks on relief who are not pur­
chasing food stamps out of their 
alloimPnt checks because so much 
of this money is being u~ed to re­
duce back bllls. 

Consequently, the store misses 
out on the additional business that 
would result from the "bonus" 
coupons which these needy custom­
ers would have for food purchases 
if they participated in the Food 
Stamp Program. 

"A small payment arrangement 
in such cases would not only be 
good business. It's good public re­
lations in viP"w of the fact that the' 
'l"rocer is actually contributing to 
the improv2ment of his needy cus­
tomers' diets," Dopson said. 

He said some grocers are follow~ 
ing the small payment practice 
and advising ne·edy customers, if 
eligible, to participal:c in the pro­
gram. An additional benefit to 
these grocers has been the practi­
cal elimination of "sl~w pay" ac­
counts.

In other cases, many charge-ac­
count customers owing back bills 
do purchase food coupons. How­
ever, they do not have enough re­
maining cash after the stamp pur­
chases to make what they consider 
a sufficient payment on their back 
bill, even though the grocer might. 
Rather than risk embarassment 
with the grocer who extended the 
charge privileges, they U&e" the cou­
pons for food purchases elsewhere.

The Civil War in Kentucky 

By JOE JORDAN 
(Kentucky Civil \Var Commission) 

One hundred yea.rs ago this 
week, Kentucky having los~ hopa 
of remaining at peace in armed 
neutrality while the other states 
fought out a war which the Com~ 
monwealth had opposed from the 
start, Kentuckians began a. period 
of painful adjustment to the reaU~ 
ties of the situation. During the 
previous week Confed~rate troops 
under Major General r..e·or.-idas 
J?olk had crossed the state line 
from Tennessee, and two da.ys later 
a Union force under Brigadier 
General U. S. Grant had crossed 
the Ohio River from Illinois and 
occupied Paducah. Then thousands 
more from both sides had moved 
in to seize various positions of ad­
vantage. 

Polk had notified Governor Ma­
goffin that he would withdraw his 
troops from Kentucky if the Fe'd­
eral forces would leave simultane­
ously, and had said he would guar­
antee the Confederates would re-

Highlighting the morning session 
of the conference will be addt~ses 
by Mrs. Georg\'l Spoonamore, Jr., 
Stanford, vlce-preslden·t ln charge 
of home service of th-ao Kentucky 
Congress; Mrs. James G. Sheehan, 
Danville, citi~nship and interna-

ma.in outside< Kentucky's borders if 
U. S. t.roops were not again allowed 
to ente1· or occupy any part of the 
state. 

Now it became apparent what the 
voters had done when at the Au­
gust eie·ction they had put enough 
Unionlst candidates into the legis­
lature to control both houses. A 
resolution th~tt the govETnor be re­
quested to demand the immediatoz 
withdrawal of both armies was de-­
feated in the House of' Representa­
tives, 68 to 29. Th·e House approved, 
71 to 26, and the Senate, 25 to 8, 
a. resolution instructing the gover­
nor "to inform those concerned 
that Kentucky expects the Confe'd~ 
erate or Tennessee troops to be 
withdrawn from her soil, uncon­
ditionally." 

Governor Magoffin vetoe-d the 
resolution which demanded that 
one side only get out, but the 
U n i o ·n is t-controlled legislature 
promptly passed it over his veto. 
Magoffin was a southern sympa­
thizer. He was also a conscientious 
official and an honorab)e man. A 
little more than two· years before', 
the people had elected him · gov­
ernor. But 01;1ly a month ago they 
had elected enough . Union men to 
the legi~lature to override his V'cto. 
So he acted at once' to catry out 
the instructions given .:b.im · by the' 
legislature: He issued a proclama~ 
tion against the .side that he 
favored, precisely in the terms laid 
down by th·co General Assembly .. 

In additlon to the legislatilre, 
another group was me-eting in 
Frankfort a hundred years ago this 
week. A States' Rights convention 
was in session. Presiding as chair­
'llan was Richard Hawes, wllo was 
destined to return to the' state ca.p~ 
ita! in 1862 to be sworn in as Con­
federate governor of Kentucky. 
The convention adopted a resolu­
tion in favor of the strict neutral­
ity which in May had bozen favored 
by both political parties, but now 
was being disregarded by two pow­
erful armies. The States' Rights 
-delegates, wbo included leading 
Southern sympathizers, p 1 e' d g e d 
that if the FedETal military camps 
in Kentucky w~re broken up, they 
would themselves join in driving 
the invaders from Thnnessee' back 
across the state line.
