In fact, 
they too have received altitude 
chamber checkout courses from 
him. All pilots and crews are re-
qui:\'ed to be current in the physi­
ological trainer. Those flying high 
altitudes must participate in the 
training classes more often than 
others. 

Pilots and crews who pass 
through the altitude chamber pro­
gram at the local base will truly 
miss Captain Hackworth. His 
teachings on procedures for safe 

physical welfare in high altitude 
flight have meant the difference 
between life and death to many 
a crew in flight. When cabin pres­
sure or oxygen systems malfunc­
tion at high altitudes, Hack­
worth's training comes in handy. 
He also covers many other proce­
dures in the class such as rapid 
decompression; ejection seat and 
'chute bailouts. 

Instructor Hackworth has been 
cited time and again for outstand­
ing services to the men who wear 
the Air Force blue. 

Civilians, too, find his classes 
of major importance. The young 
officer recently helped set up the 
initial physiological training pro-

MORE. THAN THIS ? 

(An editorial in The Licking Valley Courier, West Liberty, Ky.) 

What could help the Mountains more than a four-year col­
lege right in the middle of East Kentucky, accessible to the aver-· 
age Mountain boy and girl, both geographically and financially, 
and headed by a devoted Mountain educator, like ... well say, 
James Patton? 

Such a setup would do more to solve the problems of East 
Kentucky than anything we can think of. 

Why did we mention James Patton? Well, it would nob 
necessarily have to be James Patton, but at least one of his cali­
ber and devotion in helping mountain youth get an education. 
J ames Patton, native of Magoffin, former principal of Salyers­
ville High School and former director of Mayo Vocational School, 
and now Assistant State Superintendent. Tops in all, but more 
particularly devoted to the Mountains and their young people 
and possessing a first-hand understanding of their needs, their 
fears, their desires, and their ambitions-and above all, devoted 
to helping them get an education, either academic or voca.tional. 

And we said "accessible to the average Mountain boy and 
girl, both geographically and financially ." This is of prime im­
portance. It matters not how many million dollars the State Col-· 
leges get, or how fine they are, if a Mountain youth can't get to 
them, it profits him nothing; for he still has no choice but to go 
to industrial centers to work, untrained, or join the Army. And 
Kentucky thus loses some more of its finest potential, for if he 
commences factory work or joins the armed forces, i t's likely he 
will not have a chance to pursue higher education later , particu­
larly if he or she has married in the meantime.

In addition to turkeys and cran­
berries, other plen·tiful foods listed 
in the November food guide are 
apples, cabbage, pork, pota toes, dry 
beans, dry peas, and lard and 
short·cnings. 0 the r nutritional 
foods which will be good buys dur­
ing November a:·e evapomted milk, 
carroLs1 squash, pumpkins, hominy 
grits ahd cornmeal. 

The list of foods recommended 
in th•c monthly food guide contains 
the best buys within the four basic 
food groups-m~ats, milk and dairy 
products, fruits and vegetables, and 
breadS' and cereals.

Publicity on any hunting season 

would be incomplete without a 
stern reminder to hunters to be 
ca.reful with their firearms; to 
avoid accidents ; to protect them­
selves and others while enjoying 
a hunt. 
Per~s, too great an emphasis 

is placea on harvesting game and 
maybe that is the reason for the 
great number of hunting acci­
dents that occur each year. But, 
on the other hand, maybe the in­
creased number of accidents is a 
result of the. greater number of 
narticipa.nts and not of negligence 
on the part of the hunters. The 
number of auto accidents in­
creases steadily year by year and 
that is -largely due to the fact that 
more autos are in use. So, maybe 
the hunters of today are just as 
careful as those of past years, and 
accidents are the result of over­
crowding in the field. Maybe this 
is correct, but I doubt it. 

I suspect that accidents still are 
the result of the unthinking hun­
ter; the fellow who is hell~bent on 
getting his limit of game regard­
less of the results attendant there~ 
to. I suspect tllat many accidents 
also result from the fact that no­
vices are allowed to go into the 
field with rifles or shotguns about 
which they know little or nothing 
other than that they'·ll fire, pro­
vided ammunition is placed in 
the right place, the hammer is 
cocked and the trigger pulled. 
These two things, I believe, are 
responsible for a greater number 
of hunting accidents than all 
others combined. 

Now, let's analyze these two 
faults that .are so often foun 
among hunters. On the one han 
we find the fellow who looks up 
on hunting as a c]:l..al!enge.

We believe that he 
should harvest his gan1e, surely, 
but that in so doing he should en­
joy the hunt; the fellowship, the 
out-of-doors. We believe if he 
takes a bit more time; uses more 
cauticm, yet harvests less game, 
his overall enjoyment will be 
greater. 

Next, the novice: This fellow, 
(he may be a grown man who has 
never had the opportunity to 
learn about guns, or he may be a 
youngster just starting out) 
should never be allowed to go in­
to the field until he knows his 
gun. He should be watched over 
on his first jaunt into the field 
even after learning how to oper­
ate the gun, because field condi­
tions and target practice are vast­
ly different. He should learn, be­
fore being turned loose in the 
field, all the safety measures and 
should put them into effect. He 
should learn to enjoy the out-of­
doors, companionship of his fel· 
lowman, but above all, he should 
learn to respect his gun and to 
respect the rights of himself and 
of others to live.

I am listing my idea of what a deputy sheriff should do, how 
he should act towa1·d others and what is expected of him. I believe 
that you who want honest law enforcement and protection for your 
homes, families, schools and churches have the same idea. 

See if this is not your idea, too. 

A deputy should be sober, settled, courteous, cheerful and a 
law-abiding citizen who believes in the enforcement of law and who 
is not a law violator himself. 

Our people have no respect for officers who themselves violate 
the law but our people have great respect for officers who are sober 
and honest in the enforcement of the law. 

A deputy should treat all perso ns in all walks of life, rich or 
poor, regardless of creed o1· color with courtesy and should remem­
ber that he, the deputy, is the servant of the people. 

A deputy must not und ertake to settle cases out of court. Neither 
should he under any circumstances violate his oath of office to up­
hold the law by accepting bribes in the form of money, gifts or favors. 

It is the duty of a Sheriff or any of his deputies to serve all 
papers and make returns on them as quickly as possible. This in­
clu des warrants, writs of delivery, summons, executions and notices. 

It is the duty of the Sheriff and his deputies to visit our churches, 
schools and public gatherings regularly and to keep order at all 
times. 

A deputy should be in uniform at all times and should wear 
identification as a deputy at all times. 

A deputy should not be a "show-off" just because he is a dep­
uty sheriff. 

Deputies should patrol our roads regularly to safeguard our 
people who use them going to school, church, work or home.

Frankfort, Ky., Oct. 13 - State 
control of major expenditures by 
the 211 schooLs districts, plus an­
nual state audits, were recom­
mended Friday to the Commission 
on Public Education by State Aud­
itor Joe Schneider. 

His phn to tighten financial ad­
ministration of public-school funds 
contained 20 points of suggested 
fiscal reform, all of which would 
require new Ia ws by the 1962 Legis­
lature. 

The strong state control he 
urged, Schneider said, was based 
on the fact that the state puts up 
nearly 70 per cent of the money 
for public schools. 

Attomey General John B. Breck­
inridge and Wendell P. Butler, 
superintend'ent of public instruc­
tion, also gave the commission 
their views on what is needed in 
the way of school. reform. 

The commission will hold an­
other closed session october 2'1 at 
Louisville. At this one it will solicit 
views of reform from the board of 
directors of Kentucky Education 
Association in the K. E. A. Build­
ing on the campus of the Univer­
sity of Louisville. 

These discussions center around 
the vast array of recommendations 
already made in reports by Booz, 
Allen & Hamilton, a Chicago con­
sulting firm, and by the curriculum 
committee of 12 Kentucky educa~ 
tors headed by U. of L. Professor 
Carl Abner. 

Stil.l to come are a report on the 
foundation program by associated 
Consultants in Education, Merid­
ian, Miss., and a seri'.'!s of state­
wide· public hearings before the 
commission makes its own report 
of suggested reforms to Governor 
Combs. 

The· Governor, in tum·, will ad'­
vocate a program of reform to the 
1962 legislature. This sequence was 
triggered by the 1960 session which, 
aft>cr its own investigation of the 
school system, ordered the swe·ep­
ing inquiry costing $162,000.

education, achieved best, perhaps, 
by a stronger State Board' of Ed­
ucation. 

2. The superintendent of public 
instruction should be appointed, 
rather than elected in· a political 
mce. The Attorney Genernl noted 
that, as a member of the House in 
19'56, he int1oduced the constitu­
tional amendment to achieve that 
end, only to see it defeated at the 
Nov"cmber election of 1957. 

3. The Attorney General should' 
be empowered to sue in Franklin 
circuit court to recover misused 
school funds, rather than in the 
county where the offense occurred. 

4. The State Board of Education 
should be given strong disciplinary 
authority over locat boards of ed­
ucation, superintendents and teach­
ing staffs. 

Remarks of Butler to the board 
center aroun-d his basic beliefs that: 

1. On the whole, both reports al­
ready submitted contain good rec­
ommendations. But many of them 
already have bren achieved, others 
are in process of attainment, others 
have been tried and failed, and 
others an~ lying passive for want 
of money to activate them. 

2. Change for the mere sake of 
change is pure waste. Rather, the 
substantial segment of publJc ed­
ucation that is good should be re­
tained. Reform should be centered 
on the areas that need it. 

3. Public ed'ucation In Kentucky 
is not as good as the professional 
educators sa.y it is, or as bad as 
its critics clitim. Open minds are 
the greatest need in the borderline 
between t h e s e extreme view!'. 
There is as much danger in sugar­
coating unpleasant reality as there 
is in ignoring reform where it is 
needed. 

4. Certainl.y, stlll te cofttrol over 
education snould be• administered 
by educators. 

Schneid!ar emphasized that his 
plan of fiscal reform, while rooted 
to the situation in Carler county, 
reflects what he and his staff deem 
to be of statewid!c application and 
advantage. 

However, he ad'ded: 
"Let us not forget that the cri­

tt:t·ia for improvement I'\'!st in the 
proper administration and enforce­
ment of laws as much as in thE' 
laws passed. 

''We have some good laws on the 
books now. How.:>ver, the best 
school laws in the United States 
would be no better than the ad­
ministration ar.td enforcement of 
them." 

His 20-point plan f'ollows: 
1. 'I'he State Auditor should be 

empowerea to audit each district 
annually, at the estimated cost of 
$250,000, or a fourth of a per cent 
of the money K·cntucky puts into 
the school system. 

2. With approval of the Stat 
Auditor, a district coul.d let this 
examination be done by outside ac­
countants under private contract. 

3. All purcha!res of more than 
$1 ,000, including contracts for per­
son-al service, should be sent to the 
Department of Finahce at Frank­
fort for bidtaking and' awarding. 

4. All gasoline, oil. etc., should 
be bought from a deal·ar who is 
under a master contract wlth thE'' 
Department of Finance. 

5. All insurance should be ad­
ministered by the ~partmmt of 
Finance, and contracts awarded to 
the lowest bidders. 

6. All capital improvements to 
school p 1 ants exceeding $1,000 
should be approved jointly by the 
Department of Education and the 
Department of Finance, with the 
latter empowered to award con­
tracts after obtaining lowest bids. 

7. A study in depth should' be 
undertaken to discover ways to 
overcome excessi,ve markups in 
property bought by school districts. 

8. No school board shoul:d be al­
lowed to pay out money for any­
thing until a majority of the mem­
bers have approved the claims for 
payment. 

9. Every school district should be 
force'd' to employ a qualified fi­
nance officer.

Cure for Buck Fever 
May Never Be Found, 
Sportsmen Are Warned 

With all the accomplishments of 
medical science, there Is yet to be 
discovered a cure for buck fever. 
This is a rather co on ailment 
among sportsmen who embark up­
on big game hunting for the first 
time, or, on occasioil', among the 
hunters who are se-asoned veterans. 
For some reason the hot flashes, 
nervous jitters and cold chills that 
combine to form buck fever never 
appear at home or the office·, but 
always in the wilderness just at 
the precise time a cool head and 
ste-ady hand are in demand. 

When the first deer you've e\"i'r 
seen in the wild stroJls around a 
ooint or emerges from the undl"r­
brush you're a likely victim for 
buck fever. As you slowly raise the

A new regional history on the 
Regular B-aptist churches of the 
tri-s tate area has just been pub­
lished. It is the work of' Rufus 
Perrigan, Haysi, Virginia. 

The new book traces the origins 
of the several Baptist Associations 
and covered by the vol.ume is the 
hi11,tory of New Salem, Union, ln­
di·::m Bottom, Mud River, Sardis, 
Friendship, Kyova, Philadelphia, 
Thorntro Union and' Northern New 
Salem Associations. 

!'jew Salem Association was the 
second organized in Eastern Ken­
tucky and covered a wide area.. It 
was organized in 1825 and the• most 
recent, Norther::1 New Salem Asso­
ciation, was set up in 1957. 

The first association was consti­
tuted by churches in Floyd, Letch­
er, Perry and Pike counties. It was 
composed of eigh t churches dis­
missed from Burning Springs As­
socia tion. 

The New Salem Association was 
fou!:l.ded at . New Salem church at 
the mouth of Big Mud Cre'ek. New 
Salem church, founded in 1812", was 
originally in t he Burning Springs 
Association. The records of the Big 
Mud church from 1812 to 1870 have 
been lost.

The church ~·as 
then moved to Rock Fork Creek 
and built ro Brother Brison How­
ard's farm and it ·w>as there until 
Brother Howard died. It then 
bbught the present site from the 
Floyd' County Board of Edu<fation 
for the sum of $1,300. This was 
the nrst church house· t his old 
church had a deed . .(or." 

It had a dlvision over predestina­
tion in 1896 that last until 1913. 
The present moderator is the aged 
and respected M. M. Ch!lffins. 

Many venerable c,hurchmen have 
served Stone Coal Church since 
its founding. Elder John Morris 
was moderator from 1808 to 1849. 
Others have bren H. Dickerson, 
Stephen Nolan, Thomas Gilbert, 
Nathan K elly, Will!am Mulliru, 
Samuel Maggard, William C. Cook, 
D. F. Allen and R. R. l'Iicks. Elder 
Chaffins became moderator in 1913. 

Typical of the historY of the 
Regular Baptist churches of the 
Eastern Kentucky aren. is that of 
Indian Bottom church organ1zed' in 
1'810. then Floyd county, now 
Letcher county. Church work in 
the area began with Jacob Eber-' 
sole or Eversole, a Baptist minister, 
who settled in Perry county in 
1789. H e was a German and spoke 
with a heavy accent. He lived to 
be 100 years old. Following Eber­
sole, Richard Smith, a Ba.}ltist 
minister came to Perry county in 
1790 and after establishing 11· home­
stead , began to preach. H'e lived 
in what later became Breat,hitt 
county. 

In 1807, Electiou~· Thompson, 
Simeon Justice and William. Salis­
bury forwarded the church ~qrk 
in the region. Justice and Sillisbury; 
were f'rom Floyd county, t~e for~ 
mer o,. native, as was . Thompson, 
of North Carolina, and Salisbury 
originally from Connecticut. The 
three cO!:lStituted Indian Bottom 
church in 1810. 

T"ne three 1';\aptlst pionee'I"S were 
from the North District Associa­
tion. Members of the Indian• Bot­
tom church V;-ere from the fam­
ilies of We·bb, Caudi!.l, . Ada.ins, 
Kelly, Craft, Taulbee e.nd w;ttit­
aker.

public, but it is understood that 
some Of the' officials of the Midas 
Company were in Louisville re­
cently conf erri~g over the details 
of the transaction. 
N~gotiations f'or the gas suppl.y 

of this company are said to have 
been begun last summer, but that 
owing to the fact that the Louis­
ville Gas & Electric Company had 
a contract with the Pennagrade 
Oil & Gas Compa~y for the sale 
of its gas production, aggregating 
10,000,000 feet daily, to the Louis­
ville Gas & Electric Company, the 
negotiations with the Midas Com­
pany were permitted to lag. How­
ever, it is said that the Louisvllle 
Gas & Electric Company recently 
became convinced tha.t the Pen­
negracfe Company could not fulfill 
its contract to construct a pipe 
line, and that it has now taken up 
in earnest negotiations with the 
Midas Company, with a view to 
securhg a supply of gas to take 
th~ place of that from West Vir­
ginia, which is said to be declin­
ing in volume. 

The Midas field, which comprises 
16,000 acres in Floyd county, ad­
jacent to the scattered holdings of 
the Pennagrade Company, lies in 
one block. The field was opened 
about six years ago and there are 
now twelve producing wells, having 
a daily f'low of upwards of 20,000,-
000 feet of gas. This field is within 
twenty-five miles of Inez, Ky., the 
point at which the lines of the 
Louisville Gas & Electric Company 
from its 'Kermit station in West 
VIrginia cross the state line into 
Kentucky. 

Interests id·cntifie'd with the Mi­
das Company have made arrar.ge­
ments with a large New York 
l,lanking house to built the pipe 
line and erect the necessary pump-

! ing stations a~d compressors, and 
connect the li:.:e with the West 
Virginia line of the Louisville Gas 
& Electric Company. 

Shortly after the Mid.1s fields 
were opened the war came on and 
there was a very strong demand 
for carbon. The Midas Company 
found it more profitable to convert 
its gas into carbon than to at­
tempt to pipe it. However, since the 
war demand for carbon cease-d the 
price was declined to the point 
where it ls no longer profitablE:' to 
use the gas for the manufacture 
of cal'bon, and the officers of the 
Midas company are se£;'king an 
outlet. 

The Midas field is said to be 
capable of almost unlimited' de­
velopment, and the supply of gas 
could be increased almost to any 
proportion to meet any increase in 
the demand. 

The pipe line, it IS said, could be 
laid during tt few months next 
summer anti the compressors and 
pumps could be installed during 
the same time, so that Louisville 
can be assured of an ample supply 
of gas for next wi~te~· and for the 
winters to come, if the negotia­
tions with the Midas Company are 
concluded without delay.

The Civil War in Kentucky

One hundred years ago this 
week, Ke-:1tuckians who had' not 
already joined one armv or the 
other ·w-e1-e· leaving their homes and 
heading fol" Union or Confederate 
camps to enter the service. They 
often assembled in grouns and 
tm veled toa-ether; since both sides 
had troops b Kentucky, the· vol­
unteers risked !Ycing intercet>ted' 
llnd c~ptured by the enemy before 
they could reach a friendly camp. 

Accordim; to the• Mt. Sterling 
Whig, t!1at was th-e fate of 30 Un­
ion men who had got together in 
Montgop1ery cou:1tv and were pre­
pning to P'O to Estill Sprin~rs to 
ioin a Federal regiment of which 
nol. Rid Barn<:s WfiS the command­
ing officer. They were captured' by 
11 comnanv of 100 mounted men, 
hPlieved to have come f'rom a 
Confedf"rate camp at Prestons­
hnn?:. The ncwspapocr did not know 
what had become of thP. woulr1-be 
volnnt PEl'S. but it specul.<!tcd they 
nrnb.,blv ~'E'l'e l'",'ing held at the· 
Prestonsburg camp. 

The Louisville Joumal published 
a report from Can-oil tor.- that in 
the adiacent county of Owen 100 
mAn who intend'ed to join the Cro­
federate Army were· pl.anning to 
sPt out for Cumberland Gap. It 
nm·norted to tell where they would 
rrcss the Kentucky River, at a 

Kentucky had soon left for Con­
federate territory and was serving 
as a. colonel ro Gen. Albert Sid'ney 
Johnston's staff. During the week 
under review, "two or more l.arge 
cases" containing his effe"Cts ar­
rlved at New York City on board 
the Germania and were' seized by 
the F'Cderal government. It was 
said tha.t the crotents would be 
confiscated as "rebel property.'' 

A bodyguard for oen. W. T.
