AT MEETING

City Offictals Explain
Huge Financial Problem
Inherited by Councilmen

The Prestonsburg City Council,
faged with a big fiscal problem,
met with the taxpayers in a town
hall meeting Monday evening to
present a budget of $107,628, ap-
proximately $40,000 greater than
the revenue last year.

In order'to pick up this deficit
Mayor George Archer announced
that a 50 percent inerease in as-
gessment of real property is being
eontinued to be required and a

modified business and profes-
sional men’s tax will be levied.
(See separate story).

The mayor, councilmen and

Citv Treasurer J. R. Spurlock re-
viewed the swhole financial strue-
ture of the ecity, noted mistakes
of 'the past, one of them being the

| refinanecing of old sewer bonds,

and pointed out that the city just
isn't paying enough taxes to pro-
cure the many modern services it
must have.

“The condition our town is in,” |

Mayor Archer said, "is everyone’s
responsibility. We c¢harge that
you and we have not fulfilled our
duties as citizens. You can eriti-
¢ize us, go home, lie down and
forget it. We cannet. We have to
wrestle mightily with the ecity's
problems. They are so urgent
that we can’t lie dowm and forget
them.”
