The 1962 session cut the number
of XKentucky eongressmen from
seven to eight in accordance with
the failure of the state’s popula-
tion to Increase at the rate of the
rest of the nation.

The Administration’s “Omnibus”
FEducation Bill, now law, eombines
several pheses of state authority
over the public school system.

The reorganization act combines
several health and welfare agencies
into one superagency to be headed
by a coordimator appointed by the
Governor.

A 1962 ach proposes a. convention
in 1965 to revise eight parts of the
Rentucky Constitution. This would
have to be ré-enacted by the 1964
session and then approved by the
voters in November of that year.

Two proposals to amend the
Constitution were adopited by the
1962 session. which will need con-
currence of the voters; to inerease
the number of amendments sub-
mitted at one time from two fto
five; and to repeal the salary sec-
tion outright:
