investigate charges that the new Carter County Board 
of Education has infringed upon the rights of t~achers 
in that county is perhaps in order, since the actiOn was 
requested by the Carter County Teachers Association. 

Yet one wonders if the KEA and the National Ed­
ucation Association's commission on professional rights 
and responsibilities, which wi1l join KEA in the investi­
gation, realize that they are being "used" in a life-and­
death struggle for power within the Carter county 
school system. One might also wonder if the two bodies 
propose to lend their services to every majority group 
which is a member of KEA and refuse the same ser­
vice to minority groups whose membership in KEA 
is as bonafide as the other's. 

To state the question otherwise: 
There is in the Carter county school system a group 

of teachers who dare to challenge the actions of Super­
intendent Heman McGuire. These are members of KEA 
as much as are those of the majority faction in the 
Carter Teachers Association. Then will KEA and NEA 
honor a request from them that McGuire's actions and 
his attitude toward them be subject to investigation? 

lt might interest KEA and NEA to know that only 
a few weeks ago, when members of the minority group 
maintained they were called upon to support Heman 
McGuire in his legal battle or battles, this man John

Meager Finances Noted 
By Sportsmen President; 
Commission Is Praised 

"No other department in state 
government has accomplished 
more on a declining budget than 
has the Department of Fish and 
Wildlife Resources", Arthur Cur~ 
tis, president of the League of 
Kentucky Sportsmen, spea.king 
on behalf of the League and Ken­
tucky sportsmen in general, told 
the Fish and Wildlife Resources 
Commission in session today at 
the Department's office. 

Curtis was also high In his 
praise for the Fish and Wildlife 
Resources Commission. He point­
ed out that selection of commis­
sioners on a regional basis is a 
method used in many other 
states. Additionally, Kentucky 
by having the prospective candi­
dates screened by the sportsmen 
of the area in order to be placed 
on the eligible list from which 
the Governor makes a selection, 
names only the more highly re­
spected businessmen. Through 
this sportsmen selection the com­
missioners are not named be­
cause of any activities for any 
one political party or faction, 
Curtis added. 

While the commissioners are 
selected on a regional basis, Cur­
tis sa.id, members have almost in­
variably considered the service 
from a statewide standpoint and 
have worked for the good of the 
state as a whole. They have not 
exploited the district conception 
in this system any more than 
would be possible under any 
other system of appointments. 

In addressing the Commission 
Curtis pointed out again that al­
though the sale of hunting and 
fishing licenses, the source from 
which finances for the Depart­
ment are obtained, has declined, 
progress has continued even 
through the lean years and new 
projects have been initiated and 
earned out to completion. This 
has been accomplished through 
streamlined programs, b e t t e r 
planning and management, even 
with reduced personnel, Curtis 
pqinted out, and the overall long 
range program of the Department 
has been solidified during the 
past few years. Curtis declared 
that through frugal use of funds 
t11e Department has been able to 
pay off most of a million dollar 
committed indebtedness inheri­
ted in 1958, which included 
among others, the construction of 
four' major lakes, maintenance of 
26 state owned lakes, payments 
on the Ballard County Waterfowl 
Management Area, construction 
of previously committed river 
dams while, at the same time, 
carrying out old projects and ini­
tiating new ones. One of the new 
projects highly praised by Curtis 
was that of producing quail in 
the dead of winter. The quail so 
produced are apportioned to 
sportsmen clubs that are equip~ 
ed to rear them through the cold 
months. In the spring these quail 
are released as adults and it is 
bl'!lieved that they produced cov­
eys of their own that same sum-
mer.

Throughout the 1962 session, 

Matthews and his staff of budget 
specialists closely reviewed each 
legislative proposal that called 
for or implied spending of State 
money. Any chance or danger of 
unwise or deficit expenditure in 
a. bill was immediately brought to 
the attention of S€nate and 
House leaders. On several oc­
casions, bills were amended be­
fore passage to eliminate or alter 
sections tha.t Matthews and his 
analysts found to be unwise fi­
nancially. 

Matthews called House Bill 416 
"another measure of protection 
to the taxpayers." He said present 
law gives the authority to reduce 
executive budget appropriations, 
"but authority was needed to deal 
with all appropriations." He said 
House Bill 416 makes it abso­
lutely certain that the State will 
live within its income." 

.Matthews said, "We don't an­
ticipate a budget deficit. But we 
want to be in a position to deal 
with whatever situations may 
arise, in the future as well as 
during this Administration." 

His department is entrusted 
with keeping a close watch upon 
the State's purse. The agency 
compiles and executes-for en­
actment by the Legislature-the 
State's biennial budget for oper­
ation of the State Government. 
The department purchases com­
modities for State agencies, au­
dits and authorizes spending of 
state money, approves and super­
vises the construction of State 
facilities. It is also the "House­
keeper" for State buildings in 
Frankfort. 

As an example of the scrutiny 
by the commissioner and his bud­
get specialists to determine whet­
her funds appropriated by a bill 
were available, or were sufficient 
or excessive, Matthews cited 
House Bill 183. 

The original measure appro­
priated $61,000 for each of the 
next two fiscal years to promote 
purebred livestock shows. A re­
view of the bill by Matthews 
showed tha.t the regular budget 
?ill had already provided $31,000 
m each year for this purpose. 
Upon his recommendation the 
bill was amended to reduce the 
vearly amount to $30,000, saving 
$62,000, Matthews said. 

House Bill 416 was introduced 
by Majority Floor Leader R. P. 
M o 1 on e y, Lexington, in the 
House. The measure had been 
recommended by Gov. B e r t 
Combs and Matthews.

EASTE N KY. EDUCATORS Dr. Sabin Predicts 
Victory Over Polio 

HEAR R. SOLON KIM'BALL A University of Kentucky a.u­
dience was told last week that 
polimyelitis will not be elimi-· 
nated from the United States 
unless the oral polio virus vac­
cine is administered in com­
munity-wide programs to at 
least 70 to 80 per cent of pre­
school and school children, re­
gardless of how many doses of 
Salk vaccine the children may 
have ha.d. The speaker was Dr. 
J,lbert B. Sabin of the Univer­
sity of Cincinnati, developer of 
a live oral vaccine for polio. In­
creasingly large amounts of the 
oral vaccine will become avail­
able in the U. S. thi,; year, Dr. 
Sabin said. 

ALLPA E Quicksand, Ky.-E.astern Ken­
tucky educators , meeting at the 
Robinson Substation here Wed­
nesday, were presented with 
some disturbing facts in connec­
tion with the trend~: of present 
day America. 

Speaking to the group of high 
school principals, county super­
intendents, supervising teachers, 
college presidents, and other 
school officials and county exten­
sion agents, Dr. Solon T. Kim­
ball of Columbia University said 
the old society was rapidly being 
swept away and a completely 
new America was being formed. 

This new America, he said, is 
an America of constant change 
and to operate successfully and 
efficiently within its framework, 
a person must be perpetually 
poised for mobility. 

"He can no longer have deep 
ties with family or locality," Dr. 
Kimball continued, "and can 
have no deep sense of the past. 
He must be a person of many 
skills and prepared to change 
skills. 

Dr. Kimball went on to explain 
that the old social class was dis­
appearing a.nd in this new Amer­
ica, little attention is being paid 
to social background. "Rather," 
he said, "this new America is ask­
ing: What have you to offer?" 

In the last decade or so, Dr. 
Kimball said America has 
changed from an agrarian to an 
industrial and metropolitan poli­
ty. Small enterprises are declin­
ing and family continuity in 
these little businesses are disap­
pearing. In the face of this fan­
tastic sociological and technolpg­
ical change, the traditional fac­
tbrs that built, sustained, and 
embodied the early American 
~pirit is being absorbed in the 
larger frame. 

To meet this challenge of a J 

changing America, Dr. Kimball 
said education can no longer be j 
terminaL It must be a continuou,; 
process. Education can no long_er I 
be a rote proce~s. following a 
fixed course or routine way. It 
must lean more toward the scien­
tific and less toward the artistic 
and must tea"ch people how to 
~olve problems. 

Appearing on the progrqm 
with Dr. Kimball, D. C. Ander­
son of the State Department of 
Education corroborated state­
ments previously made and add­
ed there was an urgent need for 
"\ "~urriculum with a new look." 

"Our educational system must 
be completely reorganized," he 
~aid, "to meet this sweeping an d 
tradition-devastating change in I 
society." 

Stating that education was us­
ually the last to fall in step with 
progress, he intimated the reali­
ties were frightening and while 
there were no magic fomulas, ed­
ucation seemed to be the best 
means for meeting the new prob­
lems created by this age of tech­
nology. 

"We were born in an old 
world," 'Anderson told the school 
people. "We live in a new, and 
probably by the time we die, 
we'll be living in one that's far 
different." 

Agreeing with D:r. Kimba.ll, he 
said education must be mnde a 1 
continuing process indeed, with j 
more emphasis being placed on 
adult education. He prophesied 1 

that in the n'-!ar future, schools 
throughout the country \\ill be in 
<ession day and night, w nter a.nd 
summer to meet the desperate 
~ducational needs and require­
ments of the time.

Dr. Brown pointed out that
