| “The older and best trained
‘crane ballet dancers begin to
teach the little erane chicks the
art of dancing when they are
| about two weeks old. By the time
| they are fully grown, they are
'expert at doing the ballet. Thein
dance is full of grace and beauty.
When they congregate to do one
of their dances, thev form a ecir-
cle, and somefimes as many as
twenty-five cranes join in the
dance.

As a signal to begin, one of the
older cranes will pick up a stick
or a twig in its long bill and toss
it into the ring. Then the danee
is off! The more experienced
dancers begin by leaping eight|
| feet high in the air, and whirling |
‘around and around several times |
| before landing on their feet. |
When they land each dancer
makes a bow, and then the dance
{ proceeds’ by hops and skips for a
time: Sometimes the dance grows
' to such a pitch, and fast tempo,
the dancers will leap over eone
another’'s backs. But the dance is
always majestic, filled "with
grace and perfect execution. Most
| of the time, the cranes dahce on
land. But at night, before signing |
off for the day, the cranes form
a gircle in the shallow water and
| begin their dance. It is gafried on
| until it gets too dark to'See how
; to dance.

While all cranes are dancers,
| few persons ever get to witness
this performance, because cranes
usually make their homes in the
{ deep inacecessible swamps, marsh-
¢s and other areas far from the
beaten paths of man. The famous |
sandhill eranes stand about five]
| feet in height, and their bodies
{are a slate-gray, often tinged

with brick red. Thelr heads are!
bald and are a glowing scarlet
1(:0101'. Their throat is white, and |
| their tail feathers droop in |
fringes. Their flesh was once a|
fable delicacy in the south and
théy were ruthlessly slaughtered.
Today it is estimated there are
about 3,000 sandhill cranes in the
south. And dancing is their chief
diversion! Winter and summer!
If they cannot get the whole
flock together for the dance, then
two or three cranes will do the
dance. When they dance, they
stiffen their long legs and extend
their wings with the feathers
drooping. Now and then one of:
the dancers will stop and put his
long, keen bill to the ground and
then lift his head and extend his
long neck with the bill pointing
toward the sky. While doing this |
for several minutes, it will circle
around its companion, which pir-
i ouettes and struts while the other
i crane 18 alternately touching the
ground and pointing skyward.
