With increasing concern, many ieaders in e'd-· 
ucation, government and 1buslness are trying to 
cope with a school problem which some consider 
to be near-explosive. In a single statistic it is this: 

!"our out of every ten students who started 
the fifth grade last September probably will not 
be gradul\ted from high school. 

Many will quit even before they finish elemen­
tary school. The school drop-'()ut constitutes a crisis 
of growing natio~al implications in terms of un­
employment, welfare costs, and according to some 
authorities, crime. 

School drop-outs will number an estimated 7.5 
million in the 1960's. LongJrange ef!orts to reduce 
that number may improve schools for all students, 
star ting in kindergarten. These eff.orts center on 
plans to increase the counseling and guidance 
servi ces in schools and to provide more varied 
programs to meet a wide range of learning a.bi!· 
ities. such measures, say edu~-etors, benefit all 
students, not only the potential drop-outs. In test 
projects, such as the Higher Horizons program of 
New York, drop-out rates have been sharply re­
d'u~ed and more high school graduates have con­
tinued on to college when schools used costly in­
creased counseling and curricula designed to meet 
speecial student needs. 

SOME SCHOOL PRlNCIP ALS and teachers, 
it should .be noted, believe many drop-outs are 
"noneduca!ble" and are •better off out of school. 
This attitude was poss~bly justified in 1900 when 
one out of eight jobs could be filled by unskilled 
la;bor. Tod'ay, according to secretary of Labor 
Arthur Goldberg, the unskilled job rate is one out 
of 20 job.s-und it shrinks almost daily. This is 
why the· drop-'Out problem-although the actual 
rate has declined a few percentage points in re­
cent years-is causing so much apprehension among 
employment experts. A gigantic, multimillion pool: 
of unemployable-not just unemployed-young peo­
ple is being formed." 

Regall'ding the so-called noneducahle student, 
U. S. Commissioner of Education Sterling MciM-ur­
rin says: "We must find out whether they can be 
educated in a different kind of school. All too of­
ten we toss these people out on the streets." Too, 
many people ·believe what contr~butes to creating 
a school drop-out also is responsible· for causing 
delinquency. In 1961, Congress authorized $30 mil-· 
lion for a three-year Department of Justice action­
study program on juvenile delinquency. It will in­
clude work on the drop-outs. 

WHAT IS BEING DONE about drop-'Outs? To 
find out, The Better Way surveyed 20 state de­
partments of education and interviewed authori­
ties at the U. S. Office of Education, National Ed­
ucation Association, Department of Labor, the Na­
tional Committee on Employment of Youth and in 
schools.

Nevertheless, they 
still are not absolu tely certain who is the typical 
drop-out. For instance, one recent study in an l'l­
linois community des::ri,bed him-and almost as 
many girls quit school early as boys do-in this 
1;·ay: " \He) is consistently found to be of low soc­
ial status, bel.ow average intelligence, a.n academic 
failure, frequen tly a'bsent from school, and often 
r et:"lrded." 

In relation to the size of the problem, relati,·ely 
little research and work is now underway on it, 
although most states surveyed indicated there are 
programs in the planning stage. Of the few states 
which have launched' major ef,forts to reduce sc;hool 
drop-outs, Michigan's Committee on School Hold­
i~ :Power is regarded as having one of the most 
comprehensive plans. On the national level, the 
National Education Association is using a $1&9',000 
Ford Founda.tion grant for a three-yar study of 
school drop-outs. The Ford Foundation is also 
working with individual cities on employment pro­
grams for students. The federal governlnent's role 
has been mainly by grants from the U. S. Office 
of Education. Since O~tober, 1956, the office has 
helped to finance 22 research projects related to 
the drop-out !at a cost of about $-1,100,000).

A 1960 report 
by the Bureau of Labor Statistics stated: "It takes 
longer for (drop-ou ts) to get their first job. The 
jobs t!1ey get initially aren't nearly as good, es­
pecially !or girls, either in level. of skill or earn­
ings. This disparity increases even over a compara­
tively short span of years. The amount of unem­
ploywent ... is muc:J greater, and the rate of 
unemployment, at a given time, is unquestionably 
higher."

Educators believe early identification by coun­
selors and teachers of the potential drop-out is 
essential. if he is to be kept in school. Regrettllibly, 
few school sys ms have what is considered to be 
an adequate · counseling system. When counseling 
is anulable, it is usually at the high school level. 
At this point, many school authorities say it is fre­
quently too late to prevent a stud'ent from quit­
ting school. (The largest number of drop-outs is 
at age 16, the legal withdrawal. age in mos't states.) 
What is urgently needed, these educators say, are 
expanded counseling services at all school levels. 
(The Office of Education will spend $'7 million in 
the CU!Tent fiscal year to help tra.in more high 
school counselors.) 

Programs which com­
bine school with actual job experience ma.y be the 
best solution for students who otherwise would 
lea,·e school completely. Many educators, though, 
believe the workJexperience programs, valua,ble as 
they mar be, are only "nibbling at the edges" of 
the re.:JI drop-out problem. Pending in Congress 
is legislation, the Youth Employment Opportuni­
ties ·bill, which sets up va1·ious· work-training pro­
grams for 16-to-·22-year-old youths. The bill would 
provide about 200,000 jobs over a three-year per­
iod. 

Implementi!1f5 the above program would un­
doubtedly add to school costs. But, as Daniel 
Schreiber, director of the NEA-'Ford Found'ation 
stud'y, commented: "The costs of unemployment, 
delinquency and crime is even greater."

Stains on summer clothing al­

w·a.ys pre!>ent a problem-and to­
day's many man-made fibers and 
special finishes make stain removal 
seem even more d'ifficul.t. For suc­
cess£ul stain removal at home, Mrs. 
Frances H. Pitts·, home demonstra­
tion agent, has these genem.J point-· 
ers. 

Treat stains promptly. iMany 
stains can be removed when they 
are fresh 1but are very difficult or 
impcssible to remove after they are 
set. Do not press over a stain; heat 
may se't the stain permanei,tly. 
Also treat stained areas before you 
wash the garment. 

Identify the stain if possible; dif­
ferent stains need different treat­
ment. If you don't know the exact 
cause, at least try to find out 
whether it is a greasy non 
greasy stain, or a of 

warnings carefully. Some removers 
are flammable; some give off poi~ 
sonous vapors; and some are poi­
sonous if sw-allowed'. 

Work witll care and patience 
when you treat the stain. Results 
often depend as much on how the ! 

job is done as on the kind of re­
mover used.

Mildew-Treat spots while they 
are fresh.-..Jbefore the mold growth 
h•as a chance to weaken the frubl'ic.

The Kentucky Normal College, of Louisa, was built in 1908 and 
for many year was attended by hundreds of East Kentuckians and 
Southern West Virginians who were preparing to teach. It was 
fou nded by the beloved W. M. Bylington, one-time Prestonsburg 
t eacher and later Count~, Superintendent of Boyle County Schools 
at Danville. 

The three-story structure, bought by the city of Louisa and used 
as a high school since 1923, is now being razed to make way for 
a new high school building.
