On New Year's Day, 1845, the 
~my of Sacramento of 275 men 
moved out of Sutter's fort to meet 
Michelterona and fight the revolt­
ing generals. Sutter was esplen­
dent on a great horse, a ighly­
groomed commander with a mot­
ley, comic-opera following. There 
were Americans, Mexicans and In­
dians. 

Joined with Michelterona, Sutter 
and his troops moved southward, 
the rebel troops retiring before 
them. It began to rain, the roads 
became sodden mush. Food gave 
out and the men were reduced to 
foraging. Af•ter seven weeks of 
marching the Army of the Sacra­
mento ~ound itself on the plains 
of San Fernando valley and facing 
the enemy. 

The battle was joined on Febru-
ary 2Q with an artillery duel. It 
lasted until night, and the next 
day, before it was resumed, the 
forces under Sutter found that 
most of the enemy were Ameri­
cans. Many of them were from 
Missouri. Barnett and the other 
Americans under Sutter began to 
ask questions. Dr. Marsh, who had 
been forced to join Sutter as a 
common foot soldier, had been 
asking questions alL along. They 
deposed Sutter, put Marsh in com­
mand and called a truce. As soon 
as the opopsing forces met there 
was fraternization as the troops 
exchanged news from home. 

Sutter, stripped of his uniform 
and jailed, awaited' his fate from 
hib captors. They debated whether 1 

to shoot or hang him, finally de­
ciding to do neither. He returned 
to the American River, resumed 
hls life as if nothing had hap­
pened. Barnett went ~ Napa val­
ley near Sonoma. 

The Americans in California 
were so eager to wrest Califo1·nia 
from the Mexicans that they 
needed only a word to rise, but 
~ol. John c. Fremont, who com­
manded American troops in the 
state, didn't want to precipitate a 
war. Conf.lict would come soon 
enough but in the meantime he 
woulcf advance his country's inter­
est and position. He sent EZekiel 
Menitt down into the Nll!pa vall.ey 
to pick up recruits. 

Merritt gathered followers in the 
Napa and Pope valleys and, de­
laying to move for a few days, 
camped -on the ranch of Elias 
Barnett. For some reason the Ken-· 
tuckian was in Los Angeles, on 
what business we do not know. If 
he had been at home, he would 
have, it is very probable, signed 
with Menitt.

THJE, FEMININE SIDE 
OF BOWLING NEWS 

By IMA BOWLER 

Summer league play has now 
begun, and already we are set­
tling down to business. Most 
leagues got under wa'y with little 
difficulty. P l e as e remember, 
your new league secretaries are 
supposed to send copies of league 
rules and the list of new officers 
to the City :Association secretary 
for records. Please don't forget 
this . If a protest comes up, you 
will be protecting yourself by al­
ready having the rules before 
the executive board. Things are 
rather slow right now. It would 
be a good time to keep practicing 
so that you can hit that 300 game. 
There still have been only six 
three hundred games in the 
whole country and all of them 
were west oi the Rockies. 

Might be of interest to you to 
print some of the bowling terms 
with which you may not be fa­
miliar: 

For instance, "alley" is an ob­
solete term for "lane" ; an "er­
ror" is a missed spare; a "spare" 
is clea,ning up on the seco d ball 
all pins that you missed Wl the 
first; a "sleeper" is a .llidden pin; 
"cheesecake" is a fast or easy 
lane; "Dutch 200" means makmg 
200 by getting alternately stnke, 
spare, strike, spare; a "mother­
in-law" is the 7 pin; to "blow" 
is to fail to knock down all pins 
on the second throw unless you 
have a split; a "split" is when 
two pins are left standing, with 
no headpin between them; a 
"broom ball" is one that sweeps 
down all the pins, a mixer; hit­
ting to the Brooklyn side is to hit 
the opposite side of the pocket 
for which you are shooting; 
"gutter ball" is one which drops 
into either gutter before reaching 
the pins. 

Perhaps it should be mentioned 
that all league sanctions have to 
be in within three weeks after 
you start bowling. This is essen­
tial i.f you are to bowl in sanc­
tioned leagues. It is absolutely 
forbidden for any WIBC member 
to bowl in any league which is 
not wmc sanctioned, and each 
member must herself determine 
whether this league is sanctioned 
or not. You could lose your mem­
bership by bowling in an un­
sanctioi).ed league, so don't let 
these sanctions go. Get busy on 
them. Also, every member of 
each team must be a WIBC mem­
ber. You could lose games if you 
bowl a gal who isn't a member. 

Your league secretaries all get 
a copy of WOMAN BOWLER 
magazine for each league. Ask 
your secretary about yqur copy, 
~o you can see it. Your secretary 
IS also responsible for getting 
each member of the league a 
copy of league rules. 

Those of you who were secre­
taries of leagues last fall should 
be sure that your final standing 
sheet~ ~re turned into the City 
Association secretary right away. 
T'he secretary of each league re­
ceived some form of pay for 
~oing the league work, and this 
1s a very important part of their 
duties. Be sure to get this done 
right away if you haven't al­
ready. They should be sent to the 
secretary of the City Association 
Earlene Daniels, at East Point. '
