| Along with all his ofther farm
operations, Little raises tobacco
and assists in growing a consider-
able acreage of hay and corn on
his father’s farm. He has to work
hard, of course, and put in longer
hours than a factory hand, but as
he said, he “lives well, enjoys every
minute of it, and can take off when
he fakes the notion.” He drives a
good car, owns a nice home and
is in the process of constructing a
better one. He has a daughter in
college and his farm enterprises
have paid off.

Reiterating his statement about
living well, he intimated that a few
corners have to be cut, but with
the right kind of management, a
good living can hs made on most
Iqutmn Kentucky farms. It takes

THE FLOWERING DOGWOOD

The flowering dogwood (Cor-
nus florida) has more uses than
any other small tree of our for-

| ests. For centuries the French
| Canadians and the early French

settlers of Louisiana hayve made
their toothbrushes out of dog-
wood twigs, which they claim
keep their teeth glistening white
and is good for the gums to
brush with a dogwood tooth-

' brush.

The finest weavers' shuttles in
the world are made from dog-
wood, and the longer they are
used, the smoother and better
they get. Many shops in the
south manufacture shuttles from
dogwood, to supply the world’s
looms; dogwood is also used to
make gold club heads and mal-
lets and jewelers’ blocks.

The dogwood played a great
role in the pioneer development
of our country. Old-timers made
all their wedges, or gluts, from
dogwood. for use .in splitting
rails and timbers of all kinds.
Most of their mattoek handles,
single-trees and ox yokes were
made from dogwood; when it
seasons out good, it becomes as
hard as iron and is wvery. durable.

The outer bark of degwood is
rough and scaly like the hide of
an alligator. The mner bark is
bitter and highly medicinal: it
is often used as a substitute for
guininie. The bark will also yield
its many chemieal preperties to
water and acolhol, and is used to
produce tannic and gallic acids,
Fesin, gum, oil, wax, lignin, lime,
potassium and dron. The bark is
also a good teonic and stimulant;
the dried bark contains Cornine,
used in making the medicines.

The dogwood tree is a cousin
to the black gum, being in the
Dogwood Family, Cornacea; it is
one of our mest beautiful trees
and transforms our hills into

white sanetuaries of beauty ev- |
| ery April. The whiteness of the
| flowers is from the four

white
bracts surrounding the golden
yellow true flowers; sometimes

“the "White braets shoWw stains of

crimson—and these are said to
commemorate the suffering and
death of Christ on the cross, as
the four bracts are in the form

| of a cross.

The dogwoed blessoms produce
autumn, adding
verve and sparkle fo the land-
scape. The berries are really
nuts, or drupes, with two small
seeds; the " seeds are highly
prized as food by squirrels, birds
and many kinds of wild life. The
dogwood can be transplanted if
proper care is used and it will

| make a most valuable addition to
| the lawn or garden border. The |

leaves are opposite, smooth.
ovate, not toqethed and parallel-
veined.

According to legend, the eross
of Christ was made of dogwood, '

heavy He sank
Cyrenian; bore it for Him.

In England. the dogwood
sometimes ealled “dagwood.” he-
cause its. strong, firm boughs
were once used to make daggers.
It is one of our most celorful and
interesting trees and should have
a wider planting, especially along
our roadsides, fo beautify the
countryside.
