State Colleges To Curb 
Student Use of Autos ; 
Ban Operation by Frosh J 

Fewer students in Kentucky's 
f i v e state-supported colleges 
will be driving th.eir own cars j 
this fall. 

A new ruling adopted by the 
Kentucky Council on Public 
Higher Education follows the 
regulations on student motor 
vehicles now in effect at the 
University of Kentucky. 

Briefly, the policy forbids I 
.freshmen entering the colleges 
this fall to possess or operate 1 

motor vehicles within certain 
distances from their schools. 
The same policy will apply to 
incoming sophomores who in 
September, 1963 hold less than 
a B average. In addition, stu­
dents who are on academic or 
di~ciplinar?' . probation are like- I 
w1se ~roh1b1ted from owning or 
operatmg motor vehicles. 

Exceptions to this general 
policy will be made by the in­
dividual colleges. 

The policy also stipulates 
that all students who are al­
lowed to drive must register 
their cars with scbool authori­
ties, presenting a valid opera­
tor's license and evidence of 
public liability and property 
damage insurance. 

Students under 21 must pro­
vide written consent of a parent 

regardless of the 
the vehicle.

You m.~y be wrong if you pick 
the active man, according to Ken­
tucky Heart Association. A great. 

1 deal depends on the tempera ture 1 
and what part of the country you 
are in. Hot and humid weather 
can make your heart work harder 
even if you are lying down. "The,. 
heat's on, so watch your heart," 
cautions the Heart Association "es­
pecially if you have heart dis~ase."l 

The body's built-in thermostat 
takes time to adjust to weather 
extremes, so care should be exer­
cised in jumping from one extreme 
to the other. Make the change · 
gradually, if possi'ole; if you can't, , 
take it easy for a while until you 
become adjusted. 

Because heat and humidity can 
be hard on the heart, many doctors 
recommend that their patients get 
air-conditioners in their homes to 
keep the air comfortably cool and 
dry. 1 

Here are some 1 suggestions from I 
the Kentucky Heart Association 
about staying cool and healthy dur- . 
ing the summer: l 

1 1. Try to "think cool" and don't 
keep talking and complaining about 
the heat. 

2. Every now and then, run cool 
water over the inside of your 
wrists. 

3. Wear loose-fitting, light-cot- I 
ored clothe . ! 

4. Bathe frequently. 
5. Be careful about your diet. Eat 

more fresh fruit and Jea.fy salads 
' lighter meals with fewer spicy, 

heavy or fat foods. 
6. Go easy on the iced d'rlnks, 

because they often actually make 
you feel hotter.
