Lw. D-7
(Revised June, 1962)

AN ORDINANCE RELATING TO
A PROPOSED HIGHWAY PRO-
JECT WITHIN THE CITY LIMITS
OF WHEELWRIGHT, KENTUCKY,
CONVEYING CERTAIN STREET
RIGHT-OF-WAY TO THE COM-
MONWEALTH; AND THE AS-
SUMPTION OF CERTAIN LIABIL-
ITIES BY THE CITY.

WHEREAS fthe Kentucky Depart-
ment of Highways (hereinaffer re-
ferred to as “Department”) has

on Highway Project, Floyd County
SP 36-96-4L in the City of Wheel-
wright, Kentueky (hereinafter re-
ferred to as “City”) and described
as follows:

Beginning at a point on Ky. 306
in Wheelwright Junction thence
extending in a southerly direction
to a point near the sewage disposal
plant; a distance of approximately
0.17 mile; including therein all of
the rights, title and inferest held
by the City in the approaches to
any other described city . street
crossed by said project.

This Ordinance is to apply fo the
above stated highway project in-
sofar as same is within the cor-
porate limits of the City; and

of the tenets of the philosophy of
the Common Market,” Mr. Dunn
said. ’

Minimum Age Is Set

' On School Hour Work
By Federal Statute

Approach of the fall school term
brouzht a reminder to employers
this week that the Fair Labor Stan-
dards Agt sets a minimum ‘age of
16 vyears for any employment dur-
ing school hours,

In issuing the reminder, Regional
Director Pat Meloan, of the U. S.
Department of Labor's Wage and
Hour and Public Confracts Divis~
ions, pointed out that the act ap-
plies to' employment in interstate
commerge or the production | of
goods for interstate eommerce and
in certain large enterprises engag-
ing in such commerce.

their sehooling, Meloan added that
children, 14 and 15 years of age
are limited to three hours of em-
ployment on a school day and 18
hours during a school week., No em-

age provisions by obtaining and
keeping on file an age or employ-

WORKS BILL
IS DELAYED

Congressman Perkins
Defines Importance
To Seventh District

Action by the House Rules
Committee to clear a $900,000,000
Representatives is still being
awaited, days after a favorable
committee vote had been ex-
pected.

“This represents the first -step
in clearing for the floor major
pieces of legislation of impor-
tance to the T7th Congressional
District which have been pending

beore the Rules Committee for
some time.” said Congmssman
Carl D. Perkins. Perkins ex-

pressed the hope that favorable
action by the Rules Committee
on the Public Works bill would
be followed by clearance of his
Youth Conservation Corps and
Adult Basic Eduecation bills
which have been pending there
since spring, having already
' been approved by the House Ed-
ucation and Labor Committee.

The Public Works legislation
is similar to a bill sponsored by
Perkins, which together with Ad-
ministration proposals, were the
| subiect of hearings conducted re-
| ecently by the House Publie
Works Committee. Upon pasgage
a large program would be
thorized to construet roads,
streets, sewer facilities, water
works, public buildings, parks
and other such public projects to
provide employment in areas
where unemployment is exces-
sively high. For the current fis-
cal year the bill would authorize
|:mm-np1‘iations of $900,000,000 to

match state and local funds on
these tvpes of projects. During
the Congressional hearings, Per-
kins emphasized the widesoread
need throughout the Seventh dis-
trict for publie works improve-
ments, varticolarly roads, On
thic noint Perkins told the Cam-
mittee.

The Washinzton State Coliseum,
a 130,000 square foot structure of
concrete and steel, was built at a
cost of $45 million by the state of
