Aware that the need for rural. 

school lunches is greruter tihis ye·:u· 
tlhan last, the Floyd County Board 
of Education has launched the pro­
gram without ofl!icial authorization 
from the United States Department 
of Agriculture, it was announced 
t hi s week 'by Superintendent 
Charles Clavk. 

The Board found it had food for 
several weeks left over fiiom last 
year and this was tbeing utilized 
to start the pa·ogram. Teachers be­
gan checking it out Monday. A 
total ~1 22 •schoolS' had called for 
food by Tuesday evening. 

The program, called the Special 
Community Assistance Program 
(abbreviated S.C.A.P.) served more 
than 300,000 meals last year in. a 
period of approximately t h r e e 
months, ~cc ding to Blanche 
Dingus, who i in immediate char.ge 
of 'the pr _ for the school sys· 
tern. S'he noted ·that ·on ithe aver­
age 3.1~ chiltt en were :fed dally. 
The cost this , as last year, 

will remain aJt 10 cents per lunch. ' - ,. .. There will be little change in the 
menu .fro last ~Year except there 
is an expected ' '\Vider c.'loice of 
mea.ts. Authorization of :the pro­
gnm by the government is ex­
pected, it is said. 

"We e~peot to serve 900,000 
lunches this ye11-r," Miss Dingus 
said, "and we are strongly urging 
all ,teachers te- participatte in the 
program. Last yee.,r many tea,chers 
told me that ·they could see an 
iilllmedia.te improvement in the 
health of underpriviUged children. 
Teachers cooperated wonderfully 
last year and I want to commend 
them for 'their civic-minded effort."

AI ·ANCE The favorite saying of one or 
our Fidelity neighbors, especially 
about weather and emotional peo­
ple, was "Dne extreme follows an­
other." He was a s t e r n, rather 
hard-featured man, not very much 
liked by his contemporaries, but, 
in the words of some character in 
John Fox, Jr's, stories, "He said' 
a mouthful." Probably no better 
sa,ying could describe the semi-pi­
oneer way of life, the way that I 
knew in Fidelity. 

Side by side in our community, 
and all other primitive communit­
ies, lived the good and the bad, 
sometimes extreme types of each. 
Puritanical codes of morality were 
believed in and practiced by most 
of the best people at Fidelity; even 
those who hardly lived up in their 
practice to their codes of conduct 
still upheld the ideal. On the other 
hand there were those who seemed 
to have no fear of moral laws and 
who were as unrestrained as ani-· 
mals. It was not necessary for our 
parents to quote some instance 
from literature or even the Bible 
to drive home a great truth; not 
far away would be someone who 
illustrated some horrib!.e violation 
of decency and morality. Just what 
the other group said about the ones 
of us who tried to be a little bet­
ter than the o1·dinary I never 
learned; they probably held us up 
to their brats as horrible examples, 
too. 

But, in spite of the two extremes, 
my father had to be the doctor of 
them all. He delivered the leg!ti­
ma.te and the illegitimate; he was 
the family physician of the ord'er!.y 
and the disorderly; he gave his 

I services to the poorest and the 
most worthless, it always seemed 

i to me as Willingly as to the better-
fixed families. And when the humb• 
lest or the most ornery fello\\ came 
after the doctor, Father saddled his 
old yellow horse and rode a way, 
for a suffering human being is a 
sad spectacle, regardless of his 
morals or lack or them. 

At our school at Fidelity we had 
absolute democracy, no matter how 
things might go in our social life 
outside the school. No teacher that 
1 had at Fidelity ever showed any 
public partiality to some boy or 
girl merely because of family prom­
inence or slighted others because 
they 00/Ille from questionable sur~ 
roundings. When we played Dare 

1 Base and T ow n Ball or stealing 
Goods, no questions were asked 
a.bout the moral code of one's log 
cabin or shack or b e t t e r house. 
Startlingly, some of the second 
generation of those lowest famil­
ies have advanced farther in ma­
terial things and even in education 

1 than lots of the children from 
homes that were above n,verage. 

Though nearly every boy took a 
flin" at going to parties or other 
social events in homes that were 
below one's own soc i a I level., in 
g-enernl a few such excursions cured 
the wandering boy. and he returned' 
to the more select group that his· 
parents and his best neighbors ap­
proved of. Not much was said about 
this, but community feelin.,. some-

how determined one's ultimately 
going with his own crowd. In my 
time, at least, there was no ob­
vious ill feeling between one social 
group and another, through there 
was probably some quiet sneering 
and tooth-gritting. 

Though our chw·ches were sup­
posed to be very democratic, they 
were far less so than our schools. 
Of course, everybody w e n t to 
chw·ch and were too much tied to 
one to scorn tl;le other two. Some 
of t.his was religion, probabLy; cer­
tainly much of it was an effort to 
avoid being bored with life; churoh 
services at or near Fidelity offered 
some outlet for one's feelings or 
prejudices or even one's sense of 
humor; besides, a church service 
offered a fellow a chance to catch 
up on the news and the gossip. 
Only once in my whole career did 
anythlng occur at SuLphur. Springs 
Church that somewhat shocked the 
more staid Methodists. On a farm 
near by lived a bearded tenant who 
was a great shouter and a would­
be singer. One ni~ht at our church 
the fellow got emotionally out of 
control and began to shout and 
sing some songs that were hardly 
dignified enough for church; in 
fact, some of his songs had drifted 
into our neighbo!Jhood from wild 
places in the big towns to the north 
of us, songs that were slightly sug­
gestive and worldly. I cannot re­
call now how the good brother was 
final!.y silenced, bu t this never oc­
curred again. Otherwise we went 
on our way at Sulphur Springs in 
our own fashion.
