A son of Martin and Levata 
Clark Spradlin, he was a native 
of this county, residing on Johns 
Creek, near the present Dewey 
dam, until the evacuation of that 
area for the impounding of Dew­
ey Lake. He was a teacher in the 
county school system 20 years 
and served two terms as Magis­
trate from the First magisterial 
district. Sub,seq\tently, h;e wa..<;

Company for 15 years till retire­
ment.

He em[Yhasized the 
necessity of training employees an d 
IJ)ersonneL to provide these visitors 
efficient, courteous service and to 
ibe .good salesmen ot their a.rea and 
the entire state.

New Library At Eastern 
Will Increase Capacity; 
To House 150,000 Books 

Richmond, Ky., Feb. 9 (Spl.).­
A four-story, air-conditioned ad­
dition to the John Grant Crabbe 
Library that will more than 
double its present capacity will 
be under construction this spring 
at Eastern Kentucky State Col­
lege. 

President Robert R. Martin 
said that the addition will cost $1 
million and will provide space 
for 150,000 volumes to be ad~ed 
to the present capacity of under 
120,000. 

The addition will provide for 
an increase of all library services, 
better coordination of reader 
services, expanded audio-visual 
services, and more facilities and 
classroom space for the library 
science department. 

The addition will contain 27,-
160 square feet of floor space and 
will result in many outstanding 
features in the library. Each 
floor, which will have 6,790 
square feet of floor space, is de­
signed for 150-pound dead load. 
Near the side entrance will be 
located a special entrance for 
handicapped students to enter the 
building. 

An elevator will be located in 
stack rooms and will stop at each 
of four stack levels. A mechan­
ical book lift will also be located 
in the stack rooms. 

In the basement will be located 
a receiving and mending room, 
book stack areas, a materials cen­
ter, a large audio-visual room, 
listening booths, a large class­
room, a periodical room, toilets 
and mechanical rooms. 

The main floor will have a 
spacious lobby, a reference room 
and a large reading room. The 
upper level of the old building 
will become a faculty study area 
with the door opening into stacks. 

The third floor of the new 
building will contain a large 
study center and two large class­
rooms, and the fourth floor will

member J. D. Smith, Democrat 
from Perry countY. The resolu­
tion, which passed by voice vote 
without opposition, petitions the 
U. M. W. to continue operating 
the four hospitals at Whitesburg, 
Hazard, McDowell and Murfrees­
boro. The petition was forwarded 
to the president of the U. M. W. 
and officers of the union's wel­
fare and retirement board. 

The Senate resumed work on 
a redistricting bill drafted by a 
special nine-member committee 
and amended by the 24-member 
rules committee. 

The bill was introduced by 
Senator Francis M. Burke, Pike­
ville Democrat. 

The bill follows the thinking 
of Dr. Malcolm Jewell, Univer­
sity of Kentucky political science 
professor, in assigning two new 
senators to Jefferson county and 
one to Fayette. 

But the measure differed in 
other details from Jewell's pro­
posals, including greater ex­
tremes of population in districts 
than Jewell recommended. 

Under the committee bill as in­
troduced, the smallest district 
would have 62,048 persons and 
the largest 101,451. 

Involved in Senate redistricting 
is the problem of re-numbering 
the districts. Eighteen senators 
from present even-numbered dis­
tricts were elected to four-year 
terms in 1961, and no re-district­
ing can eliminate them from of­
fice. 

The seven Democrats and two 
Republicans on the special com­
mittee had to take this into ac­
count in drafting the bill. And the 
problem was still there when the 
Rules Committee amended the 
measure. 

Both houses passed a resolution 
urging the federal government to 
continue its support of a tobacco 
research center at Lexington

The $21 million John W. Flanagan 
dam now under construction in 
Southwest Virginia is not only de­
signed to lessen floods in the Big 
Sandy River but will. curb stream 
pollution and convert the area into 
a fishing and booting area. 

The huge federal project is be­
ing built on the Pound River near 
Haysi by the u. S. Corps of Engi­
neers. It will efiect rin•r pollution 
as far al\my as the Mississippi, it 
is .said by consen•ationlsts. 

Work began on the reservoir in 
March, 1960, with a completion date 
set for August, 19'63. But the addi­
tion of the wat.er quality control 
system moved the date back to 
early in 1966. Gaylord Robinson, 
resident enginef'r of the project, 
said, however, tha·t water impound­
ment would begin in 1964. ' 

The mnln feature of the project 
is the huge earth filled dam which 
rises 265 feet, Lc; 1,100 feet thick 
at the base and is 1S5 feet in length. 
The dam is the second largest of 
its kind in the eastern United 
States and is composed of more than 
two million yards of rock fill and 
250,000 yards of impervious core, 
Robinette said. 

As a result of the structure, water 
will back up for 15 miles in the 
Pound and nearby Cranes Nest 
I rivers. During the summer months 
the watE,r is expected to crest about 
1,450 feet above sea level. 

Other impressive features of the 
project are the 800-·foot tunnel 
which was drilled beneath a neal"by 
mountain to divert the flow. of the 
Pound River, and a giant 260-foot 
high sp!llway structure to control 
U1e flow of water through the tun­
nel. 

The dam itself has no gates so 
the water must be relea!ed by gates

nt the mouth of the tunnel. At pres­
ent the project, as originally plan­
ned, is completed except for dress-

A Corps of Engineers spokesman 
at Huntington, West Virginia, said 
the addition of the water quality 
control system will cost an estimated 
$9 million and extend work on the 
project for about two years.

When completed the reservoir 
would work this way: 

Water would be held back dur­
ing the spring months to prevent 
flooding. Then, during the dry 
summer months when the strea·ms 
become choked with debris and 
sew-age, it would be released to act 
as a slushing measure. 

The pool level. would build back 
up during the fall and winter again 
acting as an anti-·flood measure. 
And the cycle is repeated in the 
spring, thus providing both flood 
control and combating pollution. 

Aside from the flood control and 
anti-pollution measures, the reser­
voir also will provide the area with 
vastly Improved fL-.hing and booting 
facilities for recreation and the fed­
eral government reportedly plans to 
build several resort areas along the 
pool.
