Labor-management u n res t 
broke out in the area last week. 
It was sparked by a protest from 
the independent truckers who 
haul paving aggregate from the 
two firms to various State pro­
jects in the area. 

Webster did not indicate what 
wage demands will be made to 
the companies. Holbrook said the 
truckers are seeking a set ton­
per-mile hauling rate. Which will 
assure them a "decent living." 

Holbrook said most of the driv­
ers were being paid $1.90 a ton 
to haul rock on a 116-mile round 
trip from the quarries to Pres­
tonsburg. He said the truckS all 
had a eight-ton load limit. 

"These men can't even make 
enough money to pay their truck 
payments and eat at t h e s e 
wages," he said. 

Earlier Wednesday the workers 
met with a representative of the 
State Department of Labor. He 
said the department cannot force 
the firms to pay prevailing wage, 
rates because the truckers are in­
dependent contractors and not 
employees.

But Mrs. Turner turned him 
down then and on another spe­
cific occasion when h e asked to 
see the records, Watkins added. 

''She's had full sway over the 
county school system for over 30 
years, dominated the board, and 
also been secretary-treasurer of 
it," Watkins sa id. 

"She's had her own private lit­
tle accounting system, and never 
been .made accountable to the 
public." 

At Frankfort, Assistant At­
torney General Ray Corns said 
that citizens and taxpayers could 
legally inspect the records a t a 
reasonable time and place. 

He said the Court of Appeals 
has ruled that a.Jl financial rec­
ords required by statute to be 
kept in books are to be consid­
ered public records, and that any 
interest in them is presumed.

And if an accident does happen. we 
conduct a thorough investigation to 
find out how and why, and to make 

• sure the same thing doesn't happen 1 
again.'' 

Indicating a class of 27 miners 
wading through the specific gravity 
or methane ga5, he added, "Every 
man here has a vital interest in 
mining safetY. Why do theY do it? 
Because they want to tay alive, and 
they want to keep the mining in­
dm;try as a safe, respectable way 
of life."
