Breckinridge' s Opinion 
Based On Court Decision; 
Superintendent C omment.c; 
The Floyd county Board of Edu­

cation at its meeting last week de­
clined to take any action to pro­
hibit prayer and the reading of the 
Bible in the schoolrooms of the 
county. 

The decision to withhold action 
came after a long and serious dis­
cussion of the Supreme Court de­
cisions prohibiting the time-honored 
Bible reading and prayer and the 
more recent opinion given Superin­
tendent of Public Instruction Wen­
dell Butler by Attorney General 
John B. Breckinridge. 

Yet every teacher in the county 
will have a copy af the attorney 
general's opinion. "We felt," Coun­
ty Supelintendent Charles F. Clark 
said later, "that each teacher in 
the county should be mailed a let­
ter containing the attorney general's 
opinion, assuming that no school 
people would want to fight the U. S. 
Supreme Court· or the Kentucky At· 
torney General." 

Bt·eckinridge's opinion was based 
on the Supreme Court decisions. It 
answered a series of questions: 

1. Do these decisions nullify KRS 
158.170 relative to Bible reading in 
the common schools of Kentucky? 

2. Do these decisions prohibit a 
teacher, on a. voluntary basis, from 
requiring daily prayer in the pres­
ence of children in the comma~ 
schools of Kentucky? 

3. Do these decisions prohibit 
children, on a voluntary basis, from 
daily Bible reading in the presence 
oi other children in these schools? 

4. 'Dq Ulese decisio prohibit 
children, on a voluntary basis, from 
daily prayer in the presence of other 
children in the .schools? 

5. Do these decisidns prohibit a 
local .school board from adopting a 
policy requiring daily Bible read· 
ing, or prayer in the presence of

parental indiffereme held fourth place. But more than 
one-third of the 15.196 dropouts tabulated left the cla ~­
room anrl education behind because of lack of interest. 

\\'ho ·e lack of interest? is a question which deserves 
mo1·e than pas:-;ing conside1 ation. Johnny himself nat­
t~rally comes. to m_lncl when one thinks of a boy quit­
ting school tot· th1. ren on. But i~ the blame all hi'? 
·what of his parenL' interegt '? 

Pal'ental indifference belongs farther up the list per­
haps crowding the top of that l-lorry arra~' of c~uses 
\\ hich result in ~'oung people forfeiting their futures 
for the mes.- of pottage t hat i: liberty from school \York 
and the pt·e:ent p rospect of a ·'good time.'' 

\Ye a:k you: 1Iow many of you who 1·ead this would 
have continued through all your years of grade school 
work and continued with what . ometimes seemed the 
grind of high .;chool for four year. longer, not to men­
tion college. h ad t here not been back of vou a father 
or mother, or both. to e ncourage, wheedle: cajole, per­
~uade, and sometime::; oblige you to go to school? It 
is a small percentage of humans that has such a God­
gh·en curiosity to leat n that they will continue school 
work when their elder:s are uncaring and ometime · are 
outright source . .; of discouragement. 

It ghould be remembered that this study here under 
discus -ion ghows that only 2.1 per cent of the drop­
outs earned th1 t name b ecause of the co~t of going to 
,·chool. 

But there are father· "ho "ill sport a good car, own 
a televi ·ion set and enjoy most of the superficial enter­
tainments of the age-and yet will give up on their 
children's education a.' an impo ·ibility because, they 
·ay, ''\Ve can't afford it." 

Vnder:;core that item, "Pm·ental Indifference." It 
speaks of a dull mind or an uncaring one; of a par­
ent who has forgotten the meaning of loving sacrifice 
for the young lives ;vhich are hi responsibility; of an 
adult who need-: education. and that education to in­
clude a look into parental r espon ibilities, a long look 
into the deeper need· of hi. children and the fact that 
he and hi::; children jointly share an obligation to their 
country. 

Blame the schools. the teachers. the curriculum, the 
"eather. the admini ·tration in po\ver-blame whateYer 
and whome\'er you like. But the real blame lies with 
onl,\ tv. o pel'sun:;, perhap:> three-lhe student and his 
parent . And being one, strongly suspect the latter.

Loggers Hewing Square Timber For Shipbuilders 

One of the exploiters of Eastern Kentucky 6mberlands around the 
turn of the century was the buyer of h ug·e white oaks for what was called 
square timber. Only the largest and straig·htest white oaks were used. It was 
hewed ·with a broadaxe to its greatest diameter and trees that would hew to 
between two and three feet were preferred. Most of the square timber here 
was shipped to the great shipbuildin ·yards on the Clyde.River in Eng­
land.
