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Bootlegging Not Restricted

To Floyrl County

Recent developments in the news would indicate
that Floyd county is not the only Iastern Kentuc-

ky county which is sorely infested with bootleggers.

Pike county was the scene recently of a raid con- |

ducted on even a larger scale than was the Floyd |
county sweep. Twenty places where bootlegging |
allegedly was conducted were hit by officers, in-
cglding state police, ABC agents and Sheriff’s dep-
uties.
_ Only last week, The Morehead News gave prom-
inence to a news-story in which officials were
quoted as admitting that Rowan county is “wide-
open” and that consumption of alcoholic beverages |
on the 3.300-student Morehead State College camp-
us is alarming and is one of the institution’s big-
gest problems.

We do not cite the plight of Pike and Rowan
counties to excuse Floyd, nor do we rejoice that
others have their problems. We review the situa-
tion simply to point out that the boeotlegging prob-
lem is wide and serious and confined to no one
county.

It is unfortunate that the Floyd county ‘boot-
legging mess” was used during fthe recent guber-
natopial election to hit at then-Governor Combs
while that section of the press (specifically, The
Lexington Leader) which did this was ignoring
similar situations, or worse, in other counties of
the state. ‘

Bootlegwing in Floyd county is a matter, or
should be a matter, of continuing concern to every
person who believes in decent government. Aside ‘
from scattered violations of the law, there is the
greater danger of the big build-up of those forces
whieh scoff at the law as long as the scoffing will
fill their pockets. The danger of organized boot-
legging and developing gansterism is as great now
in February, 1964, as it was in the fall of 1963.

We have been encouraged by plans outlined by |
new officials as they study means of dealing with
the situation. But the ordinary citizen still owes
a responsibility to take a stand and to work with
those officials who would work with them in com-
mon cause.
