Mr. Spurlock pointed to the
county’s failure, despite the faet|
that the quota means an aver-|
age coniribution of only 15 cents
per resident of this county’s 42.-
000 population,

This failure is being recorded
in the face of the faet, he said,
that the Red Cross poured $325.-
000 into Floyd county after the
1957 flood and affer the 1963
flood spent $369.000 more in
Floyd county rehabilitation work.

This seventh failure, Spurlock
said, will be recorded this year
“unless the good people of Floyd
county open up their hearts and
pocketbooks and c¢ome through
with some foken of appreciation.

How-
ever, ecriminal rehabilitation should always be di-
rected toward one basic objective, the protection of the
public. Frequently. this objective is lost in the storm

“Some jurists state it is vastly unfair for the press
and news media to identify parolees ds such when they
are arrested and charged with violations. Such reason-
g is an extension of the distorted philosephy which
looks only to the interest of the eriminal with complete
disregard for the society which he offends. The public
has a right to know when a person who hag been fa-
vored by leniency viclates the terms of this trust and
resorts to further eriminal activity.

“The argument is alse made that parole and pro-
bation have nothing to do with leniency or clemency.
Rather. it is elaimed; these praetices are reformative
instruments on g par with imprisonment ifself. The fal-
lacy in this contention is evident, for eriminals certain-
1y do net consider parcle and probation to be equal to
imprisonment. To them and to the public, parole and
praobation are forms of clemency and mercy, and the
facl that most convieted persons seek their applica-
tion belies any attempt to label them otherwise.

“In 1824, a New York City judge stafed, “The de-
mand of the hour in America is for jurers with con-
seience, judges with courage and prisons which are
neither ‘country clubs or health resorts. It is not the
eriminals, actual or potential, that need a neurepathic
hospital,’ the judge added, ‘It is the people who slob-
ber over them in an effert to find excuses for their
erime,’
