An historical marker, commemorating Gen. John Hunt Mor­
gan's raids in Kentucky, was dedicated here, May 9, by the Greenville 
Davidson Chapter, United Daughters of the Confederacy. It was 
erected at the approach to the new four-lane Mountain Parkway 
bridge. 

Morgan, following his defeat at Cynthiana in 1864, retreated to 
Virginia along the old state road and passed through Prestonsburg, 
June 18, 1864. He arrived at :Abingdon, Va., hvo days later, where he 
began to reorganize his shattered troops. He was killed a fe\v \Yeeks 
later at Greenville, Tennessee.
