The Kentucky Travel Division informs us that 
vacationers who like theirs under the open sky 
have come to Kentucky this vear in such numbers 
that the state's campsites ai'e "popping at their 
tent seams." 

Here's one example giYen: 
At Lake Cumberland there is space for 120 camp­

ing partie'. Over the July 4 weel(-end, 1,667 per­
sons camped ihere. They l'.ame from 33 states, Can­
ada and the District of Columbia. '"They were over­
lapping each other's tent ropes," reported the park 
manager there.

camping area in Stratton Branch-a narrow area

All this is fine . It's good business for the state 
and neighborhood business men, and it fills a long­
ing for those who are tired of four walls and would 
like to "get away from it all." 

But Kentucky isn't as ready for the sudden up­
surge in camping as it might be, despite the fact 
that its pal'l\:s system is the nation's finest and its 
t>cenery and hospitality unsurpassed. 

o,·erlapping tent ropes, families jammed against 
each other is not the ideal of the person who wants 
"to get a way from i-t all." On the contrary, one so 
crowded. winrls up feeling that he's got into it all. 

More space is needed. 
And more conveniences. These families like to 

be out under the sky, with that feeling of freedom 
that comes with sky and woods and water and night 
sounds f1om adje1cent woods. But Lhey aren't up to 
facing the primitive; they aren't bent on "roughing 
it." 

The state has electricity and approved water 
available, but fuel isn't furnished-not here, at any 
rate. And it's rather discouraging to see these peo­
ple trying to prepare a meal, o1· to eat one, while 
the dust from a nearby unsurfaced road takes the 
place of salt and pepper for their food. 

We have heard. some of the gl'ipes. vVe a1·e not 
griping, but we think these people who come here 
and spend their mone.v are entitled to be heard, 
and so we repea.t some of their comments ...

One hundred years ago this 
week sheriffs and other county 
officdrs were chosen in an elec­
twn in which there was a great 
deal of interference by the Union 
Army in behalf of the ''Uncondi­
tional Union" (Republican) can-

1 dictates. 
In an effort to insure the elec· 

tion of Mortimer M. Benton, the 
Uncondtiional Union nominee for 
Court of Appeals justice in the 
Second Appellate District, the 
military governor, Maj. Gen. S. 
G. Burbridge, waited until three 
days before the election and then 
.sent the following notice to the 
she1iff of each county in the dis­
trict,: "You will not allow the 
name of Alvin Duvall to appear 
upon the pollbooks as a candi­
date for office at the coming elec­
tion." Duvall, the incumbent, was 
standing for re-election. His sup­
porters on the morning of the 
election sent telegrams to all 
counties in the district, suggest;.. 
ing what would now be called a 
"write-in" vote for former Chief 
Justice George Robertson, of 
Lexingtpn. 

Robertson won the election by 
receiving 4,332 votes-442 more 
than Bent<m got. In three coun· 
ties the Burbridge order was not 
received and Duvall's name was 
not removed; in those counties 
2,936 votes were cast for Duvall, 
who meantime had fled the state 
to avoid being arrested. During 
this period Gen. Burbridge order­
ed the arrest of leading citizens 
in many counties. 

Chief Justice Joshua F. Bullitt 
of the Court of Appeals was one 
of those whom Bul'bridge order­
ed arrested. but he escaped and 
went to Canada. The charge upon 
which the order of arrest W!lf 
issued was that Bullitt was "dis­
loyal." rAfter the war, an in­
vestigation by the legislature 
would result in a complete exon­
eration of Bullitt and a finding 
that he had been a victim of 
"military despotism.")

Absentee Voting Law 
Privileges Are Noted

This is pointed out by Secre­
tary of State Thelma Stovall who 
said she is notifying county clerks 
throughout the state that her of· 
fice has available the forms for 
application f.or absentee registra·
