Elsewhere in the nation, there 
were 30 confirmed deaths by en­
cephalitis in a recent epidemic 
in Housbon. Texas. 

Dr. Campbell said there is no 
known treatment for the disease 
except rest and care for any 
complications. Average recovery 
time is about three weeks, he 
added. 

Mortality rate of the St. Louis 
type of e"ncephaliits ranges up to 
24 percent as compared to the 
Eastern tYiPe's 60 to 74 percent.

various names attached to his 
nibs: In the west, he's the 
"hoary marmot"; in the Ken-
tucky mountains he is often 
called ''Whistle Pig," but the 
naturalists call him "wood­
chuck." I never could figure 
out why, because he never 
"chucks any wood,"' being too 
indolent and sleepy-headed. 
The name "woodchuck"seems 
more appropriate for the big 
pileated woodpecker, which 
country people call "chuck 
wood," for he really does 
chuck a lot of wood and tears 
old logs and stumps all to flin­
ders in his greedy search for 
slugs and larvae. 

The groundhog is now mak­
ing ready to crawl into his 
winter sleeping quarters un­
der some big mountain rock 
or old stump. He hibernates 
about the first of October and 
snoozes all during the cold 
and blustery days of January 
and into February. He comes 
out on l<'ebruary 2. say the 
prognosticators, if the weath­
er isn't too foul, but if he hap­
pens to notice his innocent lit­
tle shadow, right back into his 
winter burrow he dives, to 
snooze six more weeks! 

'The western groundhog, or 
"hoary marmot," lives in the 
northwest Rockies and Cana­
da. He is a very handsome an­
imal, being hoary white on 
nose, forehead and top of his 
neck. The rest of him is griz­
zly bmwn like the eastern 
groundhog, his cousin. 

All the m a r m o t s and 
groundhogs can give vent to a 
most shrill and piercing whis­
tle, thin and quivery, a sharp 
warning to any intruder. The 
groundhogs all have a large 
bump of curiosity. When a 
prowler draws too near their 
den, the groundhogs will give 
a sudden, shrill whistle and 
then dive underground out of 
danger. But if the prowler 
will hide and sit quietly, one 
of the groundhogs will crawl 
out slowy and cautiously to

.tlunters "Jayway tlleH aews 
and can shoot one before it 
can turn ·and d1ve back into 
1ts den. Groundhogs are also 
fond of ta.King sun baths, and 
will lie sunnmg for hours on 
top ot: the b1g roc.K under 
wn1ch they maKe their home. 
'lhey are also fond of corn in 
the roast1n' ear stage and w1ll 
often cut down row after row, 
tear oH the shuc.K and gnaw 
the juicy ears. 

Grouhdhogs and the mar­
mots of the west are eagerly 
devoured by foxes, coyotes, 
wolves, wildcats, great horned 
owls and also by two-legged 1 

predators-men! Many men 
ll.k.e to catch them to eat. 
1heir flesh is usually par­
boiled in water to which has 
been added a sufficient num­
ber of spicewood twigs, . "to 
kill the groundhog scent." 
Glands, or "kernals" under 
their forelegs are also re­
moved before boling, to keep 
down the groundhog scent. 
Sometimes groundhog fl sh 
is cooked with dumplings in 
the manner of squirrel. It 
surely makes a tasty dish, 
for I have tried it! 

Groundhog meat must. have 
been a delectable dish to 
"~all," in the hillbilly bal­
lad about "Groundhog," a 
~.:uuplet of which runs: 

"Hel'e comes Sall with a 
snicker and a grin, 

Groundhog grease all ove1· 
her chin." 

Grouhdhogs belong to the 
great rodent clan, which in­
cludes squirrels, beavers, wea­
sels and so on. 

It used to be a sure mark o1 
a Kentucky mountaineer to 
see several groundhog pelts 
tacked up on the cabm waHs 
outside, so they could "season 
out," or dry. After being 
thoroughly seasoned, t h e s c 
pelts were soaked in lye made 
from woodashes, to make the 
hair slip off. The groundhog 
pelt was then "worked" or 
"dressed down," until it was 
soft and pliable. The moLUJ· 
tainecr would knead it with 
his fingers, pound it with his 
fists and rub it over his 
thighs until it became soft and 
easily worked. Then the pelt 
was cut into strips, which 
found scores of uses in the 
daily life of the mountain 
family. It was cut into thin 
strips to make Johnnie a pair I 
of shoe strings for his bro­
gans; once I wore a pair of 
new brogans laced up with 1 

groundhog shoestrings a n d I 
felt quite proud of these until 
one of my buddies discovered 
some tufts of brownish-gray I 
groundhog hair still clinging 
to the shoestrings. And when 

I you warmed your feet before 

I a roaring fire in winter, the 
scent from the groundhog 

I shoestrings would spiral up 
and fill the room. 

I 'The m o t h e r groundhog 
gives birth to four young in 
April. These are blind for one 
month, then their eyes open 
and they become cute and 
playful little animals, and 
make' good pets When k pi 
about the house, the pet 
groundhog will dig a burrow 
up near the chimney, in which 
to spend the long winter 
months just snoozing and 
dreaming-or do groundhog 
dream?
