'!'his time. the high court made almost untouch­
able very iJ·an ·porter of intoxicating beverage· in 
tl1·y territory hy ruling, in effect, that a motorist 
arre:Led on a traffic violation is . afe from pro::;e­
cution. even if his auto OJ' truck is found filled with 
illegal liquor. 

... ow, a known bootlegger or transporter of in­
~.o~icating liquors into dry territory ha. his own 

c1ty of refuge" in his car, and the law 1s Rtopped 
at the g-ateR. 

The court opinion of course, considers the prin­
ciple of law that a citizen is to be protected against 
unlawful ca·rch and seizure. But the multitude of 
leg·a] opinion. ha,·e over the years. tended to make 
e. ·isting Ia w of no force and effect and to p1·otect 
one type of citizen. the lawbreaker. to the detri­
ment of others, those who re pect and obey the 
luw. 

A known smuggler drives a Kentucky highway. 
Shall officcl's of the law be forbidden to search 
hi car, and shall the smuggler be exempt from 
trial and conviction because the seareh was not 
done in such a \Vay as literally to "track" the law, 
step by step, inch by inch? 

It is true that this may be oversimplifying the 
matter. But in either ca e, that of whi key or that 
of jewels. the law has been broken, and the law 
must not protect the criminal. ~obody has been 
killed-yet-in the case of the liquor-laden yehicle. 
But a kille1· ride it, as witness the carnage on 
American highways which is can ed by drinking 
as well as drunken driver. , not to mention the

James E. Stewart, Virginia Indian fighter and Big ndy 
settler was a member of Capt. Hugh Caperton's Compa.n of 
Montdomery county, Virginia, pioneers organized to guar the 
fronti~~r settlements on Greenbrier and Kanawha rivers ag inst 
the Indians. The company was djsbanded in 1793. Several o his 
connades afterward pioneered Eastern Kentucky, inclu ing 
John Sellards founder of the Se Uards Settlement on Buf~alo 
Creek in 1794. SeHards lies buried at Ivel, Floyd county, and 
Stewart the name sometimes spelled Stuart, is buried in the ld 
Buchan~n Chapel cemetery in Lawrence county.
