SURVEY ACTIVITIES EXPAND

A marked expansion in the|
health survey activities in|
Martin county 'will begin dur-
ing the early part of January,
it was announced this week.

This expansion will be part
of a health screening program,
which has taken place in 14|
Eastern Kentucky counties,|
sponsored by the Kentueky |
State Health Department and |
the United States Public|
Health Service. The .program |
will be integrated with the
Martin County Tuberculosis
Eradication Program. which]|
has been in operation for the

past year, and with the Mar-|
tin County Health Depart-
ment.

The health screening pro-

gram office will be located op- |
posite the courthouse on Main
street, Inez. The team consists
of four public health doctors,
three nurses. six technicians, a

dentist, interviewers, dieti-
tians and public health edu-|
caters. The sereening pm-
gram, based on a selected
sample of the population, is
aimed al securing a complete

phvsical and laboratory eval-
uation of those examined, in|
order to ascertain the major
medical problems of Martin|
county.

The screening results  will
give the first accurate evalua-
tion of the health problems of
an entire countly population in
Eastern Kentueky. By careful |
selection of the

examined, it is anticipated

that the results found can be  Giudsd
| scientific

applied to the entire county

population. It is expected that
these results will receive wide
attention from public health |
and medical care in Appa-
lachia.

The program is closely inte-
grated with the Martin Coun-
iy Tuberculosis
Program, which has now suc-
cessfully skin tested more
than half of the population of
the ecounty, including well
over 98% of all of the school
children. All tuberculin react-
ors are given a free x-ray and
a pulmonary function test,
and these services will also be
made available to those who

“SUBURB FOLKISHNESS" |

When the old-fashioned
country type of living began
to lose some of its traditional
force, I began to wonder what
could or would take its place.
I hated fo see old-fashioned
gatherings lost out, such as
the ones I fairly grew up on,
at Fidelity and at Sulphur
Springs. Hosts of country peo-
ple like me have long lived in
towns and ecities| and have
rarely kepl up much of their
former folkishness,

But suburban life has best
quite active lately and is
somehow ‘reviving older social
customs or adjusting to newer
ones. It seems to me that sub-
urbanifes are now having or
can have far more wholesome
social life than has ever been
possible for me and my gen-
eration of ex-patriates from
the small village or the open
counfry. Cookouts, potluck
meals, and plain nelghbox‘hood
get-togethers to talk seem
quite common in our town.
Hosts of young college people
