Since the Ac~ 
was approved by CongreEs last 
July, more than 70 local project 
applications have been channeled 
to Wa~himrtcn throu!1'h Ken~uc­
ky's Area Program Office. 

The jcbless fathers program 

I now under way in nine counties 
in Eastern Kentucky inc)udes 3.-
100 families, and was entirely fi-
nanced by a $9.6 million grant 
from the federal government. 
Ar,:<plica.tion already has becu 
made In Washington to add more 
counties to the original nine 
wh~ch arc Floyd, PmTy, Letcher, 
Breathitt, Bell, Harlan, KnotL, 
Leslie and Pike. 

So far, with the jobless fathers 
assigned to community-improve­
ment work and conservation jobs, 
no special training ,IJas been of­
fered.
