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Back To Nature-Where? 
The time may come when the American seek­

ing escape to nature unsullied will find it neces­
Rary to climb a mountain peak or seek the loneli­
ness of the desert-unless the federal government 
mo\'es soon to acquire vast acreages and place 
them under the strictest guard against the spoil­
ers of streams and forests. 

Here in Ea. tern Kentucky, Nature's First Es­
tate, that of pristine purity and beauty, already 
has almost been lost. But this is only one corner 
of the land, and the deYastation is general, not 
localizer!. 

The coal, oil and gas industries are the pres­
ent-day v.'hipping boys in this part of Kentucky 
as the landscape is torn apart and streams are 
black "·ith coal-dust and, in some cases, oil. But 
the despoilation of Eastern Kentucky began long 
before either industry came to the area. The silt­
filled beds of streams resulted from ancient as 
well as curJ:ent crimes and follies. A patch of 
"new gt·otmd" cleared, a forest fire consuming the 
leaf and vegeLation protecting the soil-the work 
of the ignorant, the careless, the uncaring and the 
wilfullv destructive has not been confined to only 
a few years. 

The tragedy is national-wherever there is any 
sizeable concenhation of people. Man, as Bambi 
sagely put it, is the Destroyer. 

Lake Erie, a great inland sea and for genera­
tions considered a never-failing source of pure 
water, ha:; been so contaminated by chemicals, in­
dustrial wastes and sewage that its great supply 
of fish is dwindling and man~' of its beaches hav~ 
been branded unsafe for bathing. 

The Potomac, one of the most majestic of the 
nation's rivers, is a flowing cesspool, so germ-laden 
that where it flows past Mt. Vernon and the na­
tion's capital nobody in possession of his wits dares 
bathe in it. 

It is not only raw sewage and the widely pub­
licized industrial wastes that do all the damage. 
The heaYy concentration of detergents entering 
streams from larger cities is as deadly as these 
other better recognized contaminants. 

Add to all this the destruction of wildlife by 
insecticides and other poisons, the national waste 
of topsoil through erosion which began with a 
land denuded of grass and trees, the dangerous 
pollution of the air by exhaust fumes, and it be­
comes apparent that the escape from himself is 
moment by moment becoming more difficult for 
modern man. 

Apparently President Johnson has recognized 
the gravity of the situation and has made an im­
portant decision about it. He has proposed a dozen 
new national parks which would have a total of 
751,000 acres. He pl'oposes matching grants to 
help municipalities open up parks for their crowd­
ed millions. As TIME Magazine recently reported, 
he has realized that the nation's unprecedented 
progress "threatens to make the countryside in­
\'isible, the water undrinkable, the air unbreath­
able and the city unlivable.'' 

Said President Johnson: "'Ve have not chosen 
to have ~n ugly America. ·we have been careless, 
and often neglectful. But now that the danger is 
clear and the hour is late, this people can place 
itself in the path of a tide of blight which is often 
irreversible P.nd always destructive." 

Strong governmental action to reverse the tide 
and immediate action to acquire vast areas over 
which government can play the splendid role of 
husbandman ~::re necessary, and there i~ no time 
left for further delay.
