“THE FEIST DOG”

At Fidelity, when I was a boy,
a smallish, skinny, nosey little
dog was called a “feist (or
fice).”” Since pure-bred dogs of
any kind or size were unknown,
our animals were just plain dogs,
with no aristocratic backgrounds.
“Feist dog,” then., did not des-
ignate a breed so much as a
type, a variety. And there were,
first and last, lots of dogs I knew
could have been called
feists.

Long before my time the word

| was a sort of dirty one. I have

known a few people who still
feel that it is not exactly nice to
call a dog by this name, but
nobody of this group of nice peo-
ple has ever told me why, I
have pretended ignorance in
order to find out, if possible, why
there is a sort of hush-hush about
feists.

But, aside from the dirty sug-
gestion about the name orig-
inally, a feist dog in my youth
was always a bit ftoo friendly,
too show-off. Rarely did it have
any merits to justify its wanfing
to be noticed: it was just a
with neothing fto
recommend it. I like the adjec-
tive applied to it, “feisty.’” That
word, if understood, says more
than dozens of sentences strung
together. Some elderly women
used the word to mean that a
feisty girl was flinting with her
reputation, if she were not pretty
far “gone in breaking some of
the commandments.

Corn Planting-Rate
Valuable in Drought

Lexington, Ky.—When drought
years occur as Kentucky farm-
ers experienced in 1964, pro-
ducers look anxiously at corn
Ccrops.

High plant-populations
acre (number of corn plants)
probably will have a harder
time than the miore thinly planted
corn crops, is their feeling.

But this is not so, says Dr.
Frank Loeffel, U, K. Ag Experi-
ment Station agronomist. The
drought years of 1957 and of 1964
proved differently.

“In the drought year of 1957
corn ereps planted at 8,000 plants
an acre and given normal fertil-
ization and management aver-
aged 51 bushels an aecre,” he
said. “Crops planted at 12,000
stalks an acre averaged 56.6
bushels and those at 16,000 stalks
an acre, the same amount, 56.6
bushels.” Similar results were
|recorded in 1964,
[ higher plant populations yielded
|better than the lower ones, de-
spite the drought.

“There is no question that the
higher plant populations in nor-
mal yvears—that is, nommal rain-
fall years with average fertiliza-
tion and good management—out-
produce the lower populations.
In a three~year test period, the
B.000 plants-an-acre averaged
68.4 bushels; the 12,000 rate,
824 bushels and the 16,000 rate,
85 bushels.”

| Park,

Gov. Edward T. Breathitt told
the Courier-Journal yesterday,
however, that his office will do
all in its power to see that money
is obtained for the project, which
was conceived as the key feature
to long-range plans to make de-
pressed Bastern Kentueky a
major tourist area.

“We would, of course, have to
make a study and see if Magic
Mountain would fit into our state
park plan. Tt was conceived by
local people and we don't know
too much about it vet.

“In any event, the location of
Buckhorn (state park) would be
no factor. They would comple-
ment each other.”

Breathitt said the state in such
pases would prefer to see the
[local communities follow through
ton their own. To achieve this
r-end. he said, the state would pro-
vide its information on park de-
[ velopment and management.
| Dawahare said he had the as-
surance of Karras that the proj-
lect would cost the state no
money.

I.u&:zlng*t.on Ky, — Kentucky
showed  an inerease of seven
percent in beef cow numbers
during 1964, compared to a na-
tionwide average of 3.36 percent.

“*This increase 1s most satis-
factory,” Dr. W. P. Garrigus)
chairman of the U. K. Ag Ex- |
periment Stafion animal science
department, said this week, “be-
cause beef cows are the ‘factory’
of the besf industry and that's
what we want in this state.”

He noted that in the last 10
years, Kentucky increased its
beef eow numbers 147 percent,
from 341,000 to 843,000, The state
has led the nation in this cate-
gory,. he said, for several years.

The ' Blue Grass state ‘now
ranks I4th among the 50 states
in total beef cattle numbers.
Those ahead of her are the tra-
ditional and sometimes larger
geographical areas such as Texas
(No. 1 in the nation) and Cali-

fornia, Kansas, Iowa, Nebraska,
Minnesota, South Dakota, Tili-
nois, Montana and others.

EDUCATIONALLY YET LOW

Louisville, Ky. (ENS)—
Kentucky has moved up
slightly in three important
categories on this year’s state-
by-state list of educational
rankmgs but in all three cases

|it remains near the bottom of

the list.

According to the National
Eduecation Association’s just-
published “Rankings of the
States, 1965, Kentucky has
bettered its position by
achieving these ranks among
the 50 states:

Forty-third place in esti-
mated amount spent for the

current 1964-'65 term, The ac- |

tual figure is $323. Last year
Kentucky spent $300 and was
in 45th place.

Forty-fourth place in per-
centage of 1961-'62 ninth-grad-

ers who will be public high- |
school graduates this year.|

The actual figure is 61.5 per
cent.

This means a lower dropoutf
rate because in 1963 (the grad-
unation date used in last year's
NEA rankings) only 58.2 per

Forty-fifth place in estimat-
ed average 1964-'65 salaries of
classroom teachers in public
schools, The actual figure is
$4.750. Last year Kentucky
ranked 46th with a $4,400 av-
erage salary.

In another major category—
per-capita state and local gov-
'ernment expenditures for lo-
‘ecal schools, including capital
outlay for 1963—Kentucky re-
mained in 45th place with a
$71.71 expenditure. For 1962
the per-capita sum spent was
$69.05.

The NEA research study
contains tables on 106 topics
that can be used in wvarious
combinations to give a general
indication of the educational
quality of a state’s schools.

Kentucky is ranked first in
only one table—the one show-
ing percentage of increase in
estimated averagé salary of
instructional staff (eclassroom
teachers, administrators, and
other instructional personnel)
over the 10-year period from
1954-'55 to 1964-'65.

In that length of time Ken-
tucky's percentage of increase
was 90.3 per cent, with sala-
ries going from the 1954-'55

average of $2,496 to the pres-

ent average of $4,750.

Mainly responsible for this
strong showing were the en-
actment into law of a founda-
tion program for education

and the passage of a state|

sales-tax that made more state
money available for public
schools, Salary increases at
the state level have resulted
from legislative efforts of the
Kentucky Education  Associa-
tion.

Kentucky's showing in the |

four other categories outlined
above is far below the nation-
al average in all instances.
The tables give these further
details:

Pikeville, Ky. —The Methodist
Hospital of Kentucky last week
announced an expansion plan
that will add 50 to 55 beds.

The board of directors has
authorized an annex to the first
floor and expansion of other
patients’ areas, Parking spaces
for 50 automobiles will be added.

The annex will be a two-story
addition to the groundfloor store-
room adjacent to Pikeville Col-
lege. |

The new section will house a
classroom, staff library, mediecal
records, nursing office, personnel
office, administrator’s office and
obstetrical area.

A general rearrangement of
facilities throughout the hospiftal
will make room for the additional
heds.

When the first patient was ad-
mitted to the mnonprofit hospital
in 1924, the bed capacity was 50.
The first addition of space, com-
pleted in 1940, increased capacity
to 90 beds. A second building
program in 1952 increased the
beds to 134 plus 24 bassinets,

Just as a wailing fire engine
inevitably means fire, 2 red cross
too often connotes only disaster.
