A hn:, which is tailo1·-madP for election frauct 

and ~candal, will in all probability be put to the 1 

fullest possible effect at the l\Iay primary in this 
county. 

This is the revised absentee ,·oting legislation 
which from its conception was not intended to 
Lerve the purpose of hone~ty in elections. Here's 
how it lila v work: 

First of ·all, it make~ the absentee ballot avail­
able to an~ qualifiect voter who applies for -a: bal­
lot by mail, stating- under oath that he or ~he "ex­
pects" to be out of the county on election day. 
That sets the st.tge. Tow, consider a hypothetical 

•ca..;e in the mattet· of vote-buying: 
Voter A (for absentee) goes to Candidate B 

(fot· buyer), or vice versa, and the arrangements 
begin. The application is made for a ballot on the 
~imple grounds that A "expects" to be out of the 
county on election day. A receives his ballot; B 
pays him for his vote and is assured that his in- , 
vestment gets results. because the voter marks the 
ballot in l1is presence, and B, or his representative, 
then mails the voted ballot to the County Clerk. 

It has been predicted that as many as 1,500 
voter;-; may "expect" to be out of the county, May 
2.>. Some of these will be good, honest electors, 
but the chance~ arc mo~t of them will be getting 
more out of the election than the mere priYilege 1 

of casting a ur.Jlot as a free American citizen. If 
enough candidates become concerned about what 
ma~ happen to them, and if all-many acting de­
fen;;i,·ely-get into the ad, lhe total of absentee 
ballots could run far in excess of the predicted 
1 ,500. 

And while vote-sellers and vote .. buYet·s twist the 
law and wring from it every drop ·of the fraud 
and corruption it contains, an agect vote1·, confined 
to his 01 her home IJ.v illne:ss or the ravages of 
time, will be ineligible to vote-simply because 
he or she cannot "expect" to be out of the county. 

It is too late now for anything to be done to 
remedy the situation in this present political cam­
paign. but the Governor and the General Assembly 
can cto ~omething about it, next January.

TO WHOM IT MAY CONCERN: 

It is not my purpose to become personally involved in any of the races 
for County offices. However, a question has been raised by friends of the Coun­
ty Attorney of this County which affects the caliber of the judicial administra­
tion of this City. 

I have been Police Judge of the City of Prestonsburg for over three 
years. During this time I have served with two City Attorneys. Mr. Fred Fran­
cis served in this capacity until approximately six months ago when Mr. Clif­
ford B. Latta was appointed to fill a vacancy created by the resignation of 
Mr. Francis. 

Through the effective -efforts of the City Police Department, bootleg­
gmg has been held to a minimum, and during the tenure of Mr. Latta as City 
Attorney it has only been necessary for me to call on his services in the prose­
cution of one liquor case. 

In that instance the defendant was fined $100.00 plus costs, the maxi­
mum penalty permitted by law, and n:>t $20.00 as reported by the statement 
in the Floyd County Times. The jail se ·1tence was suspended due to serious 
illness in the family of the defendant. This action was taken by me indepen­
dently of the City Attorney who had recommended that the jail sentence be 
imposed. 

The statement made by the Committee for Mr. Sturgill relative to the 
handling of liquor violations by the Cit1 Court is misleading and untrue. The 
mo::;t serious liquor problems facing the City come from business establishments 
lo...:&ted outside the city limits on eithet stde of town.
