It is true that communities profit from recrea-
tional benefits resulting from such impoundments.
Dewey Lake and scores of others attest to that.
But all is not profit: counties lose many hundreds
of acres of land to taxation when the federal gov-
ernment acquires title and the waters rise.

Besides, no single community or county can cor-
rectly be held the sole beneficiary from these im-
poundments. Paintsville and Louisa may well get
the lion’s share of recreational profits, but these
extend far out, reaching restaurants, motels, sup-
pliers and others over a wide area.

This Water Project Recreation Act opens up a
wide area of possibilities, none of which are over-
practical. It could be a veritable Pandora’s Box
of befuddlement. Shall the federal government ex-
tend this matter to roads and parks and national
forests and demand that every eemmunity realiz-
ing benefits from them pay a part of the cost? And
how far down the road do-you go in pursuit of
the dollar that is so scarce in areas such as this?

Will these dams help proteet towns and farms
and hamlets and even cities, miles en downstream ?

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While ereating multi-million
dollar industries by his experi-
ments with peanuts, soy beans
and other farm products, George
Washington Carver refused any
increase in his $125-a-month
starting salary during his 46
vears on the Tuskegee Institute
faculty.

This is revealed by Lawrence
Elliott in “Beyond Fame or For-
tune,” a new biography of the
famous Negro scientist, published
in the May Reader's Digest. .

Often he delayed cashing his
salary checks until the treasurer
protested and frequently he gave
them to needy students. He re-
fused to go to work for Thomas
Edison at $100,000 a year. A dye-
stuffs firm offered Carver a lab-
oratory and a blank check. He
sent back the check with for-
mulas for 536 dyves that he had
discovered.

When Florida peanut planters
sent a box of diseased specimens
with a check and offer of a re-
tainer, he diagnosed the disease
and returned the check. “If the
good Lord charged nothing to
grow your peanufs,” he wrote,
“I do not think it fitting of me
to charge anything for
them."

Spurred by Carver's research,
America’'s peanut crop,
Iwrites, today is our sixfl) most
important agricultural preduct.
The two billion pounds harvested
each year are worth close ta 300
million dollars to the farmer aind
another 200 million to industry.

Article Says 60, 000
Cubans Riotting in

Casiro’s Prisons

More than 60,000 Cubans are
“rotiting in unbelievably foul hell-
holes” because they have op-
posed the Castro regime, reports
Gustave de los Reyes, nmow in the
United States after surviving
four years of such imprisonment.
He describes his experiences in
May Reader’s Digest -article,
“Imprisoned by Castro.”

“Cuba has at least 48 prisons,
detention centers and concentra-
tion camps specifically for those
men and women who have dared
to defy Castro,”” writes the Cuban
author, -who now lives in Palin
Beach, Florida. "All are over-
crowded, disease-ridden — and
run with iron fists.”

The slightest signs of ‘‘counter-
revolutionary'' atfitudes., such as '
avoiding '‘volunteer'' sugar-cane
cutting on week-ends, can bring
imprisonment. An elaborate
neighborhood spy system keeps
a flood of accusations rolling in,
with children encouraged by
|authorities to informa on their
| parents.

Condifions in these jails are
unbelievably wretched, says de
los Reyes, If physical punish-
| ment fails to break a prisoner's
ispirit, psychological pressure
"usually succeeds.,
| Starvation is conmumon among
I prisoners. In the camp where the
author was imprisoned, a 50-gal-
lon drum of coffee-flavored water
served as “breakfast” for hun-
dreds of men. Other meals
usually . consisted of a watery
solution with a few shriveled
vegetables thrown in. Malnutri-
tion was the inevitable result;
many prisoners lost all their
teeth, having to gouge them out
thnmselves because of the lack
medical facilities. Others de-
’\elopecl tfuberculosis and dysen-
[ tery.
| Adding to the misery was un-
| relenting pressure by communist
guards to convince prisoners that
they’ve been abandoned by the
free world, and that acceptance
tof Red doctrine holds their only
hope for relief.

Passing of Nostrums,
Folk Remedies of Yore

Nostalgia fm the springtimes of |
the old days when sassafras fea
or sulfur-and-molasses prepared
a man to face the hot summer |
months ““with thin blood and|
health”’ may linger with a few |
of the elderly and rural-orienfed
among us, but such nostrums of
yvore rapidly are becoming a|
part of our folklore, notes & Uni- |
versity of Kentucky professor.

Dr. Howard Hopkins, chairman |
of the Department of Pharmacy
in the UK College of Pharmacy,\
says that Americans ‘‘are the
most health-minded people in|
the world,” and that they no|
longer will tolerate the old- t1me|
drugs, “because we have learned
not to settle for second rate|
when the best is available.”

Sulfur-and-molasses and the
pther “‘folk’ drugs served a use-
ful function in their day, the UK
professor comments, ‘‘but our|
people have become more so-|
phisticated, and because modern
drugs offer them an assurance
of getting well, I'm sure most'
people will agree when I say
‘they can have the good old
days,” as they look forward to
added years of health.”

Dr., Hopkins adds that some of
the old drugs are still available,
but they will have “a real rough
road” in the future and even-
fually will “fall off the vine, and
into history.”

He said the first Food and Drug
laws of 1906 stated simply that
drugs sold in interstate com-
merce could be neither adulter-
[ ated nor misbranded. In 1937,
new legislation added the re-
guirement that drugs must be

The drug must bg
tested a long time, with any in=
dicated side effeets as a resulf
of its consumptien noted and fols
lowed through in new testing be=
fore it is finally given a go-ahead
by the FIDA.

In the springfime, as the sap
rises in the trées and you wand
to shake off the sedentary, slug-
gish days of winter, Dr. Hopkins
says he would recommend a cup
of sassafras fea, that is, if you
have a taste for this brew.

“It may not eure all your ills,”
he says, “but it wont hwmt you,
and if you believe that it will
help you, then it probably will
make you feel better.™

The UK professor concludes:
“Frankly, I like the taste of sas-
safras tea. I dnink it whenever I
get it."”

| "It would be nice, but the fact
remains you do not become an
expert bass angler overnight.
'There are some fips, however,
| that will speed your progress and
increase yeur luck.

First, you should get out and
fish as often as you can. Work
hard at it, long hours at a
stretch. The second rule is in-
terrelated: Use your head when
fishing!

Be sure to fish when they're
hitting best. Very often (espe-
cially in summer) this means
early and late in the day.

Fish early and late in the sea-
son. Early spring has fast bass
fishing—and it's generally easy,
in shallow waters. But stay
away (for everyone's sake) from
the spawning beds. Actually,
very late in the season is by far
the best for really large fish—

not only bass, but pike, walleyes,
muskies and others.
Vary your fishing depth great-

| ly. It's amazing how miany ignore

this highly important rule of |
bass fishing and always fish at |

approximately the same depth. |

| On very rare oceasions indeed,
|8 bass will come up 15 feet or

more to take a surface or shail-l-|
won't go over six feet or so for |
one, and it's mueh the best to
fry to get it within three feet of
him.

A good bul not invariable gen- |
eral rule is that you’ll find bass
in rather shallow water only
early and late in the day aud|
early and late in the season.

Vary your retrieve. The gen-
eral rule is that more reluctant
a bass, especially a big one, is
to strike, the slower the retrieve
should be. Keep the lure teas-
ingly near him. Exactly the same
greal variation of speed in re-
works underwater. But
that in both under-
water and topwater retrieves, the
chief thing is irregularity.

Try lures of various Kkinds.

“Don‘t make the mistake of
having a lot of lures all very
similar in type and action. Have |
a wide . range,” recommends
Jason Luecas, Angling Editor of |

(1) NEW COURTHOUSE:

The first effort to construct a new courthouse began in
* 1960, before my opponent took office. A-§7,500.00 planning

°  advance was made available for preliminary plans and speci-

fications. On this occasiori | made a trip to the Housing and
Home Finance Agency in Atlanta, Georgia, along with the
County Judge, the Archiiect and a Prestonsburg banker. At
that time, as well as later, the’'new courthouse project was be-
ing initiated in conjunciion with the City of Prestonsburg and
the Prestonsburg Municipal Housing Commission.

In January, 1962, after my opponent took office, the
Prestonsburg Municipal Housing Commission and myself, -as
Executive Director, approached the Fiscal Court and offered
to purchase the old county property as a part of its Urban Re-
newal Project. From the very beginning, the new courthouse

.- was a City-County Project. The best. evidence on this fact is

an excerpt from a letier written on Oétober 40, 1963, from
County Attorney Barkley J. Sturgill to E. Bruce Wedge, Re-
gional Director of Urban Renewal, Atlanta, Georgia. The ex-
cerpt is as follows:

“This is to advise your office that the planning of Ky.
R-43 and the construction of the new Floyd County Courthouse
has been undertaken as a City-County Project. Preliminary dis-

cussions and negotiations were initiated immediately after Jan-

uary 1, 1962, with the election of a new City Council in the
City of Prestonsburg.”

“Mr. Latta and myself have worked closely in the plan-
ning of both the courthouse and Urban Renewal Project, in
order that we might be able to take timely steps to expedite
the ultimate completion of the total project, that. is, construc-
tion of the new Floyd County Courthouse and installation of
public parking facilities by the City of Prestonsburg. Without

the proposal of the Prestonsburg Municipal Housing Commis-
sion to include existing county property in its project, Floyd
county would not be constructing a new courthouse, and pub-
lic use of the existing courthouse property is being discontinued
solely because of the undertaking of the Urban Renewal Proj-
ect.” _

Mr. Sturgill’s letter would seem to indicate that many
other people made worthwhile contributions toward the con-
struction of our new courthouse.

(2) CLEARING AND SNAGGING RIGHT BEAVER:
This project was planned and programed by the United States
Army, Corps of Engineers and would have been completed if
JOHN DOE had been County Attorney.

(3) FOOD STAMP PROGRAM: The food stamp pro-
gram was begun in 1961 by the United States Department of

Agriculture as*a PILOT program in Floyd county, Kentucky,

and McDowell county, West Virginia. The planning for this
program was well advanced prior to my opponent taking of-
fice in January, 1882. In fact the first deposits which were
made to the Food Stamp Account at the First National Bank,
Prestonsburg, Ky., were made in June, 1961, SIX MONTHS
BEFORE MR. STURGILL TCOK OFFICE AS COUNTY AT-
TORNEY.

(4) UNEMPLOYED PARENTS PROGRAM: This pro-
gram was initiated under the Administration of the late John
F. Kennedy. The program started in 1963 with a 1009, Fed-
eral Grant and has been supplemented with Federal funds
authorized under the ECONOMIC OPPORTUNITIES ACT
(Anti-Poverty Program) and in recent months by one-quarter
matiching state funds. Floyd county was selected to partici-
pate in this program by statistical data processed in WASH-
INGTON and FRANKFORT. The parents working under this

program were selected on the basis of their income and NOT
BY MY OPPONENT. If credit is to be given ‘for this program
I should think Congressman Carl D. Perkins would be high
on the list.

(5) COMMUNITY COLLEGE: The Prestonsburg Com-
munity College is a result of the combined efforts of literally
hundreds of people. The Governor’s Commission for the Study
of Education recommended the program to the legislature which
subsequently passed the enabling legislation. The people of
Floyd county rallied to the cause; COAL MINERS, DOCTORS,
BANKERS, BUSINESSMEN, RADIO STATIONS AND NEWS-
PAPERS, TEACHERS AND EDUCATORS, AND YES, SCHOOL
CHILDREN gave their time, dollars and pennies to acquire

the land upon which the college now sits. | participated in

that project as the attorney who prepared the articles of in-
corporation of the Big Sandy College Development Corpora-
tion and now serve as its secretary. | also abstracted the title
to a portion of the land.
