Hall Says Open Sewers 
Health Threat; Reviews 
Responsibility to Public 

After an incomplete survey had 
recently showed that more than 
5() residences and places of busi 
ness within the corporate limits 
of Prestonsburg are not con­
nected with the city sewer sys· 
tom and are using open sewers, 
the Floyd County Health Depart­
ment set a Saturday, Jtme 19 
deadline for proper conn<'ction to 
be made. 

The only homes or business 
houses not subject to that dead· 
line are a few on the outskh·ts 
of Prestonsburg where c i t y 
sewer lines are not available. 

Announcing the deadline for 
conne>ctions to be made with the 
sewer system, Dr. Russell L. 
Hall, county health officet·, said 
those not connected are dis­
charging raw, untreated, septic 
sewage onto the ground.

There is always a cause for 
eve1·ything in nature. and if we 
seek diligently we can usuallv 
find it. Take the female CO\V· 
birds now. These are called 
"lazy parasites," because they 
build no nests of their own, but 
steal to the nests of birds like 
vireos. spanows and warblers 
and lay their own eggs in these 
nests. T h e victimized birds 
usually rear the cowbirds and 
let theu· own young starve. 

We ha\ e to look back into the' 
history of the cowbird's biologi­
cal development to find out whv 
the bird builds no nest but lay; 
her eggs in the nests of other 
industrious birds. Back in the 
days of Pioneer America, there 
'\·ere multiplied millions of buf· 
falos on the plains, and there 
were also multiplied millions of 
cowbtrds. These birds kept con· 
stantly with the vast buffalo 
!1erds, ll\'ing with them. protect· 
1ng them agamst pests such as 
flies and lice: in turn for these 
"valet services" of the cowbirds. 
the buffalo flushed insects out of 
the ~rass for the cowbirds to eat.
