His homeland tour over, Dr,
Turpin will return to his jungle-
route hospital te resume the
Once It Develops,
Rabies 1009% Fatal,
Health Dept. Warns

Rabies, or hydrophobia, is an
acute infectious disease which is
, 100 percent fatal for both man

and beast. It is caused by &
which afttacks the brain
and spinal cord.

Man and warm-blooded animals |

are susceptible to it as it is
spread to man and healthy ani-
mals through a break in the
skin, most frequently by the bite
of a dog, but it may occur from
the bite or scratch of a cat, or
from exaposing the broken skin
to the saliva of any rabid ani-
mal — for example, a squirrel,
fox, raccoon, opossum or bat.

Rabies may be present in the
saliya frpm eight to ten days be-
fore the symptoms of thé disease
appear. So it is well to be sus-
picious of any animal bite, even ,
though the animal may appear
to be healthy.

It ‘takes, on an average, two
to six weeks after a bite for
rabies (o develop but it may de-
velop in less than 10 days ‘or not
for several months. Since the
virus reaches the brain via the
nerves, the closer the wound is
to the brain, the more guickly
the symptoms of rabies appear

Even after the virus has en-
tered the body, rabies can usually
be prevented with the Pasteur
treatment, a series of injections
with anti-rabies vaccine. In all
cases of animal bites, wash the
wound thoroughly with running
water and soap to remove the
apimal’s saliva. Then go to a!
physician at once to have the
wound more thoroughly cleaned
out and other needed treatment
given.

This should be followed by the
Pasteur treatment if the biting |
animal is found to be rabid, or |
if it cannot be caughi and ob-
served, or if the bite is on the
head, neck or hands.

No effort should be spared to!
catch the offending animal. Call
the Health Depanmem or the
Police Deparfiment at onece for
help in catehing it. The animal
should not be killed. Killing may
make it impossible to determine
if the animal is rabid and
whether the Pasteur treatment is
necessary. If, after fourteen davs,
the animal is still alive, one can
be sure it did not have rabies |
and the Pasteur treatment may
'be unnecessary.

A dog afflicted with rabies may
merely. appear sick or may he
unnaturally restless or excited.
It may hide and refuse food. As
the disease progresses, it be-
comes vicious, snarls and growls,
and bites any person in its way.

Auy change in the bark or the

behavior of an erdinarily friendly
dog may be a warning of rabies.
Some of the measures whieh
are helpful in controlling mb‘ias;
are as follows!: ,
1. Rid the community of all|
stray dogs and require the an-
nual licensing of all dogs by their
{owners. During an outbreak it
fmay be necessary to restrict all |
‘dogs to leashes or paddocks. |
Some communities reguire muz- |
zling or leashing routinely.
| 2. Dpg-owners are urged to |

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We Think the Death penalty
Slmuld Be Abolished

THE FLOYD COUNTY TIMES agrees with Gov-
ernor Breathitt that the death penalty should be
abolished in Kentucky.

But we go one step farther than the Governor
~ in insisting that the law should be revised so that
the death penalty could be supplanted by a life
term—that is to say, a term which means what it

says, the entire life of the conviet, without any
pussibility of parole or pardon.

‘We think such a change in the law would more
fully serve the cause of justice than the present
criminal statutory provisions in at least two ways:

First of all, it would protect society from wan-
ton, bestial k111e1 s, and punish them over the years;

next, and equally important to justice, it would
eliminate a law which too often takes the life of
the man without money, friends and influence,
while failing in the cases of those who have the
“means and influence with which to protect them-
selves.

We question the purpose of the death penalty,
as now imposed and executed Is it for revenge—
“an eye for an eye”—or is it to serve as an example
and thus as a deterrent to crime?

If the criminal’s life is claimed to exact revenge,
then the society that kills him is a killer, as bestial
as he.

- If the execution at the hands of the state is to
~ show to other criminals, present or potential, the
awful consequences that may come upon them if
. they, too, commit murder, does the present method
. suffice?

Why, for instance, take the ceriminal to a place
 far distant from the scene of his crime, there take
him into a small echamber and in the presence of

- only a few witnesses take his life—then leave the

facts of the execution to a few, matter-of-fact par-
agraphs in the newspapers?
. If the death penalty is to be exacted, not out
'&f cold revenge but to serve as a warning by ex-
: 'ample, why not have the execution done at home,
in the open where all may see death by law in
action? And why restriet the mode of execution to
the Chair? The guillotine would, we imagine, be
no less merciful.
Some opponents of the Governor's stand for an
. end to eapital punishment object that the crim-
“inal element already is being “coddled too much.”
e agree. But we also contend that the law and
those enjoined with its enforcement do not have
to break a man’s neck to keep from coddling him.
Long years of prison confinement and work, a
lifetime in which to ponder his sins, if any con-
science is left, will punish the criminal as effec-
tively and protect society as adequately as the
awful few seconds that now satisfy the law’s de-
mands by taking the life of the one who took life.

How to produce a new cash
crop for Eastern Kentucky, re-

|elaim strip-mined land and pre-

vent soil erosion and flooding atre
problems that ‘‘Operation Elder-
berry” may help solve.

The pilot project was launched
recently when 10,000 cuttings of
elderberry plants were puf into
strip mine spoil banks of earth
that once contained the “Black
Gold" of coal—the top product of
Eastern Kentucky.

The cuttings were planted on
10-aere hillside tracts owned by
the Kentucky River Coal Sales
Company, near Hazard, and the
Greer and Elison Coal Coin-
pany, near Whitesburg,

The small blue elderberries
produced by the project are ex-
pected to be of commerecial vaiue
within three years. A midwestern
firm that processes and markets
jams and jellies has agreed to
purchase the berries.

The increasing use of herbicide
sprays along roadways in recent
years has led to a shortage of
wild elderberries. Soil and cli-
matic conditions favor the growth
of the fruit in Eastern Kentucky
with a minimum of cultivation.

“Operation Elderberry” is a
team effort. Working together to
obtain, plant and nurture the
pilot crop are officials and em-
ployees of the two strip mining
companies, staff members of the
Kentucky Department of  Com-

“Acid waters exist in many

streams of Appalachia as a re-

stilt of coal mining operations,”” |

said 8. K. Love, chief of the sur-
vey's guality of water branch.

“Waters with high acid and
mineral content are unsuitable
for aguatic and plant life, as well
as for domestic and industrial
uses.

““The high cost of treating acid
wafter to make it useable has
been a significant factor in the
slow development of industry in
parts of the region.”

“We hope this will creaie a
new industry for the region—ihe
commercial growing of elderber-
ries, blackberries, raspberries,
red currants, apples and grapes
which could bring processing
plants into the area.” Lebus said.

Some idea of how profitable the
growing of elderberries could be

for the marginal-type farmer is
indicated in the current market
price paid by processors., A re-
turn of $400 per acre is possible,
based on ayicldofbetween ETAOIT |
based on a yield of between 3 to
o tons per acre. And research
has shown that such a vield can |
be expected from planting in spoil
banks and land not suited for
most agricultural products.

Elmore C. Grim, director of
the Division of Strip Mining and |
Reclamation, believes the pilot |
project could be a big step in
[Lecla.lming and conserving sirip-
mined land. ““The elderberry has
a very fibrous roof system which ‘
could help prevent soil erosion|
and aid flood control,” Grim |
said.

Grim said that if the pilot |
project shows promise it will be
expanded next fall by the plant- |
ing of 50,000 elderberry seedlings
in spoil banks at other strip|
mines in Eastern Kentucky. '

Supporters of “Operation Elder- |
berry' feel that there is every
|reason fo believe it will he suc-
| cessful. Elderberries planted in
spoil banks in Ohio a year ago
lare doing well.

Health Doctor Urges
Lifesaving Techniques
As Needed Equipment

Kentuckians, and especially
Floyd countians, have the next
three months to look forward to,
for summer is almost here.
Schools will close soon and va-
cations are being planned.

Camping, fishing and boating
equipment is being brought out |
of storage or bought for the sum-
mer season. Dr. R. L. Hall,
health officer, suggests that |
every Floyd countian further
equip himself with some lifesav-
ing techniques.

‘“‘Rescue breathing, or mouth-
to-mouth breathing, is one of the
most effective lifesaving methods
used today,” Dr. Hall said, “‘and
has saved the lives of many viec-
tims of drowning, shock, chesfl
injuries, choking, drugs or gas.”

Mouth-to-mouth rescue breath-
ing should be started immed-
iately, wherever the patient is— |
in the water as he is brought in |
or on the bank where he lies
after an accident, overdose of
drugs, or choking, or affer he is
quickly brought out of gas- filled |
areas. ““Anyone can learn—you,

After placing the vietim on his
back, clear his mouth and throat
of anything which might block
breathing, tilt his head back,
move his jaw forward, and pinch
the nostrils closed. Then take a
deep breath, blow hard enough
and long enough into the vic-
tim’s mouth to see his chest rise
before stopping,

This procedure should be re-
peated 12 to 20 times a minute
and continued until the victim is
breathing for himself. If the vic-
tim is a small child, blow info
the mouth less forcefully. “Learn
this lifesaving method and wyou
will always be prepared in case
of an emergency,” said the
health officer.

For groups interested in rescue
breathing, there are two films
available from the Floyvd County
Health' Department — ‘‘Rescue
Breathing” and ‘“‘Breath of Life"
—and @& pamphlet describing
step-by-step procedures for res-
cue breathing. Classes to learn
this lifesaving fechnique can be
arranged by eontacting the coun-
ty health department To demon-
