blocks by the Kentucky State

3. The retraining of all en­
forcement officers of the Kentuc­
ky State Police, with instruction 
by the Northwestern University 
Traffic Institute. 

4. The development of needed 

l public education efforts aimed 
. toward improving the quality of

driving in the Commonwealth. 

5. Continuing technical staff 
assistance for the implernenta· 
tio:t of other portions cf Kentuc-
ky's Safety Action Program. ! "The determination of traffic 
safety needs upon which the In­
stitute's decisions were based,"
