skinks lose their stripes at about

the age of three and grow large,
about nine inches long, and
change to a light shade of brown.
These large male skinks, which
many people mistakenly
“scorpions.”’ are often seen scal
ing tree trunks, and most per-
sons have a mortal ferror of
them and believe their bite is
dangerous—but they are perfect-
v harmiless.

Changes Affect Widows

Many Floyd county widows will
be directly affected by one of
the changes made in the soeial
security law this year.

The new provision allows a
widew, if she wishes, to start get-
ting monthly benefits beginning
when she is age 60. Up to now,
a widow had to be 62 before she
could start getting monthly pay-
ments, unless she -had in her
care a child of her deceased hus-
band eligible for child’s insurance
benefits.

If a woman decides to start her
benefits at age 60, she will re-
ceive a smaller monthly benefit
than if she waited until she was

| 62, because she will be getting
§ | monthly payments over a longer
| period.

As an example of how the new

| provision works, take the case of

a widow whose husband would
have received a retirement bene-
fit of £106. She will receive $87.50
a month if she deecides to wait un-
til she is 62. If she wants to start

getting benefits when she is 60,

her monthly payment will be
if she waits until she is
61, she will receive $81.70 a
month.

Onece a widow receives a re-
duced benefit payment, she will
always get a reduced payment.
This will be frue even if she
later becomes eligible to receive
payment based on her own earn-
ings.

This spreading paralysis of our
vital motive power is really more
serious than it sounds, the Heart
| Association warns. That's be-

cause we have one key muscle
|that still has to do all its own
work; the heart. And so closely
and so much do the various sys-
tems of the body depend on each
other that all are hurt if even
one doesn't work properly.

The opposite, of course, is just
as true. The body benefils in
many ways from regular physical
activity, and the efficiency of the
heart’s action is especially helped
by regular exercise. This is one
of a number of things that heart
research scientists are certain
about,

They know for instance that
the athlete’'s heart pumps more
blood with fewer, but stronger,
strokes per minute than the
loafer’s heart. Over the long run,
this saves quite a bit of wear and
fear on thaf all-important musele,
the hearf.

Regular exercise also develops
in the body new pipelines through
which blood can flow. These
stand the heart muscle in good
stead in case of a heart attack. |
By permitting unaffected areas
of the heart musele tissue fo con-
finue working, it can mean the
difference between life and
death.

Some studies suggest that reg-
ular physical activity helps keep |
down blood levels of cholesterol, |
often linked to a higher risk of|
heart attacks; that it offers ani
effeciive ouflet for the release |
of {tfensions, another possible
cause of coronary attacks.
