their hearts.

The tangled skein of the
Precce or Priest family history
began to intertwine with regional
and state history back in 1775
when William Priest headed a
group of eight or ten men to
build @ fort in Powell’'s Valley in
Southwest Virginia. There, en-
sconced in Priest’'s Fort and
bulwarked by occupants of near-
by Martin, and Mump's Forts,
they fought the Indians for a
yvear but were forced to leave.
In a few months they returned
and stayed through the Revolu-
tfion and the ftrying post-war
troubles. Migrating over the
Cumberlands;, they settled in
southern Floyd county, on John’'s
Creek, and in the present Mar-
tin county. It was from a sec-
tion of Martin county, then Pike,
that William Martin Priest left
for Texas.

William Priest, father of Wil-

liam Martin, after his Indian
fighting days were over, moved
out of the fort and became a
prominent Russell county (Vir-
ginia) settler. Having need fo
preserve family and legal
papers, he began to store them
in an old trunk.

Frankfort, Ky., Oct. 25—Gov. |
Edward T. Breathitt yesterday |
called on strip and auger miners
to stop imsisting on legal en-
forcement of broad-form min-
eral rights deeds until their
meaning and scope is decided by
the courts.

Breathitt said also if the courts
disagree with his position on the
broad-form deed, he may seek
legislative action to proteet
property owners from strip
miners.

The governor was referring to

a Knott county dispute in whieh |
a widow, Mrs. Ollie Combs, was |
Jailed after she tried to keep
strip miners off her property.

(A broad-form deed is one
which grants both mineral rights
and the right fo use the surface
land for purposes necessary fo
mining, A leégal controversy is
now in progress to determine
whethér such surface rights ap-
ply to strip- and auger-mining,
which are more destructive to
the surface area than the min-
ing methods used when most
such deeds were written.)

“I want the widow Combs and
all other Kentuckians whose
homes and farms are threatened
with destruction by sfrip and
auger mining fo know that I am
on their side,”” Breathitt said.

“Of course, I urge all citizens
of Kentucky and expect all citi-
zens of Kentucky to obey the
law,

“But history has somefimes
shown that unyielding insistence
upon the enforcement of legal
rights by the rich and powerful
against the humble people of a
community is not always the
quickest course of action.”

The governor, accusing sfrip
and auger miners of ‘‘provoking
and causing these disturbances,”
urged them fto “desist from
further insistences upon their|
pound of flesh' until the broad-
form deed issue is decided.

The governor ftook these ac-
fions:

1. He appointed Frankfort at-
torney Edward F. Prichard as
a special counsel to intervene in
a case involving application of
the broad form deed. Breathitt
said Pritchard will work with
the Natural Resources Depart-
ment. The state has already in-
tervened in a broad-form deed
case.

2. He instructed Public Safety
Commissioner Glenn Lovern that
State Police are not to be used
for enforcement of ecivil pro-
cesses in the courts without his
permission,
