RAISES FAIL SOME TEACHERS

Louisville, Ky. — Why have
teacher-salary increases orgered|
by past Kentucky legislatares
seemed to turn into “phantom’’|
raises at the local level? [

The issue is a sore spob with |
both teachers and the pubnc|
The public generally believes|
that—thanks to the 1964 Gemeral‘
Assembly —— all teachers gol a
$200 raise for the current school
year. An/dl many teachers are
angry and puzzled because they |
didn’t get a $200 raise. Most got |
less and some grot, nothing.
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“Salary  allotments from the
state are probably the most rms-
understood aspect of school [i-
nance in Kentucky,” says Dr. J.
M. Dodson, executive secretary
of the Kentucky Education As-
sociation (KEA).

That is because the salary
figure set by legislators must be
allocated through & formula that
is presceribed by the state’s min-
imum foundation program law,

Different things happen in dif-
ferent school systems when the
formula is applied. That’'s part
of the reason for the confusion.

But confusion arises long be-
fore the money is distributed at
the local level,

For example, when the Gover-
nor announced that the $200 fig-
ure would be in his budget for
the current vear (1965-66) there
was a wide-spread misconcep-
tion that each teacher in the
state would receive the full
amount.

Actually, the %200 was to be—
and was—allocated for each de-
gree teacher (a teacher that is,
with a bachelor’s degree or
higher assigned to a “state-ap-
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1,

o3 we 8Gc
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proved classroom unit” in the
foundation program. A class-
room unit ‘consists, in most |
| cases, of a teacher and 27 pu-
{ pils.

But in local school. systems
. that go beyond the “‘minimum”

level to which the state contrib-
utes through the foundation pro-

ram there are classroom units
in addition to those approved |
under the foundation formula.
So these systems had to streteh
the $200 and their degree teach-
ers got correspondingly less.
Some systems also shared por-|

| tions of the new revenue with

non-degree teachers on their
staffs.
Another common misconcep-

tion is that the foundation pro-!
gram is financed by the state |

alone.
