form coal deeds negotiated be-
fore strip- and auger-mining
were “generally known in the
locality.”

(A broad-form deed is one that
grants both mineral rights and
the right to use the surface land
for purposes necessary to min-
ing. A legal controversy is now

“in progress to determine whether

such surface rights apply fo
strip- and auger-mining, ‘whieh
are more destructive to the sur-
face area than the mining meth-
ods used when most such deeds
were written.)

“Broad-form' deeds are com-|
mon in BEast Kentucky. Many |
were obtagined when underground
mining was the common method
of extraction. However, they al-

low virtually unrestricted use of |

the surface.

Some operators’ use of the
deeds in present-day surface
mining has caused angry protest|
in East Kentucky. HB 258 is pop-
ularly known as fthe *““Widow
Combs Bill”" because of the dra-
matic sit-down of Mrs, Ollie
Combs, Knott county, in front of
a strip-miner’s bulldozer last
yvear fo block strip-mining opera-
tions.

The defense was based on the
plea of insanity. Dr. Iroygan,
testifying for the state, said that
in his opinion May knew what
he was doing on the day of the
shooting, But two others, defense
witnesses, disputed that eclaim.
Dr. Champ Ligon held that the
defendant was not aware of
what he was doing, and a second
psychiatrist made the ‘‘educated
guess” that May was not in pos-
session of his faculties at the
time of the shooting and was
under the force of an ‘‘irresis-
tible impulse.” May was de-
seribed as a split personality.

But all three experts agreed he

right.”

The federal action virtually
eliminates hope of expanding the
program inte the other 20 Appa-
lachian counties or of removing
the $250ra-month ceiling on
menthly payments, as contem-
plated in the original %294 mil-
lion request.

In addition, economic security
Commissioner Leslie Dawson
wrote HEW that “‘to operate
within the allocation of $15.6
million, it would be necessary to
remove partieipants from the
program, freeze the caseload at
a lower level and further curtail
administrative costs.”

Congressmen Carl Perkins, of
Hindman, has joined Dawson in
asking for restoration of an $18.7
million allocation (the 12'» per-
cent figure before the cut from
$150 to $125 billion).

HEW has raised the possibil-
ity of more money becoming
available if other states don’t
apply in time for their shares.

There the matier stands, with
the state freezing ils caseload at
the current 6.600-family level
until HEW comes up with a final
ruling.

About 15 percent of the “‘Pap-
pies'' qualify for the $250 max-
imum for participating in the
work and education program.
The program is 100 percent fed-
erally finaneed. Last year, $11.7
million was spent in the 19
counties.
