Dr. Russell L. Hall, Floyd
county health officer, announced
this week that the age limit on
measles ‘‘shots’”” has been ex-
tended to include ehildren
through 12 years of age.

The vaccine is effective for
both types of measles — the so-
called ‘‘bad”
three-day measles. If the child
has already had measles, but the
parents are uncertain as to
which type, the child should be
immunized, anyway, Dr. Hall
said.

Those who were unable to at-
tend the clinics already held
throughout the county, may
bring their children to the health
department, Monday through Fri-
day, and receive the.immuniza-
tions. .

The period for obtaining the
immunizations will end, April™27.
It is véry important that as
many as possible take advantage
of this free service. Some chil-
dren may develop a slight fever
reaction to the waccine, buf to
date there has been only one
such occurrence in this county
from all the ‘“‘shots’ given in the
clinics.

“The small effort, on the part
of the parent, to have the child
immunized pays off in big divi-
dends, especially when the some-
times deadly after-effects  of
measles is taken into considera-
tion,” Dr. Hall said.

KY. POWER PLANS
TO ENLARGE PLANT

Kentucky Power Company's |

Big Sandy Plant, near Louisa,
will soon be guadrupled in size.
Governor Ed ward Breathitt
and Donald C. Cook, president of
Kentucky Power and of its par-
ent company, American Electric
Power Company, last Friday an-
nounced plans for the company’s
construction of a giant 800,000-
kilowatt steam electric generat-
ing unit at Big Sandy Plant. The
plant construetion and related
facilities are expected to cost ap-
proximately $100 million.

Engineering work on the unit
is going forward rapidly, and
actual eonstruction is expected to
start in June. The unit is sched-
uled for commercial operation in
1969.

Completion of the unit will
raise the plant’s fotal generating
capacity to 1,065,000 Kkilowatts
and will make it the largest in-
vestor-owned power stafion in
Kentucky. Cook revealed that the
unit is the first of three 800,000-
kilowatt turbine generators that
the seven-state American Elec-
tric Power System plans to place
in operation in the Appalachian
region during the three-year per-

fod of 1969-1971.

Governor Breathitt hailed the
announcement as *‘a great day
for Kentucky,” noting that the
Big Sandy Plant had been placed
in operation just three years ago
and that its expansion this soon
was ‘“‘a clear indicafion of the
economic vigor in this part of the
country.”

“We are delighted that Kentuc-
ky Power and the AEP System
have chosen to display their uf-
most confidence in Kenfucky by
the decision to go ahead at this
time with their $100 million proj-
ect,”” Governor Breathitt said.

F. M. Baker, of Ashland, vice-
president and general manager
of Kentueky Power Company,
pointed out that the new unif is
expected to burn over two mil-
lion tons of coal annually. All of
this fuel, he said, will be sup-
plied by Kentucky operators and
transported fo the plant site on
the Big Sandy River via the
Chesapeake & Ohio Railway's
Big Sandy branch line.

“Our use of coal alone will rep-
resent an annual contribution of
approximately $8 million to the
economy of Kentucky,” Baker
stated.

. SPEAKING OF U. §. 23

. After the decision on the routing of U. 8. 23 from
Prestonsburg to Allen is reached, there is another
to be made which is perhaps even more important.
This is the route the highway will follow from Al-
len on into Pike county.

A few years ago, a Highway Department planner
dallied with the idea of a route up the west side of
the Big Sandy rather than an attempt to broaden
and straighten the old highway. His thinking, as
we recall, was along these lines:

Old U. S. 23 could be maintained for local traf-
fic, but a new highway for “through” traffic on
the opposite side of the river is needed. Some of
the reasons for a new highway were:

‘1. An entirely new route could be planned to be
widened to four lanes when traffic demands.

2. It would open up a vast, new territory to de-
velopment in both Floyd and Pike counties.

3. Right-of-way costs would be less than the cost
of acquiring new land for widening of the old route.

4, Construction could be more easily and effec-
tively done.

The present U. 8. 23 is so cliff-bound in some
places, so hemmed in by buildings in others, that
its reconstruction and modernization will come at
dear cost.

Perhaps the man was right, after all.

300 HORSES - AND ALL BLIND!

(A guest-editorial by Dr. Russell L. Hall)

Last Sunday, five youngsters of high school age
had their lives snuffed out in an automobile acci-
dent in an adjoining county. The news story on
this was one of stark and sudden tragedy.

What the news story didn’t tell is that every
eleven minutes since these youngsters died, another
person died from an automobile accident. We have
in this country lost through automobile accidents,
and had injured in automobile accidents, a total
several times greater than the losses from all the
wars this country has ever fought.

This slaughter from automobiles is a war that
continues month after month, throughout the day
and the night. In less than three years automobile
accidents in our country will kill and injure a stag-
gering number of Americans equal to the total pop-
ulation of Kentucky. We have more killed and in-
jured by the automobile in one day than are killed
and wounded in a month in Viet Nam,

Why is this so?

1. Because of age or infirmities, we have peo-
ple driving automobiles who should not be driving
on our highways.

2. The horsepower of the automobile has stead-
ily inereased year after year until now the speed
of the automobile exceeds the speed of our reflexes.

. Too many automobiles with serious defects
ale on the highways.

4. For our youngsters with all their insatiable
energy and love of life the automobile becomes
more dangerous than a loaded revolver.

Qur youth, and our older drivers, either do not
know or seldom remember the import and full
meaning of horsepower. By definition, one horse-
power is the force required to raise 33,000 pounds
at the rate of one foot per minute. Thls is a die-
tionary definition, and it means very little to the
automobile driver. It means nothing at all to the
young automobile driver.

The younger drivers need to see the horsepower
in a different light. Most of us have seen the ad-
vertisement on television which showed several
teams of Clydesdale horses. This would mean for
a 300-horsepower automobile that 150 teams of
these horses are pulling your automobile, We need
to keep this picture on automobile horsepower fore-
most in our mind. Most of all, we must understand

_that all these 300 horses pulhng our automobiles

are BLIND. We must be their eyes and their speed-
ometers. The more we realize this, the less will be
our chances of succumbing to high speed accidents.

One hundred fifty teams of horses, one team
ahead of another for one-half mile, power our auto-
mobile and all of them are BLIND.

|pairs of ribs, or a total of 640
|rib bones. These are attached to |
powerful muscles and give ihe
snake great strength to squeeze |
to death its prey. One of fhese |
monsters can kill a sheep,
goat, or a pig, or even an ani-
mal as large as a cow,

The pythons belong to the
same family as the boa constrie-
tors, which also crush their prey
to death before swallpwing it, |
The pythons usually stay near
water so they can capture ani-
mals that come fto the water-|
holes. These snakes lay about a
dozen grayish eggs and place |
them in a conical mound, The
eggs do not hatch without being
incubated, so the female pythen
wraps her body around the
mound of eggs and puts her head
on top and remains on the eggs
until they hatch. It takes aboul
two months for the eggs fto
hatch.

A BLUE

Down Fidelity way, and, as
I found out a long timse
later, around Mammoth Cave,
people knew practically noth-
ing about a blue moon as a
measure of some long but in-
definite time.

"“THAT AIN'T THE WAY 1 HEERED IT”

One of the greatest joys of
a folklorist is to hear someone
use an expression, give folk
remedy, or tell some yarn and
then be challenged by some-
one else, who says, in sub-
stance: “That ain't the way
I heered it.” Of course it isn't,
If all such things appeared
in only one form, it would
prove that the users had had
the same background of ex-
periences, the same education,
the same traditional training.
And, because folklore, no mat-

tional and takes on the char-
acteristics of the time and
of the person who knows and
believes in it, there are in-
finite possibilities of variation.
For example, Mrs. Helen Hart-
ness Flanders, of Vermont, got
interested in the variations in
the text and tone of the an-
cient ballad “Barbara Allen.”
The last report from her in-
vestigations revealed some 95
variations. It takes several
good phonograph records to
chronicle all the differences
between one version and an-
other.

Just as surely, o‘her folk
things have many forms. I
have had some great fun
hearing the merits or demerits
of pokeberries as a remedy
argued, almost to the poini
of being embarrassing. One

i8 nothing like these bad-tast-
ing berries for rheumatism;
another fellow, equally ardent,
says that the berries aré pois-
onous; only the roois are fo
be used in medicine.

Weather signs have two
sides, nearly always, and
strong defenders. Katydids
and cuckleburs as prophets of
frost are like gospel truth to
many people; but others pay
no attention to such foolish
things but consult cornshucks
and their thickness or thin-
ness. Still others think that
plants know nothing about the
weather; only celestial signs—
like moon and stars and ha-
loes and sundogs are to be
trusted.

Good and bad luck signs
have a few areas where just
about everybody agrees with
everybody else. Black cats,
