Ants are thE' most abundant 
creatures on earth. They are 
found everywhere---even in trails 
where feet have tramped the soil 
hard. they dig tunnels. They are 
found on high mountains and in 
low valleys. If you should mea­
sure off an acre of an open field 
and count the ants. the number 
would run into many millions. 

Ants are regarded as the most 
intelligent animals on earth. 
They do farming, keep cows and 
tend their gardens. They have 
soldiers organized into efficient 
armies. They keep slaves. valets, 
chambermaids a n d servants. 
Many of us despise the ants, e:;­
pr.cially when they get in ou1· 
foort , or invade the house. The 
tiny red ants are the worst of­
fenders for invading houses. 

But all thmgs in nature have 
their place, and ants are also 
highly beneficial. They devour 
many kinds of pests such as cat­
erpillars, bugs and flies I have 
seen ants hauling large caterpil­
lars to their bunows. They are 
fond of sugar and honey and 
can't 1·esist the temptation to 
steal these. Some ants are called 
"honey ants,'' and these keep 
certain ones of their colony to be 
honey barrels. They store their 
honey in these until they become 
bloated to the size of a pea and 
can't even crawl. When thE' 
other ants want some honey, they 
take it from these bloated mem­
bers of their colony. 

Ants establish large colonies, 
some of which may contain as 
many as half a million members, 
mostly females. The males and 
queens have wings and fly out 
in the spring to mate. Then the 
females tear off their wings and 
grt busy laying eggs. The small 
white objects you may have seen 
ants carrying around are not 
eggs but ant cocoons.

The Indians of the South­
west used to eat the bloated 
honey ants; they also use them 
for sweetening theii· food. Ants 
make their honey out of honey 
dew, mostly from the honey dew 
secreted by plant lice and the 
cinipid galls wasps. 

The small black ants. called 
"cornfield ants,'' are perhaps the 
most abundant of all. These ants 
keep cows, which are plant lice 
and pasture them out on corn 
and other plants. They milk 
these "cows" by stroking them 
with their antenna, to make 
them give down their milk. 

Ants have a language, and 
talk to one another by means of 
stroking each other with their an­
tenna-sort of a telegraphic code 
system.
