Sunday's high of 92 degrees 
dropped during the night to 39. 
Clearing skies during Monday 
night caused the damage, frost 
killing beans, tomatoes and other 
growing vegetables. 

Extent of the damage has not 
been determined, and it will 
vary from one locality to an­
other, the extension department 
here said. The strawberry crop 
was hit but how hard was not 
determined. Beans and tomatoes 
were virtually wiped out.
