Stringent air and water pollu- · 
tion controls were agreed to as 
part of the West project. Air 
pollution, especially, is one han­
dicap that coal must overcome in 
its effort to expand its electric­
power market. 

Most coal-burning plants now 
catch and harmlessly ctispose of 
the sooty "fly ash" that used to 
contaminate the air, but many 
still pollute the atmosphere with 
large amounts of sulphur ctioxide 
gas. 

This irritant gas can be trap-
ped as it is burned and converted 
into sulphur, a basic chemical, 
but the high cost of the process 
under presently developed meth-

1 ods has prevented its being used 
on a large scale. Research is 
continuing to find an economical 
process . 

I Now, however, improved lab­
oratory-tested techniques have 
convinced some experts in the 
coal and petroleum industries 
and in the government's research 
arm that coal-based gasoline can 
be made at a price that's right. 

Apparently with this in mind, 
a number of big oil companies 
have hedged their bets by getting 
into the coal business. For ex­
amp 1 e, Continental Oil Co., 
eighth largest in the country, is 
in the process of taking over Con­
solidation Coal Co., one of the 
two largest in coal and a leader 
in coal-to-gasoline research. 

Consolidation Coal is now build­
ing, under a federal research 
contract, a $10-million pilot plant 
at Cresap, West Virginia, to tap 
coal for high grade gasoline 
through a relatively new extrac­
tion process.
